'spendirig ,$337,000 less that its $22 . million budget called for during the 
year. The School Board also unde:tspent in expenditures Which left $76,000 
in their budget for the '90-91 fisml y~. 

M::t. Elmore stated the neXt year's report could be even bet.ter. 
AsseSsed, value of taxable property rose by 3.28 percent during the last 
fiscal year, outpacing the 3.1 percent inflation rate. 

These figures only include a partial assessinent of the new 
bUSinesses located in the CountY arid do not cover anticipated taxes on new 
develop:rnents expected in the County.. ' 

Mr~ Elmore commended the Ttfusurer's Office on the collection 
rate' or 97.75 percent which is abOve :tlIe expected level for the State. He 
said an E,ldditional $60,000 could be added to the County; s budget if the 
tax collection rate remains conSistent or improves.

Mr. Leonard Ponder, DlreGt6:r. of Planning, stated that due to 
increased traffic in the area. and .. the expansion of the strip itlall 
containing Brother's Pizza, P & R:BtiSiness Machines and Movie Time, the 
Blands contend that their house on this site is becoming leSs desirable as 
a residence and more compatible with the aforementioned 9o:tnmercial useS. 

Staff Report: The property bnt:h'e south side of. Route 226 all the 
way to the intersection of Route 226 arid U. S. Route 1 is currently zoned 
B-2 & B-3 and is being used co:mmercialIY. On the north side of Route 226 
there is currently cormnercial zCining(B~2, & B-3) frOm the intersection of 
U. S. Route 1 and Route 226 to withiri.one hundred seventy (170) feet of 
Lee Boulevard. The develoPer of W~stwind Subdivision on Route 600 
(F~rndale Road) is also notdevelopihg several lots (3) as residences, in 

. anticipation of some more cOllUliercial rttiEids in this area. '!here is., alsb 
. SoIne c~cial zoning (B':'l) at fue:ii-J.terseCtion of Sterling Road and 
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Route 226 and two sections of B .... 2 ,zoning near the intersection of U. s. 
Route 460 and Route 226 at both on the north and south sides of Route 226. 

rIh:e . ever-increasing populatioh demands and traffic flow on Route 226, 
Route. 600, and U. S. Route 1 seem to portend the inevitability of 
commercial growth in this area to provide the services that will be 
dem3nfled.. The recent rezoning by. the Board of the pierce property for a 
mall behind Safe way is an example of the market responding to pressure 
for cdll1IllEtrcial activity in this area. 

The Planning commission at itS January 8, 1992 meeting voted 5-2 to 
recoll1Ii1ertd denial of this rez6i1i.hg".. fueir rationale was that a connnercial 
use was probably reasonable fOr this par&ll but they would have been more 
comfortable with a conditional rezoning that would force proffered 
conditiohS tliat would have reStrictErl Uses to professional offices, i. e. 
doctors, lawyers, accOlmtantsetC. ':the Blands felt that this Was too 
restrictive and asked for a straight r~zohing to B-2. 

Mr. Ponder told the :s6a:rd tn:a:t the following list were some 
ilnportant issues raised that neOO~ consideration: 

1. . . Is Cox Road the diVia.Jng line between ct.ittent and future 
residential ahd commercial uses? If so, is any rezoning request on the 
south side of Cox Road to be. approved as a matter of fact and is any 
rezonIDg request on the north s"tde Qf C6x :Rci:id perfunctorily turned down? 

2. Has the population density bn the northern part of the County 
not changed dramatically and d~sn't. this change demand rnbre services?

staff ReCC>trimendation: Although staff is inclined to go along with the 
rec01t[fimIdatioh of the Planning Goltiinis'sion, in this case we have to 
differ. We feel that the preceagnt. for more COll1Ifiercial zoning along Route 
226 has been set by the Board in th:e past and that with the adVent of :more 
residential development in this a.rffi - Walker's Iandi:ng subdivision, 
Westwirtd Subdivision, Cedar Heart sUbdivision, Mount Pleasant subcliv'ision, 
and the . GOntinuing development .in the Brickwood area - that the demands 
for cdmrriercial se:rvice delivery will increase in the 226 corridor. As the 
pressures increase we feel it is better to serve these needs from this 
central location rather t:hai1 st-r~ertt c6furnercial development along Route

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The County Attorney told the Board the dumping ordinance was 
finalized for their approval with some changes that would give law 
enforcement officials bett~r enforCeinent powers. He explained that 
property owners and residents wbuld have to prove that trash was generated 
from the County in order to USe the landfill or dumpsters. He stated that 
the Commonwealth Attorney had spoken with the sheriff's office and they 
said. the ordinance was enforceable. 

Ms. Everett asked if the landfill e:mployees could write sliIrlmbns? 

The County Attom~y stated th.at they certainly coUld be given 
enforcemeiit authority. 

Ms. Kay winn stated that when the ordinance went intt> effect that 
there would be more dumping on private property which should 1:Je addressed. 

No one spoke for or against the ordinance.

WHEREAS, the County of Dinwiddie, Virginia (the IlCbUI1ty") has 
adopted Chapter 17 of the Dinwiddie Code (the "Code") which relat:.es to the 
disposhl of solid waste in the C6unty and in the County landfill; and 

WHEREAs, nonresidents of the CoUntY have been abusing the Ct>unty's 
solid waste disposal system by dumping solid waste in the County's 
landfill or in County receptacles which derived outside 6f the County 
without authorization; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Supe:tVisbrs of Dinwiddie Cbunty (the 
"Board") desires to amend the Code to clarify that such actions are 
illegal and unauthorized in the county; 

NOW, . TH:E:REFoRE, BE IT 6:RbAINED, that the Board hereby 'adopts the 
following artlendrrients to Chapter 17 of the Code: 

Chapter 17-6 shall be amertdoo by replacing the current prbvisions 
therefore with the following: 

1117-6 (a) A public sanita:r:y landfill shall be available only 
to county residents or owners of real property in the County. for the 
disposal of garbage and trash generated within the County dUring such 
hours and upon such conditions as the BbCu:U bf supervisors may direct. 

(b) It shall be UIllawful for any person tb ilispose of 
solid waste of any kind or .nature, including but not limited to 
agricultural waste, commercial Waste, hazardous waste, industrial waste, 
prohibited waste refuse, garbage, residential waste or trash, Which solid 
waste was generated outside of th:e County, in the County's publ±G sanita:r:y 
landfill. 

(c) Any person found to be using the c6Utity pUblic 
sanitary landfill who is unable to exhibit for inspection (i) a current 
county vehicle license decal issued pursuant to Section 14-22 of the Code 
for a vehicle owned by that pefSOh. or a :metnber of his innnea.ia"te family, 
(ii) a current dutnping pennit issaed by the County or a tax bill for the 
CUrrent year for real property lc:x:::a:teCi in the County in the t1Ci1ne. of that 
persol1 or a member of his iIni'fiE!aial:e family, or (iii) a current County 
building pennit reflecting the l<5Ca:tioh of the site in the County wh~re 
the waste originated, shall be pres~ to be in violation of this section. 

(d) Violation of this section shaLl be punishable 
pursuant to the penalties prescr.:i.bed in section 17-13 of this Code." 

Section 17-11 shall be amenaea by replacing subsection (c) of said 
section with the following provision: 

"17-11 (c) Only residents of the county , own~rs of real 
property in the county and those persons visiting or touring the. county 
~o ~e act~l. "bona fide tOUE:~:?t,,'~,:)t~y ~~ bUlk containeJ;~._for.:~isP9sal Qf 
rloiin§1 household ahd residential waste-s generated from the county.

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However, no commercial, industrial; or institutional waStes shall be 
plaCed in bulk containers for public use. 

Section 17-11 shall be amended by adding the following subsection 
to said section: 

17-11 (i) It shall beUhlawful for any person, other thcin as 
pennitted under subsection (c) a1:xJve, to dispose of solid waste of any 
kind or nature, including but :riot limited to agricultUral waste, 
co:rmnercial waste, hazardous waste, industrial waste, prohibited waste, 
refuse, garbage, residential waste or tra:sh in bulk containers.

74 ,acres . of land in the Couhty owned .. by VEPCO across from the Hardees 
ReStaurant on Route 1. This alithorization and appropriationWCfs a resUlt 
of theinter~st shown by Ingram Ii1dustries, Inc. ("Ingram") in locating 
a 230,000 sqUare foot distribution facility on approximately 19 acres at 
this location. VEPCO, however, would not agree to sell a 19 acre 
portion of the 74 acre tract, btIt ohly the entire tract. '!he Authority 
had previously acquired an option from vEPco in AuguSt of 1991. The 
purchase price for the entire parcel under the Authority's option with 
VEPOo was $850,000 or approximately $11,500 per acre. The sales price to 
Ingram was approximately $15,00'0 per acre or $285,000. The closing with 
I:ng:taIn was structured to insure that 1I1g:tam paid for its property 
sinrul taneous with the purchase of the full parcel from vEPCo. 

The County Attorney said theBbard's decision to loan the money to 
the Authority was conditioned upon the Authority repaying the loan before 
the end of 1991. Prior to requestiilg- the loan, the County had received a 
connnitmertt to refinance the loan from the county's financial advisor. 
After ,'the purchase of the land from VEPcb and subsequent sale of the 
portion to Ingram, the County Administrator initiated discus'sions with 
Peter Clements, Presid.ent of the Bank of Southside, for a refinancing loan 
~9r tQe .. Authority which woUld be ,on rilore favorable tenuS than fue earlier 
connnit.rnent received by the County. 'file Bank of Southside issued a 
cdIIiInitrilerit letter for the refinancing in DeCember, 1991 which was on :rildre 
faVorable terms. Unfortunately, due to tax law concerns, the refinancing 
cbUldhot be accomplished on a tax exempt basis. However, the proposal 
from the Bank of Southside includi:rl provisions for a taxable refinancing 
with a rate on the loan of 9.95% per annmn, and the Board felt at its 
De~ernber me~ting that it shoUld review its earlier decision to require 
repayrt1ent by the end of the year since the monies returned to the county's 
reS~:tVe fund from repayment of the original loan to the Autnority coUld 
ohl y be invested at a much lower rate, near 4%. 

The County Attorney stated right now, the Board needs to decide 
whether or not to accept the coIiImitment of Bank of Southside, to further 
negotiate with the Bank or to delay any refinancing decision. The 
advantages of delaying the decision include the elimination of the need to 
repay the loan by appropriations of the Board to the AUth6rity at an 
interest rate far in excess of the inVestineht rate of the fUnds received 
by the refinancing. At this ti!ne, it was felt by the Board that readily 
available funds woUld not be necessary in the Reserve Fund and that 
perhaps the note with the Authority woUld prOVide a higherreti.l:ttl on 
Reserve Funds than th~ County coUld receive on its normal investments. 
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. Mr. siegel said an al teTIlati ve to accepting the refinancing 
proposal or attempting to renegotiate .t.h:e. Same would include entering into 
a note with the Authority, with the Authority paying interest to the 
County at .prime or higher, with intereSt. to accrue and be sufficient years 
to . all. for sale of the remaining property by the Authority. 'Ihe intent 
would be for the note to be secured by a deed of trust on the remaining 
property and an assigmnent of all :fimdS from the sale of any portion df 
the remaining property. Due to the development at this location, there is 
a reasonable basis to believe that the land will sell for more than its 
$11,500 per acre purchase price. 

. 'Ihe county AttoTIley said the' disadvantage would be that the 
repayment would be solely dependent upon the .land selling and providing 
fui1ds to repay the Authority's note to th'e County.

Each field will be laid out the same way. There will be three new 
wooden poles on the third base side; and three new poles on the first base 
side. Contractor will install thirty six 1500 watt metal halide fixtures. 
All wiring to be installed underground, from existing electrical service. 

The contractor is to haul away all material that is taken down to 
the county landfill. 

Mr. Rinaldi told the Board he felt these prices were ballpark 
figures only and they certainly could be negotiated. 

The Chainnan said he felt the Board should discuss several things 
before sending it out for bids; also, the School Board had not been 
approached regarding these fields. 

Mr. Haraway told the Chainnan he had discussed the fields with Mr. 
Hanks, Chainnan of the School Board, and the School Board was meeting on 
Tuesday March 10, and he would discuss the fields with the School Board. 
But he didn't foresee any problems. 

Mr. John Talmage stated that the volunteers had started working on 
the fields at Rohoic and Midway Elementary School. He said they needed 
same help for the kids in the County. He asked for help with the lighting 
and backstops for the fields for those areas. 

Mr. Thomas VanPelt stated if you take a look at our past the County 
just didn't get their finances straight before they went into things. He 
said before the County proceeded with this project they needed to get the 
money first. Mr. Van Pelt said there were many avenues; one was to look 
into the meals tax. 

Ms. Kay winn asked the Board if this project was going to be 
considered a line item for the '92-'93 fiscal year budget or whether we 
are talking about an off budget '91-'92 expenditure? This is the stuff 
that got us in trouble before when we started spending money off the 
budget. Are we talking about a possible budget item for the coming fiscal 
year for a capital project ilnprovement or are we discussing going off the 
current budget for this particular proj ect? 

The County Administrator stated it was up to the Board. It has been 
proposed that the fields be lighted and that we get preliminary estimates 
but there has been no conmu:bnent from the Board at this point. If a 
commitment is made, then it would then have to be detennined if it would 
be in this year's budget or next year's budget. 

Ms. winn said she wanted to put in her plug to make it a line item 
in next year's budget so that the County does not get spend happy. 

Mr. Haraway said he was somewhat more related to this problem 
than most people because he did serve as a little league baseball coach 
last year. This is the only section of the County that really has a 
problem in scheduling their little league baseball games for the kids, due 
to the large number of teams that they have for children ages 6 to 12 
years old. There is such a large mnnber of kids in the Sutherland area 
that they have to schedule games at odd times, playing late on Saturday 
nights and other nights during the school week. Sometimes they schedule 
two games and have to play late at night because the one field will not 
give them adequate facilities to play. Other areas in the County are not 
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having that problem. If we don't light but at least one field, they need 
innnediate relief this summer. If we don't, there are going to be some kids 
that are not going to hav~, adequate playing time. They are going to need 
these lights in May of this'year so the little league can use this field.

Staff Recommendations:

Dinwiddie County Code. 

2. Any testing of racing cars and their accessories shall be 
done between the hours of 9: 00 a. m. and 5: 00 p. m., Monday 
thru Friday. Nonnal operating hours for the weekly racing 
events will be as follows: 

Friday - 6:00 p.m. - 11:00 p.m. 
Saturday - 5:00 p.m. - 11: 00 p.m. 
Sunday - 10:00 a.m. - 6:30 p.m., with no racing until 
after 12:00 p.m. 

Ten (10) special events will be allowed in any calendar year 
with racing allowed during any special event from 10:00 a.m.-
11:00 p.m. Thursday thru Sunday. 

3. All internal security shall be the responsibility of the 
facility operator. The facility operator shall orient local 
law enforcement, rescue, and fire personnel as to the layout 
of the facility so that they will be comfortable with the 
physical configuration in case they are needed. The 
facility operator will provide for all nonnal rescue and 
fire services on the premises. 

4. The motor sports complex and all accessory structures, as 
well as any future uses shall, be designed, located and used 
in such a way as to not adversely affect the future 
development and utilization of the Petersburg-Dinwiddie 
Municipal Airport. 

5. I.ocation, type, capacity and financing of water service and 
storage facilities shall be designed as required by the 
Virginia Department of Health, State Water Control Board, and 
the Dinwiddie County Water Authority. 

6. I.ocation, type, capacity and financing of sanitation 
facilities shall be designed as required by the Virginia 
Department of Health, state Water Control Board and the 
Dinwiddie County Water Authority.

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7. A storm water management plan shall be approved 
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and implemented before a certificate of occupancy is 
issued. Of pr:iJnary importance is the integrity of Picture 
Lake and Lake:'Jordan. 

8. All wetlands on the property must be identified on the 
preliminary plan. 

9. No trees shall be removed from the site within one hundred 
(100) feet of any outside property line. A landscaping plan 

ImlSt be submitted to include proposed benns and plantings 
particularly in that area adjacent to Lakewood Subdivision. 

10. The implementation of the approved site plan shall be 
completed prior to the issuance of a certificate of 
occupancy. 

11. This conditional use permit may be revoked after a period of 
24 months from the date of issuance if no noticeable effort 
towards construction has begun. 

12. Location, type, size and height of all exterior signs shall 
be subj ect to the review and approval of the zoning 
Administrator per the Sign Ordinance. 

13 . Any proposed changes in the conditions of this permit must 
be approved through the regular conditional use permit 
process.

Mr. Bill Holthouser of 22319 Oakley Drive, Petersburg, stated he 
would have no objection to the proj ect if U. S. Route 1 would be the only 
egress.

PUBLIC HEARING - A-92-1 - FINANCIAL INSTI'IUTIONS 
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'!his being the time and place as advertised in the Progress-Index 
Newspaper on March 4, 1992, and March 11, 1992, for the Board of 
Supervisors to conduct a Public Hearing to consider an amendment to add to 
Business, General, District B-2, Section 22-185 (39) "Financial 
institutions18 

Mr. leonard Ponder, Director of Planning, said the staff recommends 
adding to Business, General, District B-2, Section 22-185(39) "Financial 
institutions" as a pennitted use in that zoning district. Although 
Section 22-184 says that "uses such as stores, banks, theaters, business 
offices, newspaper offices, printing presses, restaurants, taverns and 
garages and service stations" are the types of general businesses 
associated with district B-2, there is no specific pennitted uses in 
Section 22-185 for financial institutions. There are currently banks in 
the County in B-2 Districts so this is a housekeeping issue and also a 
reasonable pennitted use for future growth in commercial areas.

Mr. Buck Rainey, 'Deputy Sheriff, stated he had nothing to report 
but would answer any questions the Board may have. 

IN RE: BUIIDING INSPECIOR -- REFORl' 

Mr. Dwayne Abernathy, Building Inspector, submitted his report for 
the month of February. 

'Ihe Building InSpector stated that he had requested authorization 
to draft and advertise for public information an ordinance to address the 
shrink/swell soil situation in Dinwiddie County. Fortunately, he had 
been advised by the County Attorney that there was no need for an 
ordinance but a public information session would be helpful. He stated he 
had advertised in the Progress-Index and the Dinwiddie Monitor to inform 
the public of the informational session for today. 

Mr. Abernathy presented a map showing the location of 
shrink/swell soils in Dinwiddie County. 

Mr. Jerry Quesenberry, Soil Scientist, Deparbnent of Agriculture, 
said a map would be made available to the public in 1993 showing the 
location of the shrink/swell soils. He stated there were more locations of 
the Iredell and Helena soils in the County but only areas not less than 5 
acres were delineated. Mr. Quesenberry said a minimum of three soil 
tests by a Virginia certified soil scientist should be done on areas where 
these soils were a'problem. To protect a horne owner from future problems 
where the soils have been detected, an engineer if not a soil scientist, 
should be hired to develop a plan before building on these areas. He said 
the cost would be around $250 for a soil scientist and $500-$600 for an 
engineer. In the County there are 6,349 acres of Helena soils and 8,500 
acres of Iredell soils. 

Mr. Moody asked if a person could take their. 'own samples? 
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Mr. Quesenberry said a sample could be done by placing soil in a 
tin can and applying water to it. If the soil contracted an inch or so 
from the sides of the can when dry it was probably Iredell soil. But, he 
recommended that a soil scientist still be acquired for testing. 

Mr. William P. Seay, Builder, said it would be no cost to the 
County and it was a small price to pay for the assurance of a safe house. 

Ms. Brenda Reese, Realtor, said the infonnation should be sent out 
to area realtors as soon as possible due to the increase in costs involved 
for the homeowner. 

'Ihe Building Inspector presented the following policy: 

SUBJEcr: CHANGES IN COUNTY INSPEcrION AND PERMIT ISSUANCE 
FDLICIES 

We suggest all Building sites have a soil study. 

Based. on existing infonnation, we are instituting the following 
procedures for those permits which are issued on or after April 1, 1992. 

(1) 'Ihe pemit application will be scrutinized to detemine if the 
house is located in the areas believed to have shrink swell 
potential in accordance with the attached tax grid map. 

(2) 'Ihose which are located in potential shrink swell areas shall be 
required to provide the following: 

(a) a soils analysis by a Virginia Certified professional Soil 
Scientist or B.S. Degree (soil related) and 10 years as a 
field soil scientist, and/or 

(b) A statement signed and sealed by a Virginia Registered. 
Professional Engineer that the foundation and footing system 
has been designed for the soil conditions present. 

Should the engineer make any changes to the foundation and/or 
footing designs we will expect these changes to be reflected on the 
building plans submitted for approval. 

In addition, the following changes are being instituted to address 
issues identified by our Building Codes (Article 105.7) 

(1) Two (2) sets of plans shall be required with each building 
permit. 

(2) A copy of the approved plans will be required on the job 
site for footing and rough framing inspections.

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IN RE: PRESENTATION OF 1992-93 SCHOOL BOARD BUIX;EI' 

Mr. Ray Hanks, Chairman, School Board, told the Board he was 
pleased to note most economists agree that the overall economy is showing 
some improvement and that a moderate growth is expected in our economy for 
the remainder of 1992. It is also with a great deal of pride that he noted 
the new industry which he sees locating in the county. He commended the 
Board for the leadership it has shown in helping bring the new businesses 
in the county. He stated that if everyone continues to work together the 
citizens of Dinwiddie County will reap the benefits of continued growth 
and development. -

When new businesses are looking at a prospective area in which to 
locate, one of the key conce:rns is the quality of the school systems in 
that area. In order for a child to compete in today's job market they need 
a quality education. He stated that when the School Board put its budget 
together it did so with these factors in mind-. 

When comparisons were summarized with counties of comparable size 
and make-up, the county school system did not compare favorably in the 
matter in which we compensate our employees. . The county was not 
competitive in benefits or salary. The school board employees did not 
receive a step increase or a raise in 1992. 1992 was a difficult 
financial time for our local, state, and federal goverrnnent, and everyone 
understood. The county must begin to make our school system competitive if 
our children are going to get quality education that they need and expect. 
The School Board's budget request for 1992-93 is $19,476,592, which is an 
increase of $2,699,974 (16.09%) over the prior fiscal year's school fund 
budget. Mr. Hanks introduced Mr. Joseph Hubbard,' Finance Director, School 
Board, to complete the presentation. - . 

Mr. Hubbard, stated that wages and benefits as well as equipment 
make up over 80% of the budget request. The remainder of the budget 
division is composed of - debt service 5.2%, Rowanty 1. 7%, construction 
materials and supplies 5. 0%, buildings and grounds 3.7% , and purchased 
services 2.3%. Mr. Hubbard went through the budget requests for 1992 and 
told the Board that the budget represents a balancing of those priorities 
relating to both personnel and capital needs. The proposed budget 
represents the School Board's conuni bnent to operate the schools in a most 
economical manner while aspiring toward the excellence within the 
instructional program mandated by the citizenry of Dinwiddie County. The 
total local fund request is $6,680,862, a 22.14% increase. He respectively 
asked for the Board's consideration and approval of the request of funds 
for the 1992-93 school year.

The Assistant County Administrator told the Board that the 
Commissioner of the Revenue and Treasurer have been discussing the 
purchase of a postage machine for some time. The machine used by the 
Administrative offices is also obsolete and by combining funds a machine 
can be purchased to serve all three areas. She presented the following 
bids for a postage meter machine:

The bids were evaluated on the basis of total cost, warranty, meter 
rental, service, and ease of operation. 
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The Assistant COlmty Administrator said both Pitney Bowes and 
Hasler had demonstrated their machines and the Hasler equipment was 
simpler to operate. The School Board has an Hasler machine and has had 
real good experience with it. The recommendation is to purchase the Hasler 
equipment. 

Upon motion of Mr. Moody, seconded by Mr. Haraway, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting "aye", the County 
Administrator was authorized to purchase the Hasler postage machine from 
International Mailing Systems, at the cost of $5,089.00. 

IN RE: DISCUSSION OF' FIRE ENGINE FINANCING 

The County Administrator told the Board a consolidated lease 
purchase arrangement for. ·all County vehicles which may be considered 
later, would be his recommendation. The funds could be withdrawn from the 
reserve fund for the fire vehicles to be replenished thereafter through 
the financing arrangement as soon as a determination is made of what 
vehicle purchases the County may wish to make. 

The County Attorney said the price the vendor gave was a cash price 
not financed or delayed in any way, a price to be paid in advance. The 
concern was that we would have a security interest before the trucks were 
delivered. The company has satisfied that by providing a performance bond 
which will support the entire contract. 

There are many avenues for the financing of the vehicles. A single 
financing of the $370,000 could be done at a rate of 7.25%. If financing 
all the vehicles on a lease purchase plan a rate of 5.87% for an eight 
year lease plan for financing is available. 

The County Attorney said the County couid save $18,046 by· paying 
for the vehicles now. 

Mr. Haraway said he felt the funds should be taken out of the 
reserve now and make a decision on financing when the budget is adopted.

IN RE: DIVERSE ROUTING OF 911 CIRarrTS 

Mr. John Clarke, Planning Teclmician, told the Board that as a 
matter of company policy, C&P Telephone has recommended that the County 
establish a diverse cable route for three of the E-911 circuits to' be run 
from the Central Office in Dinwiddie (Courthouse Road) to the Sheriff's 
Deparbnent. Essentially, this process means taking one circuit from each 
of our· three trunk groups, originating from Petersburg, Emporia and 
Washington, D. C. and placing them in an underground cable. An underground 
cable may provide more protection for the 911 line, but the biggest 
advantage would be in having two separate routes carrying 911 lines. If 
service were interrupted on one route, 911 service would still be 
available tl)rough the other. '!he alternative to the diverse routing would 
be to run these new lines alongside the current overhead phone lines. 

'!he construction cost to provide this is $2,335.00 . Basically, this 
is to dig the trenches and run the extra cable. '!hen, you can route as 
many of your circuits over the diverse route at a monthly cost of $42.00 
per circuit. '!he recorrrrnended circuits would be three, based on the design 
of the system. '!here are three 911 trunks coming from the Petersburg 
Tandem. '!hese are for C&P served residents. '!here are two 911 trunks 
coming from the Emporia Tandem; these are for GIEserved residents. We 
have two date links coming from the Data Base in Washington, D.C. So from 
these three locations, the recommendation from C&P is one circuit from 
each be routed diversely. In addition to the construction, the cost would 
be $126.00 per month. 

Upon motion of Mr. Clay seconded by Mr. Haraway, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting "aye" , the 
appropriation of $2,335.00 for the construction cost of the diverse 
routing of three E-911 circuits and $126.00 per month for the monthly 
service was approved.

Mrs. Peggy McElveen, Director of Social smvices, told the Board 
that there are seven types of abuse and negleCt: !hysical abuse; physical 
neglect; medical neglect; educational neglect; mental abuse; mental 
neglect; sexual abuse; bizarre discipline. 'Ihe department has a child 
protective services which is on call 24 hours to receive and respond to 
child abuse/neglect conplaints. 'Ihere is a 45 day investigation and 
detennination if founded or unfounded. 'Ibis information is reported to a 
statewide central registry (child abuse/neglect information system). 'Ihe 
protective services also provide services to prevent further abuse/neglect 
and to prevent removal of a child from the home. 

IN RE: SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHooIS -- REroRl' 

Dr. Richard Vaughn, SUperintendent of Schools, gave the following 
report: 

'Ihere are two (2) items that have been discussed recently which 
will require additional funds, but are not included in the School Board 
budget for 1992-93. Request is hereby made in order for the Board 
detennine the appropriate plan of action it desires and that funds be 
included in the new budget as you see fit. 

1. 'Ihe State water Control Board has been working with the 
Water Authority on changes to the sewage discharge systems 
at the high school and the middle school. In a meeting 
with Mr. cashwell, Mr. Jack Eubank, Mr. Roger Hart, and 
school personnel, it was decided that the School Board 
did not need to budget funds for these projects. 'Ihe 
engineer would submit a plan to the State, and hopefully 
have a satisfactory solution in operation by the end of 
the year. 'Ihis would prevent costly interim adjusbnents 
that would be required, if the total project were delayed. 

2. On February 18, 1992, Mr. cashwell talked with Jim Hutchinson 
and me about the school division smvicing the vehicles 
operated by other departments in the County. We agreed 
to look into the matter to detennine what would be involved. 
Mr. Hutchinson studied this, but it was mutually agreed that 
a broad-based study of all county departments was not necessary 
at this time. 

At a meeting on March 2, 1992, Mr. cashwell indicated that 
bids would be solicited for servicing vehicles. We are not in 
a position to bid on this service. Please understand that we 
are willing to explore the whole concept and to cooperate 
with the county, if you so desire. Not submitting a bid 
should not be construed as having no interest in the proposal. 
No funds were listed for this purpose in the School Board 
budget for 1992-93. Please advise if we are to proceed. 

Dr. Vaughan said he wanted to make the Board aware of these two (2) 
items as the new budget is prepared.

Mr. Clay asked where the money would come from? Mr. Haraway 
replied the Reserve. Mr. Clay stated he has a hard time with continuing to 
deplete: the Reserve. He said the county had a difficult time getting it 
where it is and he didn't want to see it the way it was several years ago. 

Mr. Haraway said' one field is a necessity for the Dixie Youth 
because of the increases in population; the SUtherland Ruritan field can't 
handle it all. Games are being scheduled late in the evening on school 
nights and Saturdays with no time being left for practices. 
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The Chainnan asked who would be responsible for the payments of the 
field. He said he had no problem with it, if the financing could be worked 
out. 

Mr. Haraway said the volunteers would continue to prepare the 
field for playing. 

Mr. Clay said he could agree if a user's fee is charged. 

The Chainnan said he thought the County should put one field in the 
budget and maybe the other one in next year. But there needed to be a 
separate meter billed to the Recreation Deparbnent with a fee for the 
light usage. The Recreation Deparbnent would be responsible for 
scheduling the games and paying the bills, but the County should collect 
from any other usage of the field except for the little league. 

Ms. Everett stated the County has a responsibility to the youth of 
the County in providing recreation. 

Mr. Moody stated if the County did both fields then it could 
attract some tournament play and receive revenue for the usage. 

Upon motion of Mr. Haraway, seconded by Ms. Everett, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey, voting "aye", $21,270, which 
includes a backstop at a cost of $1,250, and a $2,650 connection fee was

1. Motorola bid includes a TDD (Telephone Device for the Deaf) and 
digital announcement board, which allows callers to hear a recorded 
announcement if the dispatcher is unavailable to answer innnediatel y . 
These items are considered as optional equipment and are not 
included in the totals for C & P (C & P can provide these at 
additional cost). 

2. Industry standards for the functional life of telephone equipment 
is 5 years (from C & P); however, the equipment is such that to 
repair, upgrade or expand capabilities, in most cases, requires 
only new software or additional computer boards, and not complete 
replacement of the unit. 

3. Cost comparisons beyond 5 years must take into account the 
possibility that some or all of the system components may need 
replacing due to breakdowns or advances in technology.

Aru1e Scarborough appeared before the Board with the following 

a. On page 8 of the April 15, 1992, minutes, Mr. Clay instructed 
the County Administrator to contact Sussex County in regard to some 
assistance with funds for Old Hickory Fire Deparbnent for the services 
they provide. What was the outcome? 'Ihe County Administrator of Sussex 
County has not been contacted. 

b. She asked the Board what had been done with the disclosure 
statement on interest in rezoning requests? 'Ihere has been no response 
yet. She said that this disclosure is not only for the Board members. It 
is for every citizen in the County. People need to }mow who is coming into 
the County. She requested the disclosure ordinance be placed on the agenda. 

c. Ms. Scarborough asked when would the budget be available to 
the public? 'Ihe Assistant County Administrator informed her "it will be 
ready June 10, 1992. She said it was not fair to the citizens to get the 
budgets one week before the public hearing. Ms. Scarborough asked why 
Dinwiddie County is always so late in getting the budget prepared for the 
fiscal year? 'Ihe County Administrator cited several problems encountered 
this year in the- budget process. Ms. Scarborough stated the county needs 
to start preparing earlier in the year. She also asked what the tax rate 
would be. 'Ihe County Administrator told Ms. Scarborough that that 
information could not be disclosed at this time. 

d. Ms. Scarborough related a few miscellaneous tidbits of 
information: 

Unemployment up to 6% in Dinwiddie 
11% below poverty level -- latest poverty level $12,674 
Before reassessment, the average home cost $56,900 

We are being told that industry is our salvation for taxes and 
everything under the sun. A great many of us don't quite see it that way, 
because I believe that we are going to end up paying a good bit more in 
taxes for next year. And according to what was in the paper on the 28th 
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May, 1992 for each new home built in Chesterfield, the services alone cost 
$5,452. So let's just cut it in half for Dinwiddie. So where are we for 
all the houses we get? An article in the Richmond Times Dispatch said 
that citizens are being told that industry is the solution for keeping 
taxes down according to a tax department source. 'The tax department source 
said it will end up costing the County money. 

'There are only eleven states in this Country plus Washington D.C. 
that will pay more state taxes than a person in Virginia. So not only are 
we being hit hard by Dinwiddie County, we are being hit also by the State 
of Virginia. MS. Scarborough said she hoped that these factors were kept 
in mind when the budget was prepared. 

In 1923 there were 4,237 stUdents. 
In 1961 there were 4,432 stUdents. 
1991-92 the last figures I received, we had 3,720 stUdents. 

We keep hearing about how rapidly we are filling tPe schools. You 
can see that from 1923 to present there has been no growth.

N RE: LITERACY COUNCIL CONTRIBUTION 

Mr. Jim Pierce, Vice President of Operations, Ingram Book Corrpany, 
appeared before the Board to address an issue which he said he felt was 
vitally important to Dinwiddie County. He told the Board that the 
warehouse was up· and rwming. After two week of moving equipment and 
inventory down from Jessup, Maryland, we started shipping our first 
customer orders on Monday, May 18, 1992. 

Mr. Pierce informed the Board that he had discussed with the County 
Administrator, Ingram's objective of being a good corporate citizen in 
communities in which we do business. Naturally with our role in the book 
business we are interested in supporting organizations that fight a 
problem that is not academic but rather is epidemic and that is 
illiteracy. Mr. Pierce said the County Administrator made him aware of 
what additional research has shown to be a fine local organization the 
Tri -City Literacy council. In researching the illiteracy problem in the 
area with Mark Tomko, of the Literacy Council, he said he had become aware 
of· some alarming statistics. Based on census data, approximately 39% of 
Dinwiddie county· residents, aged 25 or older are at risk for being 
functionally illiterate. 'The at risk group is considered to be adults 
with less than a ninth grade education and this does not include those 
that are younger than 25 that are illiter?lte, nor does it include those 
that somehow went beyond ninth grade but perhaps that cannot read well 
enough to function in today's society. 'These statistics mean that at least 
39.2% of the Dinwiddie County working age population, probably can not 
fill out a job application. '!here were 4,000 applicants for jobs from 
Dinwiddie and a lot of them were put aside because they weren't properly 
filled out, which meant the person possibly couldn't read the application 
or didn't understand what was being asked. 'The second part - Ingram 
requires a written test for all those being intervieWed for positions. 
Approximately half of the people we initially intervieWed either did 
poorly in the interview or were not offered a job because they did poorly 
on the test. Even more tragically at least 39.2% of the Dinwiddie 
population, again fitting in the twenty five or older, can't support the 
learning of their own children. Reading to children at an early age 
promotes life long reading. Unfortunately, illiteracy in one generation 
breeds illiteracy in the.next generation. 

During 1991 of the County participants from Dinwiddie who 
participated in the Literacy Council activities, 64% of them were in the 
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primary wage earning years of 30 to 49. Mr. Pierce stated that this was a 
problem that would not go away, unless we do our part to make it go away. 

He told the Board that he was pleased to announce to the Board that he had 
a donation check in hand for $2,500 as an Ingram contribution to the 
Tri-city Literacy Council. He stated that while he knew it was late in the 
budget planning process, he would like to challenge the Board in matching 
at least a portion of their contribution so that our private, public 
sector effort can really help make a difference in Dinwiddie County. 

Ms. Everett asked if Mr. Tomko would like to make a comment. 

Mr. Mark Tomko said he would like to express his gratitude to 
Ingram Book Company and to the Board for their consideration of the 
contribution.

Ms. Everett asked that a speed check be done from Western Heights 
to Rt. 460 to lower the speed limit. 

Mr. Clay asked if the speed check had been done on Glebe Road yet? 
Ms. Forrest replied she would check on it. 

IN RE: E-911 EQUIHVIE:NT - AWARD OF CON'IRAcr 

Mr. John Clarke, Planning Technician, said the visit to Smithfield, 
North Carolina, to view the Motorola E-911 equipment had very favorable 
responses. He stated that he had investigated the maintenance response 
time and there was no significant down-time for the equipment. 

Mr. Moody said he has been concerned about the maintenance. 

The Chairman responded he felt very comfortable with the equipment 
since he visited the Smithfield, North Carolina site. 

Ms. Everett injected she was very impressed with the system. She 
had talked with Colonial Heights about their C&P equipment and they were 
satisfied with their system. She also said she had spoken with the 
Sheriff's office and Com-Tronics of Ettrick has an excellent maintenance 
record.

1. Motorola bid includes a TDD (Telephone Device for the Deaf) and 
digital announcement board, which allows callers to hear a recorded 
announcement if the dispatcher is unavailable to answer irrn:nediately. 
These items are considered as optional equipment and are not 
included in the totals for C & P (C & P can provide these at 
additional cost) . 

2. Industry standards for the functional life of telephone equipment 
is 5 years (from C & P) i however,' the equipment is such that to 
repair, upgrade or expand capabilities, iri most cases, requires 
only new software or additional computer boards, and not complete 
replacement of the unit. 

3. Cost comparisons beyond 5 years must take into account the 
possibility that some or all of the system components may need 
replacing due to breakdowns or advances in technology. The 10 year 
totals shown here are for original equipment only. A truer 
assessment of the costs for the 5-10 year period is provided by the 
following: 

C&P: will continue to charge the monthly amount listed in the 
tables for however long the county uses the equipment .. The monthly 
charge for each piece: of equipment may, increase as new or 
replacement pieces are installed (see sample cost schedule).

Motorola: ' provides several leasing options in addition to the 
lease to purchase plan included in the bid (see Lease Purchase). 
The advantage of any of these options is that after 5 years, the 
county can budget for and lease new equipment as needed, the 
county's only obligation being a monthly 'maintenance fee.

After a thorough review of the proposals submitted by C&P Telephone 
and Motorola, the evaluation corrrrnittee recorrrrnends that the bid for the 
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E-9ll system equipment and services be awarded to Motorola. This decision 
is based on an analysis of the technical proposals (equipment), 
maintenance and support capabilities, system and maintenance costs, and 
references supplied by the bidders. Motorola's proposal held a distinct 
advantage in the following areas: 

Cost OVer the first five years (the preferred leasing period), 
the difference in system costs is $19,200. After a ten year period, the 
difference increases to $107,000. During this period, the county may be 
able to replace (if needed) the entire Motorola system for what it would 
cost to maintain the original C & P system. This disparity means the 
Motorola system can be expanded and upgraded, comparatively, with 
significant savings. 

Equipment The technical advantage belongs to Motorola. '!heir 
system offers: multiple recording and simultaneous playback of recorded 
messages; remote diagnostics and maintenance capability; on-screen space 
for additional information on the address displayed (ADI); abandoned call 
information (ALI); on-screen review of calls taken in previous two hour 
period; and archiving of phone call records. 

Upon motion of Mr. Clay, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting II aye II , the County Administrator 
was authorized to sign the contract with Motorola for the E-9ll system 
equipment for a five year lease purchase for a total cost of $124,063.80. 

IN RE: SPACE NEEDS ASSESSMENT -- AWARD OF CONTRAcr 

The County Administrator stated that he issued an RFP and solicited 
proposals from various archi tecturalj engineering teams to perfonn the 
space needs assessment necessary to detennine the County's needs for 
facilities. Specifically, for the courthouse and judicial functions but to 
include consideration for the other county facilities also. The proposals 
have been received and the field was narrowed down to those teams that 
presented the best information and then a series of interviews were held 
by a review team. The review team, after interviewing the half a dozen 
firms, came forth with a unanimous recommendation to offer the contract to 
Hayes, Seay, Mattern & Mattern of Virginia Beach. The County Administrator 
asked the Board for authorization to negotiate a contract for the services 
in an amount not to exceed the budgeted amount of $20,000. 

Upon motion of Ms. Everett, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting "aye", the County Administrator was 
authorized to negotiate a contract with the finn of Hayes, Seay, Mattern, 
& Mattern of Virginia Beach, Virginia for the space needs assessment at a 
cost not to exceed $20,000.00. 

IN RE: 1991-92 AUDIT CONTRAcr 

The Assistant County Administrator told the Board it was time to 
renew the contract for the County's audit. For the past few years, the 
County has been with Robinson, Farmer, Cox & Associates to provide these 
professional service. They not only have performed the audit; they have 
also provided financial advice. At the present time, they are working 
with our computer software firm to try and standardize our accounting and 
reporting procedures. The firm also is working to provide a five-year 
finacial forecasting system for the County which will be a very critical 
resource to us in the future. Based on those items, and the fact that they 
have gone up approximately 4% on their audit cost, but at the same time 
they have gone down on their price for services for financial assistance 
to the County the recommendation would be that the County contract again 
with Robinson, Farmer, Cox & Associates for our 1991-92 audit and 
financial services. 

Upon motion of Mr. Clay, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting "aye II , the County Administrator was 
authorized to contract with Robinson, Farmer, Cox & Associates for the 
County's 1991-92 audit in the amount of $14,500 and fiscal advisory 
services for the term of the proposed contract in the amount of $2,000. 

IN RE: DISCUSSION OF WEAFDNS ORDINANCE 

The County Attorney commented that he had spoken with the 
Commonwealth Attorney and the Sheriff's office in regard to the proposed 
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weapons ordinance and they had no problems with the ordinance. They 
suggested that in a one of the provisions it deals with the sale of 
weapons to minors and another provision it deals with the possession of 
weapons on school property, that the penalties be increased to either a 
class I or class II misdemeanor because they wanted to be able to 
incarcerate people for violation of those provisions. He stated he was not 
certain whether or not the County can do that because state law has 
similar provisions that provides for the classes of misdemeanor that are 
currently in this proposed ordinance. A great deal of this ordinance 
tracks state law. 

Ms. Everett said she thought there was a conceTIl about the distance 
from roadways. 

The County AttoTIley' said captain Booth was uncertain whether or not 
the gaming laws prohibit discharging a weapon within 100 feet of a 
roadway. There is a provision which allows the County to pass whatever 
ordinances they want to with respect to discharge of firearms, which is a 
little bit different than the sale of fireanns. The distance is really 
arbitrary; that is something the Board may want to discuss. 

Mr. Clay said he was conceTIled about passing, the ordinance. He 
stated the whole idea behind the ordinance was to restrict the use of BB 
guns in' a resldentiai' area' arid now -we are looking at a weapons ordinance. 
He said he felt it needed a lot more work. 

Mr. Moody agreed. He said the ordinance doesn't address the issue 
Ms. Everett wanted regarding the restriction of BB guns in residential 
and populated areas. ' 

Ms. EVerett replied that since there has been several incidents in 
the area with shootings on school grounds, the county may need to broaden 
the ordinance. . 

Mr. Moody asked if' the areas could be delineated? The County 
AttoTIley replied that the code would allow it. 

The Chainnan added that it should be restricted to areas where it 
is needed. 

Mr. Thomas VanPelt asked ,if there i$n't a Federal law covering 
songbirds? 

Ms. Everett stated that a person would have to actually see the 
shooting to get a conviction. ' 

It was suggested that the leash law boundary could be followed. 

The County AttoTIley stated that the vast majority of the ordinance 
is alr~ady state law. . 

No action was taken. 

IN RE: RESOllJTION - UNINSURED MOIORIST LIMITATION 

The County Attorney informed the Board _ that the proposed resolution 
states that the County's self-insurance coverage only includes the minimum 
required coverage under .the State Motor Vehicl~ Laws' for County employees 
or for use of :County vehicles. Since the~, County provides for its 
liability insurance, this statement of the minllnum coverage also states 
the maximum coverag~ under the County's self-insurance. 

.. ,. 

While cUrrent state. lavt seems to limit the coverage for uninsured 
motorists for' self-insurance, entities under state law, the General 
Assembly consid~red during the 1992 Session an amendment which could have 
made coverage unlimited. ' However, the proposed bill did not pass. With 
all this in mind, it would be prudent for the Board of supervisors to pass 
the proposed resolution to clearly state that its self-insurance coverage 
is limited solely to the minimum requirements of State law and has always 
been so limiteq. This resolution, if approved, should be provided to 
Glepice Townsend, as Administrator of the counfY'spe~f-insurance coverage 
and referred to in all self-insUrance information proyided to employees of 
~e County, or others. While it might not keep a, court from ruling 
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otherwise, it would be strong evidence of the County's intent to limit its 
coverage under such circumstances. 

Upon motion of Mr. Clay, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting "aye", the following resolution was 
adopted: 

WHEREAS, the County of Dinwiddie (the "County") has self-insured 
its liability coverage for automobile liability such that motor vehicles 
owned by the County are insured by the County and, since inception of such 
coverage, the liability insurance coverage for such motor vehicles has 
been limited to the minimum requirements of state law set forth in section 
46.2-472 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended (the "state Law") and; 

WHEREAS, the Board of supervisors of Dinwiddie County, Virginia 
(the "Board") has determined that a formal resolution should be adopted by 
the Board in order to clarify the limitations in place for such 
self-insurance programs' liability coverage; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of supervisors of 
Dinwiddie County, Virginia that the County's self-insurance liability 
program coverage shall be limited to the following coverage of uninsured 
motorists for officials and employees covered under the County's 
self-insurance program, who are injured in automobile accidents while 
performing their jobs, in accidents caused by uninsured drivers: 

IN RE: 

1. $25,000 for bodily injury to or death of anyone person in 
anyone accident; 

2. $50,000 for bodily injury to or death of two or more persons 
in anyone accident i 

3. $20,000 for injury to or destruction of property of others in 
anyone accident. 

This resolution shall be immediately effective. 

RESOIDTION INITIATION REFERENIXJM FOR MEALS TAX 

The County Attorney ~nformed the Board that the resolution 
initiating a referendum question to be submitted to the registered voters 
of Dinwiddie County at a special election to determine whether to impose 
a meals tax on food and beverages sold in restaurants for human 
consumption and on prepared foods ready for human consumption sold at 
delicatessen counters of grocery and convenience stores was ready for 
their consideration. 

Ms. Everett asked what the estimated revenue from the tax would be. 

The County Administrator said that last year the reported food. 
sales was 4.7 million and at 4% from the 1991 revenue on food sales 
reported, the County would receive $184,000 from the meals tax. Hardee's 
alone could generate up to $8 million a year and sometimes up to $100,000 
a month. 

Mr. Thomas VanPelt said if the County needs revenue they should try 
collecting the money that the Dinwiddie County Water Authority owes. 

Ms. Anne Scarborough told the Board she was not in favor of the 
meals tax. With the utility tax and the E-911 fee we already pay enough 
without adding another tax. She said she thoroughly enjoyed eating out 
and she didn't want to be taxed on her one enjoyment. Ms. Scarborough said 
she contributed to the fire and rescue volunteer services and the only 
other free service she received from the County was the sheriff and 
landfill. Don't tax us for all the others. 

Upon motion of Ms. Everett, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey, voting "aye", the following resolution was 
adopted: 

WHEREAS, section 58.1-3833 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as 
amended, authorizes any county to levy a tax on food and beverages sold 
for human consumption in a restaurant and on prepared foods ready for 
human consumption in a restaurant and on prepared foods ready for human 
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consumption· sold at .. delicatessen. <:!ounters of grocery and convenience 
stores; and 

WHEREAS, such tax may only be imposed pursuant to a referendum 
initiated by a resolution of the Board of supervisors of a county or by

Mr. Ririaldi presented the bid results fqr lawn equipment to' the 
Board. He asked for direction on whetheJ:" to purchase new or used 
equipment. 'Ibis equipment will be used to maintain t/le recreational 
fields during the surmner and snow removal in the winter. Mr • Haraway asked 
about coordination of the school's equipment. Mr. Bracey stated the 
equipment purchase was· discUssed with the school maintenance staff and 
mentioned to the School Board. 'Ihe Superintendent stated no funds were 
budgeted for this type of equipment. 

After discussing the issue, the Board decided it would be best to

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1. He requested authorization to have the County Attorney 
research the possibility of code specifically addressing the fencing and/ 
or securing of swinnning pools. 

2. To have the county Code amended to increase the fine for 
violation of Class I Misdemeanor to $2,500 maximum as per code of Virginia. 

3. He gave the Board a draft on regulation for enforcement of the 
storage of liquid propane tank exchange cages located at gas stations and 
convenience stores. He asked the Board to read them over and offer any 
concerns or suggestions. 

4. Mr. Nichols told the Board he has begun a comprehensive fire 
inspection program for all buildings open to the public within Dinwiddie 
County - schools, churches, businesses, offices, and stores. All will be 
inspected at least once per year, with high hazard occupancies being 
inspected twice per year to insure compliance with the Virginia statewide 
Fire Prevention Code and the Code of Dinwiddie county. 

5. He info:nned the Board he is logging the status of the 
ambulances within the County and will present the Board with a graph 
indicating hours of service. 

6. Mr. Nichols asked the Board for authorization to begin the 
fire and pump maintenance service program for fire vehicles in an amount 
not to exceed $5,000. 

Upon motion of Mr. Clay, seconded by Mr. Haraway, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Bracey voting "aye", an amount not to exceed 
$5,000 was appropriated from the capital Projects Fire Deparbnents Fund 
for fire and pump maintenance. 

7. He requested authorization to begin administering the 
Hepatitis B Vaccine Program. The funding was approved in the budget for 
1992-93. 

Upon motion of Mr. Clay, seconded by Ms. Everett, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, voting "ayeli , Mr. Bracey voting "nay", an amount not 
to exceed $26,000 from fund number 3202- 7008 was approved for the 
administration of the Hepatitis B Vaccine for the County fire deparbnent 
volunteer personnel. 

8. Mr. Nichols infonned the Board that he had attended the 
Deparbnent of Emergency services, Civil Defense Systems class last month. 
He said he also plans to attend a course in Emergency Planning July 14 -
16, 1992 in Richmond. 

9. The Public Safety Officer reported that on Wednesday, July 8, 
1992, he, Gal:y Rudolph, Executive Director of Southside Chapter of 
American Red Cross, and Peggy McElveen, Director of Social Services, spent 
the morning surveying the county's school buildings. Presently, Dinwiddie 
County High School is the evacuation shelter. In the coming months they 
will be updating the County's evacuation and sheltering procedures to 
better utilize the available shelter area. 

10. Mr. Nichols stated that he has been selected to hold a 
position on the Board of Directors of the Southside Chapter of the 
American Red Cross which serves Dinwiddie County. 

11. Mr. Nichols stated that the Ford Volunteer Fire Deparbnent 
fire truck is in need of repairs. They requested authorization to forego 
the three bid requirement in order to expedite its return to service 
because it would have to be towed to three different places in order to 
get the bids.

IN RE: VA rowER. -- rowER. LINE PROJEcr 

Mr. John D. Fanner, Jr., Manager - T.D. Projects, Virginia Power, 
gave a slide presentation of the new Clover Power Plant and the proposed 
transmission line in southern Virginia. 'Ihe plant is a joint project 
between Old Dominion Electric Cooperative and Virginia Power. It is 
scheduled for completion in 1996. The new 500-kv line will extend 
approximately 80 miles from the new Clover Power Plant in eastern Halifax 
County to Virginia Power's carson SUbstation in eastern Dinwiddie 
County. 

Mr. Fanner told the Board that the routing selection process 
involved many steps. An envirornnental consultant, Burns & Mc)):mnell, is 
conducting the routing study and will prepare an envirornnental assessment. 
The routing process focuses on finding a route which is both 
envirornnentally sound and cost-effective. The transmission line should be 
completed in 1996. 

Mrs. Margaret Rooney told the Board she is concerned about the 
electromagnetic fields and health issues associated with EMF. She said 
research results to date are inconclusive and she asked the Board to write 
a letter to the sec to slow down the process until more conclusive 
evidence is discovered. 

Don Koonce, SUperintendent, Transportation Operations, informed the 
Board that Virginia Power is comnitted to supplying electricity in a 
responsible and safe manner, and this comnitment fully covers the concern 
over the possible health hazards from exposure to 60 Hz electric and 
magnetic fields. 

He explained that there are two types of fields associated with 
power lines. Both decrease in intensity with distance from an electrical 
line. 

Electric fields are fields produced by the voltage, or electrical 
pressure, of electricity. Electric fields increase as voltage increases. 
Therefore, concern over electric fields has been focused on high-voltage 
transmission lines. 

Magnetic fields are fields produced by the amount of electrical 
current flowing through a wire. The strength of magnetic fields is not 
affected by voltage. Magnetic fields are produced by electrical· current 
and are, therefore, associated with transmission lines, distribution 
lines, household wiring and every day electrical appliances. 

Some studies over the past 15 years have raised concern over 
long-tenn EMF exposure and possible adverse health effects such as 
cancer. '!Wo studies in Denver and one in Los Angeles found a weak 
statistical association was weaker when measured magnetic fields were 
considered. Other potential risk facto:.;scould have been involved. 

Biological systems do respond to EMF exposure, but the evidence 
for a possible human health risk is controversial and very complex. 
Everyone wants the research to continue and more infonnation to be shared 
about EMF. 

In its 1992 annual report, the Virginia Deparbnent of Health says 
most of the epidemical studies that imply a cancer ris~ as a result of 
EMF exposure "are only suggestive and fall far short of· providing 
unequivocal evidence for a causal exposure-effect or a dose-effect 
relationship." 

Mr. Fanner stated he would send individual maps to the Board 
members showing the proposed route.

He said if the board has no objections, he would like to talk with 
the people handling the proj ect for the county, to see if they are 
interested in incorporating the school study, without delaying work for 
the county. We would need to ]mow their time-frame for handling our 
portion and the cost of this additional work before the School Board can 
make a final decision. 

He told the Board if this appears feasible, if they would give him 
the name of the contact person, finn name, and phone number then he would 
get the information needed to present it to the School Board. 

The Board asked Dr. Vaughn to get a cost estimate and they stated 
they had no objections to the request. 

IN RE: FINANCING OF COUNTY AND Srn:OOL CAPITAL NEEDS 

Mr. Daniel Siegel, County Attorney, presented to the Board the 
proposal for lease purchase financing of the County's and School capital 
Needs. He explained that the financing will be structured as a lease from 
the County as lessee with the IDA as lessor. Bonds will be issued by the 
IDA in the amount of total capital needs amortized over eight years. The 
interest rate is expected to be approximately 6.00%. Bids will be 
solicited on a finn underwriting basis for a not to exceed interest rate 
with closing of the bond issue in late September or early October, 1992. 

The Board had asked for a justification for the nine (9) mCdular 
units the school board ordered. 

Dr. Vaughn sent the following memo to the Board: 

This is confinuation of the need to purchase nine (9) mCdular 
classroom units for the 1992-93 school year. Original projections 
indicated that the enrollments were increasing and we could be extremely 
crowded or short on appropriate classroom space. We explored the 
possibility of changing boundary lines or of moving certain classes to 
other schools. These options did not correct the problems and created 
other situations that were not educationally sound and increased travel 
time significantly, in some cases. 
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utilizing mcxiular classroom units will enable students to remain in 
their nonnal geographic area and, at the same time, be in a classroom that 
is conducive to learning. '!he units meet maximum size requirements, are 
air-conditioned and have rest rooms. 

Total cost/financing (debt se:rvice) is for six (6) units equalling 
$150,804. We realize that this has to be budgeted for the next eight (8) 
years. since the budget was prepared, we have received authorization to 
house Chapter I in three units and charge the cost to Chapter I. 

Nine (9) units have been ordered and are scheduled to arrive on or 
about september 15, 1992. Foundations are scheduled to be laid around 
August 24, pending some details which need to be clarified on the plans 
with Mr. DiJayne Abernathy. units will be located as follows: 

Midway Elem 
1 unit - Chapter I (To be reilnbursed by Federal Funds) 
1 unit - Grade 4 
1 unit - Grade 5 
1 unit - special Education 

'!here will be two (2) additional teachers assigned for 1992-93 to 
meet increased enrollments. '!he other two (2) units are needed in order 
to move the office to the first floor to be accessible to the 
handicapped. '!here is no infinnary and the present office is too small to 
accommodate sick students. '!he old office will be used for occupational 
and physical therapy, by the guidance counselor, psychologist and other 
itinerant people. 

'!he speech therapist will utilize the current office of the 
guidance counselor instead of working in the pump house. A special 
education class will be moved out of the teachers' lounge. 

Rohoic Elem. 
3 units - Grade 3 

'!here will be three additional teachers assigned for 1992-93 to 
meet increased enrollment. It will be necessary to operate some programs 
in spaces that are not the most suitable, but will adapt to the 
situation. '!he lounge will become the office for the guidance 
counselor. Music will be taught on the stage and the speech therapist 
will utilize the stage, also. 

Middle School 
2 larger double-wide units will be utilized by four (4) 

Chapter I teachers to free up space for two new positions to handle 
increased enrollment in Grade 7. '!he cost will be reilnbursed 
through Chapter I / Federal Funds. 

Enrollments are fluctuating daily and assignments to Junior 
Kindergarten are not final. Enrollments are listed as of August 7, 1992 
for self-contained classes and do not include remedial reading, Chapter I, 
physical education, music or space for itinerant personnel for speech, 
special education resource, psychologists, etc.

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The School Board and administration have studied and re-studied all 
data and needs; thereby, detennining this to be the most appropriate means 
to provide a conducive educational setting, at this time. 

Mr. Haraway said several of the modular units fell under a cloudy 
area because of the number of students in each class room. He asked about 
the student/teacher ratio reqUirement mandated by the State. Mr. 
Haraway said per his calculation for junior kindergarten there are 17 
students per classroom and with the extra modular units the number would 
go to 11 students; the cost per classroom for the teacher's salru:y and 
benefits, classroom with utilities and other related expenses, it would 
cost the county $75,000 per year for the duration of the loan. 

Dr. Vaughn explained that the state does not say the specific 
number of student/teacher per classroom. What it does state is the 
recommended number per grade. He told the Board that the number is 
fluctuating daily and at this point the teacher to pupil ratio has not 
been calculated.

If any person, other than a police officer in the lawful discharge 
of his official duties, discharges or shoots any fireann or other weapon 
in or along any public road or street or within one hundred. (100) yards 
thereof, or in any zoning district zoned. for R-l or higher use, within one 
hundred. (100) yards of any building occupied. or used. as a dwelling or 
place where the public gathers, not his own dwelling or residence, except 
in the lawful defense of his own person or property or that of a member of 
his family, he shall be guilty of a Class 1 misdemeanor.

Words and 
phrases used in this article that are not defined herein shall have the 
meanings ascribed to them under Section 1-2 of Chapter I of this Code, if 
any, and, if not defined therein, the meanings connnonly attributable to 
them in nonnal and. customary usage. 

Beverage: Any alcoholic beverages as defined in Section 4-2 of the 
code of Virginia (1950), as amended, and nonalcoholic beverages, any of 
which are served as part of a meal, whether such beverage or meal is 
intended to be, or actually is, consmned on the seller's premises or 
elsewhere. 

caterer: A person who furnishes meals on· the premises of another, 
for compensation. 

Commissioner: The Commissioner of the Revenue of the County, and 
any of his or her duly authorized deputies, assistants, employeeS or 
agents. 

Food: Any and all edible refreshments, foodstuffs or 
nourishment, liquid or otherwise I including beverages as herein defined, 
sold for human consumption in or. from a restaurant or by a caterer or 
other vendor, whether such food is intended to be, or actually is, 
consumed on the seller's premises or elsewhere, except snack foods. 

Purchaser: Any person who purchases food in or from a 
restaurant, caterer or other vendor. 

Restaurant: Any place in or from which food is sold in the 
county, including, but not limited to, any place where food is prepared 
for service to the public on or off the premises, or any place where food 
is served. Exarrples of such places include, but are not limited to, 
lunchrooms, short order places, cafeterias, coffee shops, cafes, taverns, 
delicatessens, dining acconnnodations of private schools and colleges. 
Excluded from the definition are places manufacturing packaged or canned 
foods which are distributed to grocery stores or other similar food 
retailers for sale to the public. 

The tenn also includes any place or operation which prepares or 
stores food for distribution to persons of the same business operation or 
of a related business operation for service to the public. Examples of 
such places or operations include, but are not limited to, operations 
preparing or storing food for catering services, pushcart operations, 
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hotdog stands, and other mobile IX>ints of service. SUch mobile IX>ints of 
service are also deemed to be restaurants unless the IX>int of service and 
of consumption is in a private residence. '!he word. "restaurant" shall not 
mean a grocery store, convenience store, or supennarket except for any 
space or section therein designated or used as a delicatessen which sells 
prepared foods ready for human coIlSUll'ption or for the sale of prepared 
sandwiches and single-meal platters. 

Seller: Any person who sells food in or from a restaurant and any 
caterer. 

Sec. 19-132. Exemptions. 

'!he following purchases of food shall not be subject to tax under 
this article: 

a. Food sold by nonprofit educational, charitable or benevolent 
o:rganizations or by a church or religious body on an occasional basis as a 
fund-raising activity. 

b. Food furnished or sold by boardinghouses that do not 
acconunodate transients. 

Co Food sold by cafeterias operated by industrial plants for 
employees only. 

d. Food sold by nonprofit cafeterias in public schools, nursing 
homes and hospitals. 

eo Food sold by churches or religious bodies, fraterlial and 
social o:rganizations and volunteer fire departments and rescue squads at 
occasional dinners and bazaars of one or two days duration at which food 
prepared in the homes of members or in the kitchen of the organization is 
offered for sale to the public. 

f. Food furilished by churches which serve meals for their members 
as a regular part of their religious observances. 

g. Food and beverages sold through vending machines. 

h. Food sold by grocery stores and convenience stores except for 
prepared sandwiches and single-meal platters and prepared food ready for 
human consumption sold at a delicatessen counter. 

i. Any other sale of food which is exempt from taxation under the 
vi:rginia Retail Sale and Use Tax Act, or administrative niles and 
regulations issued pursuant thereto. 

Sec.19-133. levy of Taxi Amount. 

In addition to all other taxes and fees of any kind now or 
hereafter imposed by law, a meals tax, pursuant to Section 58.1-3833 of 
the Code of Vi:rginia is hereby levied and imposed on the purchaser of all 
food and beverages served, sold, or delivered for human consumption in the 
county in or from a restaurant, whether prepared in such restaurant or 
not, or prepared by a caterer. '!he rate of this tax shall be four percent 
of the amount paid for such food. In the consumption of this tax, any 
fraction of one-half cent or more shall be treated as one cent ($0.01). 

Sec. 19-134. Payment and Collection of Tax. 

Every seller of food with respect to which a tax is levied under 
this article shall collect the amount of tax imposed under this article 
from the purchaSer on whom the same is levied at the time payrilel1t for such 
food becomes due and payable, whether payment is to be made in cash or on 
credit by means of a credit card or othe:r:wise. The amount of tax oWed by 
the purchaser shall be added to the cost of the food by the seller who 
shall pay the taxes collected to the county in the same manner and at the 
same times as payments to the county of the county's retail sales tax are 
made. Except as may be othe:r:wise expressly set forth in this article, the 
meals tax imposed under this article shall be administered and collected 
by the commissioner in the same maimer as the county's retail sales tax 
and shall be subject to the same penal ties for violations thereof, 
including, without limitation, the penalties provided for in Section 
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58.1-635 and 58.1-636 of the Code of Virginia, except that all monetru:y 
penalties, payments and reports required to be made hereunder shall be 
made to the Connnissioner and the Treasurer, as applicable, and not to the 
state tax commissioner. Taxes collected by the seller shall be held in 
trust by the seller for the benefit of the county until remitted to the 
county. 

Sec. 19-135. Reports and Remittances Generally. 

Every seller of food with respect to which a tax is levied under 
this article shall make out a report upon such fonus and setting forth 
such information as the Connnissioner may prescribe and require, showing 
the amount of food charges collected and the tax required to be collected, 
and shall sign and deliver such report to the Connnissioner with a 
remittance of such tax. SUch reports and remittance shall be made on or 
before the twentieth day of each month, covering the amount of tax 
collected during the preceding month. 

Sec. 19-136. Preservation of Records. 

It shall be the duty of any seller of food liable for a collection 
and remittance of the taxes inlposed by this article to keep and preserve 
for a period of three (3) years records, showing gross sales of all food 
and beverages, the amount charged the purchaser of each such purchase, the 
date thereof, the taxes collected thereon and the amount of tax required 
to be collected by this article. '!he Connnissioner shall have the power to 
examine such records at reasonable times and without unreasonable 
interference with the business of the seller, for the purpose of 
administering and enforcing. the provisions of this article and to make 
copies of all or any parts thereof. 

Sec. 19-137. Enforcement; DJ.ty of Connnissioner of the Revenue. 

'!he Connnissioner shall promulgate rules and regulations for the 
intexpretation, administration and enforcement of this article. It shall 
also be the duty of the Connnissioner to ascertain the name of eVery seller 
liable for the collection of the tax imposed by this article who fails, 
refuses or neglects to collect such tax or to make the reports and 
remittances required by this article. '!he Connnissioner shall have all of 
the enforcement powers as authorized by Article 1, Chapter 31 of Title 
58.1 of the Code of Virginia (195), as arnended, for purposes of this 
article. 

Sec. 19-138. DJ.ty of County Treasurer. 

'!he County TreaSUrer shall have the power and duty of collecting 
the taxes imposed and levied hereunder and shall . cause the same to be paid 
into the general treasury for the County. '!he Treasurer shall have all of 
the enforcement powers as authorized by Article 2, Chapter 31 of Title 
58.1 of the Code of Virginia (1950), as arnended, for purposes of this 
article. 

Sec. 19-140. Violation of Article. 

Any person violating, failing, refusing or neglecting to comply 
with any provision of this article shall, in addition to being subject to 
all the same penalties as provided for in Article IV of this Chapter 19 
for a violation thereof, be guilty of a Class 1 misdemeanor. conviction 
of such violation shall not relieve any person fram the payment, 
collection or remittance of the taxes provided for in this article. Each 
failure, refusal, neglect or violation, and each day's continuance 
thereof, shall constitute a separate offense. 

Sec. 19-141. Discount. 

For the purpose of compensating sellers for the collection of the 
tax inlposed by this chapter, every seller shall be allowed three percent 
(3%) of the amount of the tax due and accounted for in the fonn of a 
deduction on his monthly return; provided, that the amount due is not 
delinquent at the time of payment. 

Sec. 19-142. Tips and Service Charges. 
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Where a purchaser provides a tip for an enployee of a seller and 
the amount of the tip is wholly in the discretion of the purchaser, the 
tip is not subject to the tax ilnposed by this chapter, whether paid in 
cash to the enployee or added to the bill and charged to the purchaser's 
account, provided in the latter case, the full amount of the tip is 
delivered to the employee by the seller. 

An amount or percent, whether designated as a tip or a service 
charge, that is added to the price of the meal by the seller and required 
to be paid by the purchaser, is a part of the selling price of the meal 
and is subject to the tax ilnposed by this chapter. 

IN RE: RJBLIC HEARING -- VPSA -- $350 r 000 SCHOOL OOND ISSUE 

This being the time and place as advertised in the i>rogress-Index 
Newspaper on September 16, 1992, and September 23, 1992, for the Board of 
SUpervisors to conduct a Public Hearing to propose for passage a 
resolution authorizing the issuance of not to exceed $350,000 general 
Obligation school bonds for school purposes. 

Upon motion of Mr. Haraway, seconded by Ms. Everett, Mr. clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting "aye", the following 
resolution is adopted: 

WHEREAS, the Dinwiddie County School Board (the "School Board") has 
detennined that it is necessary and expedient to borrow not to exceed 
$35Q,000 and to issue its general obligation school bonds for the purpose 
of financing certain capital projects for school purposes; 

WHEREAS, the County has held a public hearing, duly noticed, on 
October 7, 1992, on the issuance of the Bends (as defined below) in 
accordance with the requirements of Section 15.1-227.8A, Cod.e of Virginia 
1950, as amended (the "Virginia Code"); and 

WHEREAS, the School Board of the county has reqliested, by 
resolution, the Board to authorize the issuance of the Bonds (as 
hereinafter defined) and, prior to the issuance of the Bonds, the School 
Board will have consented to the issuance of the Bonds; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of supervisors of 
Dinwiddie county, Virginia: 

1. Authorization of Bonds and Use of Proceeds. 'ihe Board hereby 
detennines that it is advisable to contract a debt and issue and sell its 
general obligation school bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to 
exceed $350,000 (the 81Bonds") for the purpose of financing certain capital 
proj ects for school purposes. The Board hereby authorizes the issuance 
and sale of the Bonds in the fom and upon the tenns established pursuant 
to this Resolution. 

2. Sale of Bonds. It is detennined to be in the beSt interest of 
the County to accept the offer of the Virginia Public School Authority 
(the "VPSA") to purchase from the County, and to sell to the VPSA, the 
Bonds at par upon the tenns established pursUant to this Resolution. '!he 
Cha.intiah of the Board, the County Administrator and such officer or 
officers of the County as either may designate are hereby authorized and 
directed to enter into a Bond Sale Agreement dated October 28, 1992, with 
the VPSA providing for the sale of the Bonds to the VPSA in substantially 
the fonn submitted to the Board at this Iileeting, which fonn is hereby 
approved (the "Bond Sale Agreement"). 

3 . Details of the Bonds. The Boflds shall be issuable in 
registered fonn in denominations of $5,000 and whole multiples thereof; 
shall be dated the date of issuance and delivery of the Bonds; shall be 
designated "General Obligation School Bonds, 1992 Series; I' shall bear 
interest from the date of delivery thereof payable semi -ailhually on each 
June 15 and December 15 beginning .June 15, 1993 (each an "Interest Payment 
Date'i) u at the rates established in accordanCe with Section 4 of this 
:Resolution; and shall mature on December 15 in the years (each a 
"Principal Payment Date") and in the amounts set forth on Schedule I 
attached hereto (the "Principal Instal1.mentsil ), subject to the prOVisions 
of Section 4 of this Resolution. 
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4. Interest Rates and Principal Installments. The County 
Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to accept the interest 
rates on the Bonds established by the· VPSA, provided that each interest 
rate shall be ten one-hundredths of one percent (0.10%) over the annual 
rate to be paid by the VPSA for the coresponding principal payment date of 
the bonds to be issued by the VPSA (the ''VPSA Bonds"), a portion of the 
proceeds of which will be used to purchase the Bonds, and provided 
further, that no interest rate on the Bonds shall exceed nine percent (9%) 
per annum. The Interest Payment Dates and the Principal Installments are 
subject· to change at the request of the VPSA. The County Administrator 
is hereby authorized and directed to accept changes in the Interest 
Payment Dates and the Principal Installments at the request of the VPSA, 
provided that the aggregate principal amount of the Bonds shall not exceed 
the amount authorized by this Resolution. The execution and delivery of 
the Bonds as described in Section 8 hereof shall conclusively evidence 
such interest rates established by the VPSA and Interest Payment Dates and 
the Principal Installments requested by the VPSA as having been so 
accepted as authorized by this Resolution. 

5. Form of the Bonds. For as long as the VPSA is the registered 
owner of the Bonds, the Bonds shall be in the form of a single, temporary 
typewritten bond substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit A. 
On twenty (20) days written notice from the VPSA, the County shall 
deliver, at its expense, the Bonds in marketable form in denominations of 
$5,000 and whole multiples thereof, as requested by the VPSA, in exchange 
for the temporary typewritten Bond. 

6. Payment; Paying Agent and Bond Registrar. 
provisions shall apply to the Bonds: 

The following 

a) For as long as the VPSA is the registered owner of the 
Bonds, all payments of principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the 
Bonds shall be made in immediately available funds to the VPSA at, or 
before 11:00 a.m. on the applicable Interest Payment Date, Principal 
Payment Date or date fixed for prepayment or redemption, or if such date 
is not a business day for Virginia banks or for the Cormnonwealth of 
Virginia, then at or before 11:00 a.m. on the business day next preceding 
such Interest Payment Date, Principal Payme:tlt Date or date fixed for 
prepayment or redemption. 

b) All overdue payments of principal or interest shall bear 
interest at the applicable interest rate or rates on the Bonds. 

c) The County Administrator is hereby authorized and 
directed to designate a bank or trust company to act as Bond Registrar and 
Paying Agent for the Bonds. 

7. Prepayment or Redemption. The Principal installments of the 
Bonds held by the VPSA coming due on or before December 15, 2002, and 
the definitive Bonds for which the Bonds held by the VPSA may be exchanged 
that mature on or before December 15, 2002, are not subject to prepayment 
or redemption prior to their maturities. The principal installments of the 
Bonds held by the VPSA coming due after December 15, 2002, and the 
definitive bonds for which the Bonds held by the VPSA may be exchanged 
that mature after December 15, 2002, are subject to prepayment or 
redemption at the option of the County prior to their stated maturities in 
whole or in part, on any date on or after December 15, 2002, upon payment 
of the prepayment or redemption prices (expressed as percentages of 
principal installments to be prepaid or the principal amount of the Bonds 
to be redeemed) set forth below plus accrued interest to the date set for 
prepayment or redemption:

December 15, 2002 to December 14, 2003, inclusive •.• 103% 
December 15, 2003 to December 14, 2004, inclusive ... 102% 
December 15, 2004 to December 14, 2005, inclusive ... 101% 
December 15, 2005 and thereafter ..................... 100% 

Provided, however, that while the VPSA is the registered owner of 
the Bonds, the Bonds shall not be subject to prepayment or redemption 
prior to their stated rnaturties as described above without first obtaining 
the written consent of the VPSA. Notice of any such prepayment or 
redemption shall be given by the Bond Registrar to the registered owner by 
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registered mail not more than ninety (90) and not less thah sixty (60) 
days before the date fixed for prepayment or redemption. 

8. Execution of the Bonds. '!he Chainilan or Vice Chainnan and the 
Clerk or any Deputy Clerk of the Board are authorized and directed to 
execute and deliver the Bonds and to affix the seal of the County thereto. 

9. Pledge of Full Faith and Credit. For the prompt payment of 
the principal of, the premium, if any, and the interest on the BOnds as 
the same shall become due, the full faith and credit of the County are 
hereby irrevocably pledged, and in each. year while any of the Bonds shall 
be outstanding there shall be levied and collected in accordance with law 
an annual ad valorem tax upon all taxable property. in the Colinty subject 
to local taxation sufficient in amount to provide for the payment of the 
principal of, the premium, if any, and the interest on the BOnds as such. 
principal, premium, if any, and interest shall become due, which. tax shall 
be without limitation as to rate or amount and in addition to all other 
taxes authorized to be. levied in the County to the extent other funds of 
the county are not lawfully available and appropriated for such. purpose. 

10. Use of Proceeds Certificate. The Chainnan of the Board, the 
County Administrator and such. officer or officers of the County as either 
may designate are hereby authorized and directed to execute a Certificate 
as to Arbitrage and a Use of Proceeds Certificate each. setting forth the 
expected use and invesbnent of the proceeds of the Bonds and containing 
such. covenants as may be necessary in order to show complianCe with the 
provisions of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), 
and "applicable regulations relating to the exclusion from gross income of 
interest on the Bonds and on the VPSA BOnds. '!he Board covenants on 
behalf of the County that (i) the proceeds from the issuance and sale of 
the Bonds will be invested and expended as set forth in such. Certificate 
as to Arbitrage and such Use of Proceeds Certificate and that the County 
shall comply with the other covenants and representations contained 
therein and (ii) that the County shall comply with the provisions of the 
code so that interest on the Bonds and on the VPsA Bonds will remain 
excludable from gross income for Federal income tax purposes. 

11. state Non-Arbitrage Program; Proceeds Agreement. '!he Board 
hereby detennines that it is in the best interest of the County to 
authorize and direct the County treasurer to participate in the state 
Non-Arbitrage Program in connection with the Bonds. '!he Chairman of the 
Board, the County Administrator and such officer or officers of the County 
as either may designate are hereby authorized and directed to execute and 
deliver a Proceeds Agreement with respect to the deposit and invesbnent of 
proceeds of the Bonds by and among the County, the other participants in 
the sale of the VPSA Bonds, the VPSA, Public Financial Management, 
Inc., as invesbnent manager, and Central Fidelity Bank, as deposito:ry, 
substantially in the fonn submitted to the Board at this meeting, which. 
fonn is hereby approVed. 

12. Comprehensive Annual Financial Reports. '!he County shall, so 
long as the VPSA is the registered owner of the Bonds, submit a copy of 
its cornprehensive Annual Financial Reports for each. fiscal year of the 
County to the VPSA as soon as practical, after the end of each. such 
fiscal year. 

13. Filing of Resolution. The appropriate officers or agents of 
the County are hereby authorized and directed to cause a certified copy of 
this Resolution to be filed with the circuit Court of the County. 

14. Further Actions. '!he Members of the Board and all officers, 
employees and agents of the County are hereby authorized to take such. 
action as they or anyone of them may consider necessary or desirable in 
connection with the issuance and sale of the Bonds and any such. action 
previously taken is hereby ratified and confinued. 

15. Effective Dctte. '!his Resolution shall take effect immediately. 

IN RE: RESOIIJTtON -- USDA PEANUT PROGRAM 

'!he County Administrator infortned the Board. that the Greensville 
County Board of Supei:Visors sent a letter infb't:ining him of a plan, the 
General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade, that could have a devastating 
effect on the peanut growers in Southside Virginia. '!his Plan, also known

as the nmkel· Proposal, includes a reduction in u. s. price supports on 
peanuts and would allow the importation of foreign peanuts, which are 
presently uninspected, into the u. s. market. . 

He said the Greensville Board believes, along with the National 
Association of Counties, that the inlplementation of this Plan will have a 
detr:iJnental effect on the peanut growers in this area. 

'Ihe Greensville Board has approved a resolution opposing the nmkel 
Proposal and supporting the continuation of the present U.S.D.A. Peanut 
Program and supporting the continuation of the peanut price support under 
current guidelines. 

'Ihe Greensville Board requests a siInilar resolution be approved and 
that the Dinwiddie County Board of SUpervisors contact their congressional 
delegation concenring this issue. 

Upon motion of Mr. Clay, seconded by Mr. Haraway, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey voting "aye" , the 
following resolution is adopted: . 

WHEREAS, peanut production is an essential elenl€mt of the 
agricultural economy of the Southeastern and Southwestern United states; 
and 

WHEREAS, the agricultural economy is of vital importance to the 
citizens of Dinwiddie County, as well as to those of other counties in 
Southside Virginia; and 

WHEREAS, the USDA peanut program is operated at very little cost to 
the U. s. taxpayer; and 

WHEREAS, the nmkel proposal of the General Assembly on Tariffs 
and Trade· (GAT!') negotiations contains two important sections, each of 
which would adversely impact U. s. peanut fanners: 

1) a twenty (20%) percent cut in internal price supports, and 

2) a domestic market access for foreign peanuts that starts at 
three (3%) percent in 1993 and increases to five (5%) percent 
over the six-year period between 1993 and 1999; and 

WHEREAS, the Dunkel proposal would allow the importation of over 
512 million pounds of foreign peanuts into the United states over the 
six-year inlplementation period, and because production standards and 
quality controls are not as high elsewhere as in the United states, the 
imported peanuts would be of inferior quality to those grown in the United 
states; and 

WHEREAS, a study conducted by the University of Georgia concluded 
that the Dunkel proposal would result in a loss of gross income to U. s. 
peanut fanners of $1. 675 billion over the six-year period; and 

WHEREAS, such a loss in fann income would impose substantial 
economic hardship upon an industry which is already severely stressed, and 
importantly, could cause a further reduction in the number of family fanns 
not just in Dinwiddie County, but throughout the United states; and 

WHEREAS, family fanns have historically played a vibrant role in 
the social fabric of the united states, and a substantial reduction in the 
mnnber of family fanns would have not just an adverse economic impact, but 
also an adverse social and cultural impact. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of SUpervisors of 
Dinwiddie County, Virginia, in recognition of the importance of a healthy 
agricultural economy throughout the United states and the important role 
peanut fanners serve in the economic well-being of Dinwiddie County, 
supports the continuation of the present USDA peanut program, urges the 
continuation of peanut price support under current guidelines, and opposes 
the nmkel proposal; and 

BE IT FURlHER RESOLVED by the Board of supervisors of Dinwiddie 
County, Virginia, that the Virginia delegation to Congress is hereby urged 
to vote no on the nmkel proposal as it pertains to peanuts; 
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AND IT IS FUR1'HER RESOLVED by the Board of SUpervisors of Dinwiddie 
County, Virginia, that the USDA and all other state and federal agencies 
are urged to initiate and support all efforts to expand the lTiarkets for 
sale of peanuts raised by U.S. fanners, both within the United States and 
in foreign markets. 

IN RE: DISCIDSURE STATEMENT DISCUSSION 

Mr. Daniel Siegel, County Attorney, presented the following zoning 
disclosure ordinance for discussion to be added to Sec. 22-23: 

d. Each application for rezoning or a conditional use pel:lnit 
shall include a list of the names and addresses of all persons owtri.ng any 
legal or equitable interest in the real property which is the subject of 
the application as a title owner, lessee, easement owner, contract 
purchaser, assignee, optionee, licensee or :tloteholder, including trustees, 
beneficiaries of trust, general partners, limited partners and all other 
natural or artificial persons owning any such interest; provided, however, 
that the names and addresses of govermnental entities and public service 
companies owning reccfrded easenie:tlts over the subject property need not be 
disclosed. 

e. If any of the persons disclosed under Section 22-23 (d) is a 
corporation, then the application shall also list the narries and addresses 
of any shareholders who own ten (10) percent or more of any class of stock 
issued by such corporation and, where such corporation has ten (10) or 
fewer shareholders; a list of the names and addresses of all of the 
shareholders. If any of the persons disclosed under Section 22-23 (d) is 
a partnership, joint venture, limited liability CbIrlpany, tract or other 
artificial person other than a corporation, then the application shall 
also list the names and addresses of any persons having arty interest 
therein equal to ten (10) percent or more of the total of such interests 
and, where ten or fewer persons own all such interest, a list of the names 
and addresses of all such personS. For any corporation, partnership, 
joint venture, limited liability company, trust or other artificial person 
whose owners are unknown to the applicant and whose stock identities 
cannot be ascertained by the exercise of due diligence and for any 
corporation that has more than 100 shareholders or whose stock is 
regularly traded on a stock exchange or in the over the counter market, 
the applicant may so certify in lieu of providing a list of its 
stockholders or other persons having an interest therein. 

f. If any of the persons disclosed under Section 22-23 (e) is a 
corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust or other artificial person, 
the application shall be sworn to under oath before a notary public or 
other official before whom oaths may be taken, stating whether or :hot any 
member of the Planning Connnission or Board of SUpervisors or of any of 
their inunediate households owns any legal or equitable interest in the 
real property which is subject of the application as a title owner, 
easement owner, contract purchaser, lessee, assignee, optionee or 
licensee either individually or by ownership of an interest in a 
corporation trust, partnership, joint venture, limited liability company 
or other entity owning any such interest. If any member of the Planning 
Connnission or Board of SUpervisors or of any of their innnediate households 
Owns any such interest, the application shall identify each such 
Connnissioner, SUpervisor or household member and. describe the nature and 
extent of his ownership interest. otheJ:Wise, no further discloSUre of the 
ownership of the real property which is the subj ect of the application or 
petition is required. 

g. Prior to every public hearing, the applicant dr petitioner 
must file a list updating the infonnation previously disclosed under this 
section to reflect any change since the date of his previous submission if 
any such change has occurred. 

Ms. Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, and Mr. Bracey supported 
the ordinance. 

Mr. Clay said the ordinance was too tight and it would require 
hiring another person to research what is required by the Ordinance. 

Upon motion of Ms. Everett, seconded by Mr. Moody, :Ms. EVerett, 
Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey, voting "aye", Mr. Clay voting "nay", 
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the County Atto:mey was authorized to ·advertise the zcining Disclosure 
ordinance for public hearing on November 4, 1992.

Upon motion of Mr. Clay, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Clay, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey, voting "aye", Mr. steve 
Beville was appointed Deputy Animal Warden effective October 1, 1992 at 
Grade 5 step E, at an annual salary of $16,970. 

IN RE: FDSITION ANNOUNCEMENT -- ANIMAL SHELTER CUS'IODIAN 

'Ihe County Administrator infonned. the Board that Ms. Tina Hawkins 
resigned the position of animal shelter custodian effective October 1, 
1992.

Mr. Leohard Ponder, Director of Plarming, told the Board that the 
County of Dinwiddie is requesting a cbnditional use pennit to operate a 
County owned and Operated Solid Waste Facility on Tax Parcels 44-lB, 44-1C 
and a fifty (50' ) foot easement along the southern border of the 
Dinwiddie County L:mdfill. The County's contention is that this 
facility is the most practical solution to the future landfill and 
recycling heeds that will be faced by residential, commercial, and 
industrial users in Dinwiddie County. 

Quite simply put, this process entails an anaerobic process that 
will turn organic materials brought into the landfill into a safe 
compostable material. The maj or by-product of this process is methane 
which will be captured along with methane from the landfill and used to 
produce electricity which will then be used to produce power for the 
facility. Any excess electricity will be sold to Southside Electric 
Cooperative. Any recyclable items will be recycled while all 
non-coInJX)stable and noh-recyclable itemS will be landfilled at places 
other than the County L:mdfill. 

This type of facility needs to be viewed as an industrial project 
and any conditions iInJX)sed by this permit should be in place to protect 
adjacent property owners and the facility alike. It is also iInJX)rtant to 
make this facility aesthetically pleasing since it will most likely become 
a shOWpiece for other facilities such as these elsewhere.

Sec. 19-127. Definitions. 

For the purposes of this article, the following words and phrases 
shall have the meanings respectively ascribed to them by this section: 

Affidavit: Exemption affidavit. 

cortrrnissioner: The corrnnissioner of Revenue of the County and any of 
his duly authorized deputies or agents. 

Elderly: An individual who has attained the age of sixty-five 
years on or before December 31 of the year innnediately preceding the 
taxable year or is pennanently and totally disabled on December 31 of the 
year imnediately preceding the taxable year. 

Exemption: Exemption from the County personal property tax 
according to the provisions of this article. 

Net Financial Worth: The assets, including the present value of 
all equitable interest, less the liabilities of the individual or 
individuals prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting 
principles. 
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Pennanently and -Totally Disabled.: Unable to engage in any 
SUbstantial gainful activity by reasoh of any medically detenninable 
physical or mental impai:nnent or defonuity which can be expected to result 
in death or can be expected to J,ast for the duration of SUch perSon's life. 

Property: Personal ProPerty 

TaXable Year: '!he calendar year, from January 1 until December 31, 
for Which exemption is claimed. 

Vehicle: A private passenger automobile, van or light pickUp truck 
used primarily by or for the person or persons seeking the exemption. The 
fact that a passenger vehicle has been modified to acconnnodate a person 
with a disability does not disqualify the vehicle fram the relief provided 
under this ordinance. Vehicle shall not recreational vehicle or RV, 
mobile home, camper or other types of trI;lcks or vehicles not expressly set 
forth herein. 

Sec. 19.128. Authorized.. 

Personal property tax exemption is provided for qualified vehicle 
owners, Who are not less than sixty-five years of age, or Who are 
Pennanently and totally disabled, and Who are eligible according to the 
tenns of this article.

IN RE: IANDFILL CIDSURE CONTRAcr 

Mr. Benjamin Emerson, county Attorney, told the Board that this was 
the contract with Virginia Bio-Fuels for the closure of the existing 
landfill. The contract provides for the closure of the majority of the 
landfill to begin innnediately, with a small portion to be left open until 
closer to the deadline for closure under Federal law; so that the county 
can continue to use that portion of the landfill while the co-composting 
facility is being constructed. 

Mr. Haraway questioned the blanks on page nine of the contract. 
He asked if it dealt with the financing tEill11S which would have to be 
finalized before the blanks could be filled in. 

Mr. Emerson stated that was exactly right. 

The County Administrator stated that LFG, landfill Gas, should be 
added to the definitions since it was used in the contract. 

The County Administrator asked the Board to approve the basic 
document and contract price. 

'.the County Attorney said the price is stated in two different ways, 
it is really a formula, because we do not know the exact acreage. The way 
cost is broken down mimics the· response given to the RFP submitted by 
Virginia Bio-Fuels which is the reason it is stated in the contract • 
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'I'.he base price is $317,916 for an area up to 5.9 acres, and any area in 
excess of that 5.9 acres based on the SUrvey will be at an additional cost 
of $1.37/per square foot. 

'Ihe County Administrator said it looks as if the total acreage is 
approximately 17 acres. '!he original Draper-Aden closure report supports 
that acreage. We knew we would not know what the actual closure amount 
would be until we have the area SUJ:Veyed and until we had actually had a 
look. at the landfill in certain areas to be sure after we dug down and 
found out if there is any waste in there. '!he regulatory requirement is 
that the county must effect closure over all that area and had we missed 
anything the county would have been liable for it later on. So that is the 
reason for the per square foot figure. 

'!he County Administrator stated it would· be close to $1, 000, 000 
dollars to close the landfill. 

MY. Haraway expressed his displeasure at not. knowing the dollar 
cost inVolved in the closure. He stated that the average person reading 
the contract would think that the $1.37 cost would be immaterial to the 
$317, 000. He said in the future the Board should be kept abreast of these 
iliatters.

Without limiting the 
generality of the foregoing, the County shall cOmply with any provision of 
law that may require the County at any time to rebate to the united states 
any part of the eaITlings derived from the investment of the gross proceeds 
of the Bonds. 

9. 'Ihe County covenants that it shall not permit the proceeds of 
the Bonds to be used in any IIianner t.hat would result in (a) 10% or more of 
such proceeds being used in a trade or business carried on by any person 
other than a govenmtental unit, as provided in Section 141(b) of the COde, 
prOVided that no more than 5% of such proceeds may be used in a trade or 
business unrelated to the County's use of the Property and Improvements, 
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(b) 5% ,or more of such· proceeds being used. with respect to any "output 
facility" (other than a facility for the furnishing 'of water), within the 
meaning of Section 141(b) (4) of the Code, or (c) 5% or rnbre of such 
proceeds being used directly or indirectly to make or finance loans to any 
persons other than as governmental unit, as provided in Section 141(c) of 
the Code; provided, however, that if the County receives an opinion of 
nationally recognized bond counsel that any such covenants need not be 
complied with to prevent the interest on the Bonds from being includable 
in the gross income for Federal income tax purposes of the registered.

1. Gilbert Henshaw, 5200 Church Road, appeared before the Board 
on behalf of West End Baptist Church, of which he is a trustee.

Mr. Spencer Elmore, certified Public Accountant, Robinson, Fanner, 
Cox Associates, gave the Board a financial forecast for fiscal years 
ending June 30, 1993-1998. Mr. Elmore said the report compiled the 
forecasted revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balances of the 
County for six years. 

The information was compiled based on historical trends and 
anticipated future requirements, and proj ects the potential results of 
operations for the forecast period. The report was prepared for the County 
for the purpose of providing some insight into the potential intennediate 
tenn effects of the adopted 1992-93 County budget and of anticipated new 
debt se:rvice requirements. 

Mr. Elmore said the compilation is limited to presenting forecasted 
information that is a representation of management and does not include 
evaluation of the support for the assumptions underlying such 
information. He also stated there will usually be differences between the 
forecasted and actual results because events and circumstances frequently 
do not occur as expected, and those differences may be material. Mr. 
Elmore urged the Board to update the forecast every year or every other 
year or whenever there is an item that would have a significant impact on 
the financial position of the county.

Mr. Benjamin Emerson, County Attorney, presented the Board with the 
disclosure ordinance for their consideration and explained that due to a 
discovery he had made he questioned whether or not the ordinance' could be 
considered by the Board. In their research, Counsel discovered the 
localities who adopted similar ordinances did so by authority of the 
General Assembly and were listed in the legislation. The Board could ask 
the General Assembly to amend the Statute to include the County by special 
iegislation. , . 

Mrs. Anne Scarborough questioned why . the public hearing was held 
before the ordinance was completely researched; she inj ected she was in 
favor of the ordinance .. 
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difficult to see from any adjacent residential use on Route 627. security 
will be addressed in the conditions through the use of security fencing at 
the tower and a gate at Route 627. It would also seem that any issues 
concerning air traffic would be moot as the FAA would have to okay this 
tower and require either visible colors or strobe lights. 

since this site is secluded and would have minimal or no impact on 
adjacent property owners, at its October 14, 1992 meeting the Planning 
Commission recommended C-92-5 to be approved with the following conditions: 

1. The conditional use permit must be reviewed at least every two 
years for compliance with stated conditions. 

2. A minimal amount of natural trees or shrubbery shall be 
disturbed by placement of the tower on the property.

It is reasonable to assume that this growth will continue, 
particularly at major intersections. One need only look at the above 
examples at the Route 226 and Route 460 intersection to see how this 
growth should and does happen at intersections. In spite of the growth in 
the area the Planning connnission at its November 11, 1992 meeting 
recommended that the Board of Supervisors deny this rezoning request and 
address the obvious connnercial nature of this area in the comprehensive 
plan review.

. This being the time and place as advertised in the Progress-Index 
Newspaper on November· 18, 1992, and November 25, 1992, for the Board of 
Supervisors to conduct a public hearing to consider a conditional rezoning 
of Tax Parcels 21B(3) Blk 3-11 and 21B (10) - A from R-1, Residential, 
Limited to B-2 Business, General. . 

Mr. Leonard Ponder, Director· of Planning, stated that this rezoning 
would be. for an area of approximately five (5') acres and would address the 
increased parking needs that both Delta Oil Company and Hardees are 
experiencing. 

When Delta Oil Company purchased the property the Exxon Servicecenter 
and Hardees currently occupy, they also purchased the property upon 
which they are asking for a rezoning. This property has frontage on 
Interstate 85 and a small amount of frontage on Ford Avenue. Although 
this property is currently zoned R-1, the County has in the past 
recognized: the need· for rezoning major intersections and roadways for 
comnercial uses. This can be seen by: looking at the U.S. 460 - Rt. 226 
intersection, Interstate 85, U.S. 460 intersection, and others. 

The major issues in this conditionai rezoning are protection of the 
neighbors from truck traffic, noise, and congestion. Another issue is 
that of maintaining a secure neighborhood and at the same time maintaining 
the viability of the business. 

Staff has cohsistently maintained that zoning along such major 
intersections as these be comnercial. Staff maintains this position in 
this case, while recognizing the fact that this particular neighborhood is 
going through a transition period to a more comnercial look. At its 
November 11, 1992' meeting the Planning connnission recomnended that the 
Board of Supervisors approve P-92-2 with the following conditions: 

1. No ingress or egress will be allowed from this property to 
Ford Avenue. CUrrent traffic patterns for the Exxon Servicenter will be 
maintained.

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that he felt like it was not a venture he could pursue. Mr. Dean stated he 
had continued to investigate the development of the track and feels that 
he is near putting together a very worthwhile group to bring the track to 
Dinwiddie. He said construction could start soon after the first of the 
year and is targeting a mid-summer opening with a drag racing facility. He 
said they had a tremendously positive reaction to what Leadbetter, Inc., 
is putting together from the NAHRA. He expressed his appreciation to the 
entire community for their support. He stated that everything possible was 
being done to minilllize the noise level for the complex and to be a good 
neighbor to the community. He stated that he had a number of meetings with 
the Crater Criminal Justice Academy which represents some 30 communities 
and they have an interest in being able to use the facility for training 
for fire and rescue. He said they were trying to get all the expertise 
that they could to do this thing right, and that they do plan to continue 
with the proj ect. 

Mr. Haraway responded that he was the representative for the area 
where the race track is proposed. He said he did agree that he had heard 
a lot of people in favor of the race track. Especially in areas outside 
of Dinwiddie County; but that he felt this is true with most things, 
that as long as you don't put it in my back-yard, fine. But that he had 
received mnnerous telephone calls from people who live within two miles of 
the race tracks including two churches, and they are extremely concerned 
about the noise level that will be generated from the track. He said he 
felt they would feel a little bit differently about this if it was 
something that was going to occur two or three times a year, but with 
something that was going to occur two or three times a week for eight to 
nine months a year is one of their main concerns. He told Mr. Dean it 
would help if he could set some meetings with these people to show some 
tapes or anything else they could do to help these people. Because they 
are really concerned about the noise level and he didn't feel it was going 
to be smooth sailing for Leadbetter if they built this track, because of 
the opposition right now and the feeling they have towards the track. 

Mr. Dean said he could not change the nature of this venture and 
that they certainly would do that. He said it was their intention to make 
it a successful venture and he didn't think they could do that with a lot 
of ill will and a lot of animosity from those nearby. We will make any 
attempt we can to soften that and make something that could be viable to 
everyone. Mr. Dean stated that they did, however, recognize the ultimate 
potential economic value that the track would be to the County. He said 
they would do all that they could do to minilllize the negative impact. 

3. Mr. Nick Krauzer of Gibson Drive told the Board he was 
concerned about the property values and noise level of the track. He 
asked for a reply to the letter from the Board to Mr. Ragsdale about the 
noise level as to why there were no conditions set about the noise level? 

The County Administrator stated that at no point did anyone·state a 
need for a measurement in decibels. He said rather there was a lilllited 
amount of hours of operation for the track. But that based on the feeling 
at the time, there was not a concern for the noise level. 

4. Mr. Jerome E. Walden, Jr., Claremont street, Petersburg, 
racer, told the Board that in order for him to race he has to travel 
20,000 to 25,000 miles a year. He said he had seen in the newspaper where 
the citizens are concerned about the noise level at the track but no one 
would be able to detennine what the levels would be until the track was 
constructed. He did however state that within a 200 yard radius the noise 
level would decrease. Mr. Walden said he certainly would like to have a 
home track. 

5. Mr. Raymond DeIuchi, Floyd Avenue, asked what kind of fuel the 
proposed power plant near Ingram Book Company was going to use and how 
much noise would be generated from the facility. 

The County Administrator told him the power plant was a small 
facility which would use diesel fuel to generate steam for usage by other 
proposed proj ects for the northern end of the county. The engines would be 
located inside the insulated building, which would create a minimal amount 
of noise.

IN RE: IUBLIC HEARING -- A-92-4 -- WEAroNS ORDINANCE 

'This being the time and place as advertised in the Monitor 
Newspaper on December 16, 1992, and December 23, 1992, for the Board of 
Supervisors to conduct a public hearing for the purpose of adopting an 
Ordinance to allow property owners in any definable area in Dinwiddie 
County to petition the Board of Supervisors to pass an ordinance which 
would, within that definable area, prohibit (except as otherwise 
specifically allowed by law including lawful defense of persons or 
property) the discharging of weapons from, in, on, or, across any public 
road, street, sidewalk, alley or school property or within 100 yards of a 
building occupied or used as a dwelling or place where the public 
gathers. The ordinance would also prohibit the discharging of a weapon at 
songbirds or domestic animals, except as otherwise allowed by law, 
anywhere in Dinwiddie County. 

Mr. Paul C. Jacobson, County Attorney, presented the proposed 
ordinance as follows: 

Sec. 15.1-1. Definitions 

When used in this section the following words shall have the 
meanings ascribed to them as follows: 

Ammunition shall mean a cartridge, pellet, ball, missile or other 
projectile adapted for use in a firearm: 

Firearm shall mean a weapon in which ammunition may be used or 
discharged by explosion, pneumatic pressure or mechanical contrivance, 
including any hand gun, pistol, shotgun, rifle, BB gun, or pellet gun, but 
shall mean a toy pistol or toy rifle.

Any property owners residing in a definable area may 
request the board of supervisors to establish, enlarge or reduce the 
restrictions of this section to or from their area by a petition signed by 
a majority of the property owners within said area. Said petition must 
accurately describe the definable area at issue and must list the name or 
names of all property owners within said area. Upon consideration of said 
establishment, enlargement or reduction, and after notice and public 
hearings as required by the Code of Virginia, said establishment, 
enlargement or reduction may be approved by the board of supervisors, in 
its discretion.

official duties, to any person finding a dog in the act of killing or 
injuring livestock or poultry on land utilized by the livestock when the 
circumstances show that such chasing is hannful to the livestock, or to 
any act otherwise specifically allowed by law.

1. Betty Jeter, Registrar, appeared before the Board with new 
redistricting lines infonnation for the Board. ACcording to Ms. Jeter 
the General Assembly is requesting new boundary· lines to help alleviate 
split districts and to help with paper ballots having to be used at 
precincts. Ms. Jeter stated only a couple of districts would be affected 
and the Board members had no problem with the changes. She presented a 
map with the changes to the Board members and info~ them as soon as she 
heard from the General Assembly she would let them know fonnall y • 

2. Robert Ragsdale asked Mr. Bracey if he had talked with Mr. 
Edward Titmus. Mr. Bracey responded, yes. Mr. Ragsdale asked if Mr. 
Titmus told the County Administrator not to meet with the Board of 
Assessors? Mr~ Bracey stated he didn't hear that. Mr. Clay talked with 
Mr. Titmus and he stated he did not remember telling the County 
Administrator not to meet with them;. he said he went to see him in the 
office and he wasn't there twice. Mr. Ragsdale stated that Mr. cashwell 
owed the Board of Assessors an apology. Mr. Ragsdale stated the 
citizens have not been treated fairly about the noise level at the 
proposed race track. Mr. Haraway stated he' had -- asked the County 
Administrator about the noise levels and he had stated that when the big 
stock cars are brought in, the stands would shake from the noise level. 

3. George Hobbs appeared before the Board and asked how could a 
road name be changed for Freeman Browning and not for him? He asked what 
the difference was between them. Mr. Hobbs injected that the road was 
split between two white men, John Clements and Freeman Browning. He told 
the Board an injustice was being done to the Black people living on 
Halligan Park Road. He asked if the change was made? The County 
Administrator explained to Mr. Hobbs that no decisi~n was made pending 
legal determination on the original petition of Mr. Browning. 

Ms. Everett stated she was not aware of Mr. Hobb's petition and she 
felt it was a good compromise.

He said 
here is Clements on one end and. Browning on the other end getting what 
they want and. the people in the middle not getting anything. 

4. Freeman Browning told Mr. Hobbs he agreed with him. He said 
he wanted the whole road named South Halifax Road. But he coUldn't get 
that so they compromised. He stated Mr. Clements doesn't even own 
property wher~ he lives. He said he was here tonight to thank the :Bbard 
for voting for him. He said his original petition was the one Mr. Hobbs 
had been instrumental in getting the names on. He stated he didn't get a 
new petition. '!he original process only required 50% of the land. owners' 
signatures, but the Board changed it to 75%. He said he had also tried to 
get· the name changed to the Prince George line. 

Mr. Hobbs asked when the Board made a decision to contact him and.

Songbi:rds - protected under Fedel:-al law; he stated he did not find 
a definition for songbirds specifically but that a nuisance specieS could 
be shot. 

15.1-58 .:.. COuhty may provide an ordinance against guns in areas 
heavily pOpulated, but he felt it would be difficult to enforce. He stated 
112 calls on, gun activities were reported last year. There were :rib Calls 
on killing songbirds. 

Ms. Everett stated she knew of four Calls ort songbirds. 
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Mr. Booth stated there was one problem with the enforcement and 
that is it was up to the officer or judge at the time of trial to prove 
"reckless use." Mr. Booth said he was aware of the Prince George ordinance 
but he didn't know how the officers would enforce the ordinance unless the 
boundary lines could be defined and the area is identified. 

Mr. Haraway asked Mr. Booth what changes needed to be made to the 
ordinance. Mr. Booth stated subdivisions needed to be defined. He said 
they now have to decide whether the fireann was discharged in a reckless 
manner. '!his carried a "fine" only, if there is a conviction. Also, R-l, 
R-lA, R-2, and PRD needs to be defined. 

Mr. Moody said if 2/3 of the people in a definable area wanted the 
ordinance they could petition the Board. He asked Mr. Booth if in an area, 
say a road to a certain RR track, would that be definable enough to 
enforce the ordinance. Mr. Booth stated it should be posted and then the 
officer would have to prove intent to violate. 

Ms. Everett stated she had spoken to Sheriff lewis in Prince George 
about their ordinance. since 1970 they have had an ordinance prohibiting 
BB guns and air rifles and this ordinance has taken care of the problems 
they had. Ms. Everett said she couldn't understand why this ordinance has 
turned into such a corrplicated iSSUe. All that was intended was to 
protect people in heavily populated areas. Ms. Everett stated she didn't 
like the ordinance as it was written either. 

'!he following people spoke to the Board regarding the ordinance: 

1. John Frazier - need to educate people on use of guns; do not 
need ordinance. 

2. Robert Mayer - the problem in subdivisions is people don't 
have backbone to confront a neighbor; need to serve warrants. 

3. Aubrey Pennington - Dinwiddie County is changing. '!he only 
problem with the ordinance is the distance from a residence is not long 
enough--it needs to be longer; hoped Board would vote for ordinance. 

4. Ted Scott - lt is the "dutyil of the BOard to serve the people; 
he presented 875 names on a petition opposing the ordinance. 

5. Robert Bishop - opposed to ordinance. 

6. Earl Allgood - against ordinance. 

7 . leroy Bishop - against ordinance. 

8. R. C. Clarke, Jr. - against ordinance -- where will it stop? 
Think before making a decision. 

9. Clarence Allgood - opposed to ordinance. 

10. Brian Miller - opposed -- parent's need to look after 
children. Where will the zoning stop? 

11. Amy McDowell - opposed to ordinance. 

12. Sheldon Gafford - Why do we have such a long legal document if 
Prince George has less than a paragraph and it is sufficient? 

13. John Boswell relinquished his time to the Game Warden. 

14. Paul Booth, Game Warden, stated he researched the laws on the 
books and there are a lot of laws against guns in the county. He stated 
he had not received any calls or complaints on songbird killing. He said 
anyone can get a warrant but they must be willing to testify in court. 

Mr. Haraway said he was not sure he would be voting properly 
without calling the people in his District if he voted tonight. He said 
he would like to postpone the vote until he could do soine calling.

IN RE: ROAD NAME. CHANGE DISCUSSION 

Mr. Daniel Siegel, County Attorney, stated in reviewing the 
questions that were presented to the Board by Mr. Freeman Browning for 
Halligan Park Road to be changed back to Halifax Road for historical 
reasons; that the ordinance only provides for that procedure as it is 
currently written to be followed, before the Board can even look at the 
issue. If the procedure is not followed, the Board can't look at the 
issue under the current ordinance. The only way around. it, unfortunately, 
is either to amend the ordinance to allow for that, or to make some change 
in the ordinance to allow for a change that doesn't follow the petition 
process procedure. The County Attorney stated, at this point, that is the

Dr. Richard Vaughn, Superintendent of Schools, info:tined. the BOard 
that the work was started on the computer technology project a htnnber of 
years ago, with intense work in the last year-and-a-half. 'Ihe project 
budget request was .included in the budget for the 1992-93 SChool year. He 
said the latest work has been done with Mr. Robert Miller, Independent 
Cdniputer Consul ta:ht, who prepared the report sent to the Board. 

Mr. Robert Miller gave a report to the Board of his visits to the 
schools. Mr. Miller stated the ultimate benefactor of this project would 
be the students. He stated that the current budget request before the

Dr. Vaughn stated $20,500 in debt service and $125,000 total 
expenditure for this year. Mr. Bracey asked what the reoccurring cost 
would be. He stated the county is dealing with tax payers money and the 
Board needed to know how much a project is going to cost before the county 
leaps into it and then next year there is no money for it. Mr. Miller 
stated he could address the second question. He said yes there will be a 
need for future expenditures. But this budget request is not dependant 
upon the future, in order to make the present of value. iIe stated his 
recormnendation was in fact as the future years gb by to continue to ask 
questions to look into it. Technology is advancing faster than inbst of us 
can keep up with it. If we were to outline a project for years in advance 
now within six-months the project would become obsolete. He stated that 
the only thing the county could possibly do . is buy the technology now and 
take a look in the future and see what is out there and tiy to gauge as 
best we can, what is needed in light of what the fut1ll::"e is going to hold. 
But at the same time leave the door a little bit open so that next years 
budget request can take advantage of any emergency technology. Mr. Bracey

If Ettrick and Matoaca aren't available then maybe someone 
coming out of Bensley, Bennuda or further into Chesterfield County would 
respond.

Ms. Penny .. Forrest, Resident Engineer, Virginia Deparbnent of 
Transportation,' was not present for the meeting but called and said that 
if anyone had any questions to call the office and she would report back 
to the Board. 

Mr. Haraway stated the residents' 'on Sunset Drive between Route 
226 and US #1 highway are complaining about the number of trucks that are 
going through that subdivision and they would like to know if 'a sign could 
be put up there saying "no through trucks". 

Ms. Everett stated she had a letter from the residents also 
complaining about the log trucks using the cut-through. She said the log 
trucks come down Ferndale Road and they turn on to Route 226 and when they 
get to US #1 they are having a hard time turning on to highway #1. They 
also have a problem coming from the other direction turning on to Route 
226. She stated' there Was a real problem at those intersections and 
something needed to be done about the situation. .' 

IN RE: RECREATION DIRECIOR -- REroRI' 

1. Mr. Tony Rinaldi, Recreation Director, submitted the progress 
report for the month of February, 1993. 
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2. Mr. Rinaldi infonned the Board that work on the ball fields 
would resume as soon as there was a break in the weather. 

3. He stated that there had been some very good publicity on the 
inside hockey program. 

4. Mr. Rinaldi stated there was not going to be a soccer 
program offered this spring because the coaches needed a break. He told 
the Board that they would be using this time to work on the soccer fields.

1. David W. Nichols v Public Safety Officer, submitted his reports 
including the Fire Department I s and Rescue unit I s responses for the month 
of February, 1993. 

2. Mr. Nichols asked the Board for authorization to advertise 
an Ordinance to allow the Building Inspector to require installation of 
Fire Hydrants before issuing a building permit for any building which is 
not a one or two family dwelling. 

Upon motion of Ms. Everett, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey, 
Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Ms. Everett, Mr. Clay, voting "aye", the Public 
Safety Officer was authorized to advertise the proposed ordinance to 
require installation of fire hydrants before issuing a building permit for 
any building which is not a one or two family dwelling. 

3 • Mr. Nichols explained to the Board that the County needed to 
revise the Emergency services ordinance to provide cost recovery 
provisions for "real" or "suspected" hazardous materials incidents. He 
said if response units were dispatched in a nonhazardous situation which 
had all the earmarkings of a hazardous situation now the County would not 
be able to recoup funds expended, if "real or suspected", is not in the 
County code. 

'!he Assistant County Administrator stated it has been a real 
problem in the past. When you have an incident and you can't wait or you 
want the state to come down and there is an hour lag time for them to get 
down here and you have to do some things or take some action to protect 
the citizens; so the County does need to be able to recover the costs 
because at that point it is the County's responsibility. 

The County Administrator asked the Public Safety Director if the 
ordinance would have any teeth in it to the extent of having penal ties or 
fines if someone would not comply. The County Attorney responded that 
that was a different issue. The main issue was that the County be allowed 
to seek rellnbursement for its expenses incurred. There is a State statute 
which allows counties to do so in cases of nuisances and nuisances include 
in that statute "hazardous materials situations". Therefore there is good 
authority for the Public Safety Officer's request. Mr. Jacobson told the 
Board if they wanted him to he would look into a criminal statute he would 
look into it also. The Board felt it would be wise to include the 
criminal statute with the ordinance advertisement to be all inclusive. The 
Board instru.cted the County Attorney to postpone advertising until all the 
fines/penalties have been included. 

IN RE: DIRECIOR OF WAS'IE MANAGEMENT -- REFDRI' 

Mr. Denny King, Director of waste Management, submitted his report 
for the month of February to the Board. Mr. King told the Board he was 
going to extend the hours at the landfill for Spring cleaning until 6: 00

the pier. Ms. Weber stated she felt an agreement had been worked out to 
install a stationary pier and continue operations as they have been in the 
past. She stated that there were a couple of items in the agreement that 
she was concerned about which she would like to work out with the COtmty 
Attorney. Ms. Weber said for some reason the state does not want to do the 
project of replacing the pier. The state will reiInburse the COtmty for the 
constru.ction of the pier. Ms. Weber stated she had a problem with a 
portion of #4 on the agreement, the minilnal security section: 

4. The COtmty of Dinwiddie may charge a parking fee not to 
exceed $2.00 plus Virginia State tax per vehicle with minimal security 
provided during nonnal operating hours. A season pass for parking at some 
rate of savings is not only authorized but encouraged. 

Ms. Weber stated that all throughout the COtmty's agreement, the 
Cotmty has not provided any security and is not responsible for security 
in any way. The individual there is not there to provide security to 
boats or trailers or cars or anything that is parked there. She stated 
that the wording bothered her and she did not want the Cotmty to get into 
accepting any responsibility for security. Ms. Weber stated that there is 
nothing different in the agreement except the security clause. But again 
the Cotmty is only doing the contracting; it is not the COtmty's pier and 
the state will reiInburse the COtmty for it. She asked for authorization 
to work on the agreement and proceed with the constTIlction of the pier.

'!his being the time and place as advertised in the Monitor 
Newspaper on May 19, 1993, and May 26, 1993, for the Board of SUpervisors 
to conduct a public hearing for a request for a conditional use pennit 
from Robert G. Ragsdale for a storage facility to store explosive 
materials on 54.45 acres ± of property situated on Baltimore Road and 
further identified as Tax Parcel 41-50. 

Mr. Leonard Ponder, 'Director of Planning, told the Board that 
Piedmont plans to store approxiInately one hundred thousand (100,000) 
pounds of explosives at this site in three portable buildings and two 
portable storage bins. The construction of the bins will be 1/4 inch 
steel on the outside lined with four (4) inches of hardwood. There will 
be two hoods that cover the locks. The adjacent property to their parcel 
is undeveloped. All blasting agents will be stored in a storage bin. 

As this is our first experientewith a facility such as this we have 
relied heavily upon standards provided by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco 
and Fireanns to draw up conditions. Because of the remoteness of the 
facility, staff reconunends that C-93-2 be apprOved with the following 
conditions. : 

1. All BATF guidelines be adhered to, specifically in respect to 
Table 55.218 (Table of distance for storage of explosive 
materials) . 

2. A site plan' will be submitted showing distances from all 
structures on the site to inhabited buildings, public 
highways, and the separation of magazines. 

3. An annual pennit will be required from the Public Safety 
Officer for each magazine on site. 

40 All regulations contained in F2600 of the virginia statewide 
Fire Prevention Code must be adhered to. 

5. The facility will be constructed on a site roughly equidistc:mt 
from all property lines and the line marked AB on the plat in 
your package. 

6. The facility will be open wherever necessa:ry for inspection by 
the Public Safety Officer. 

7. The perimeter of the actual storage site will be secured with 
an eight (8) foot high fence topped with three strands of 
barbed wire. The gate to the facility will be locked at all 
times. 

8. No vegetation will be disturbed for at least three hundred

IN RE: cnuNTY EMPIDYEE DRUG & ALCOHOL ABUSE POLICY 

'!he Assistant County Administrator presented a proposed drug abuse 
policy for, the Board's consideration. '!he policy meets federal 
requirements for a drug-free workplace and allows random testing on 
specified positions concerning public safety. 

Upon motion of Mr. Bracey, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Bracey, Mr. 
Haraway, Mr. Moody, Ms. Everett, Mr. Clay, voting "ayelB , the following 
policy was adopted: 

IT IS THE roLICY OF THE DINWIDDIE COUNTY OOARD OF SUPERVISORS 'ID 
PROVIDE A DRUG FREE WORKPIACE. 

20.1 GENERAL OVERVIEW 

"'!he unlawful manufacture distribution, dispensing, possession or 
use of a controlled substance is prohibited in any County workplace." 
Employees of the County shall not be llwolved with the unlawful 
application, possession, market, or transfer of drugs in any manner. 
County errployees shall not possess any types of alcohol on county 
premises, or ingest alcohol in association with their job or during work 
schedules. Off the job, prohibited drug activities or alcohol abuse that 
could adversely affect an errployee' s job perfonnance, or that could pose a 
hazard to the safety of other county errployees, the general public, county 
machineJ:Y, or the county's relation with the public, will not be pennitted. 

20.2 THERAPY FOR DRUG OR ALCOHOL USE 

'!he County regards alcoholism and other drug addictions to be 
treatable disorders. '!hus, errployees who suffer from alcohol or drug 
abuse, shall be required to participate in appropriate treatment programs. 

20.3 CONSEQUENCES OF ALCOHOL OR DRUG ABUSE 

(A) '!he use, marketing, or personal possession of illegal drugs 
while on the job, during rest periods, meal periods, or on county 
property, will be considered a dischargeable offense and may result in 
criminal prosecution. Any narcotics discovered will be tw:ned over to the 
proper law enforcement agencies. 

(B) '!he col1Sl.llTption or personal possession of alcohol during 
scheduled work times or on county property is a dischargeable violation. 
For all county errployees, alcohol col1Sl.llTption is prohibited during the 
work day, including during rest periods and meal periods. Any errployee 
who is reasonably suspected to be under the influence of alcohol will be 
:irmnediately removed from service and administered an alcohol test. 

(C) County Administration will take subsequent action, as defined 
by this policy, in those cases which demonstrate alcohol or drug abuse. 
SUch action shall include: referral to a drug or alcohol treabnent 
program, disciplinary action, or administrative counseling. Any action 
will be on the basis of medical information, past history, and/or other 
pertinent factors. ., 
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(D) Off ·the job selling, distributing or manufacturing of illegal 
drugs by, an e:nployee shall be viewed as a dischargeable offense. 
Likewise, illegal selling, distributing,: or manufacturing of alcohol is a 
dischargeable offense. 

'20.4 DRUG AND AlCOHOL SCREENING 

'!he COunty may require a blood test, urinalysis, or other 
drug/alcohol screening of those employees reasonably suspected of using or 
being under the influence of a drug or alcohol. .Ah e:nployee' s consent to 
submit to such a test,. under these circumstances, is required as a 
condition of e:nployment and the employee's refusal to consent to be tested 
is grounds for, and may result in, disciplinary action, including 
tennination, for a first refusal or any subsequent refusal. 

Some examples of reasonable suspicion for testing are: 

a. the employee exhibits inappropriate behavior or perfonnance 
problems on the job that might be caused by substance abuse; 

b." on-the-job accident or serious incident where the cause is 
unJmown and the supervisor has reason to question the physical and 
emotional condition of the employees involved. 

" 

c. monitoring employees who have had previous positive test 
results or who have been in a substance abuse treatment program and have 
returned to work. 

'!he foregoing eXamples are not meant to be all-inclusive but are 
intended only as illustrations of reasonable suspicion. 

20.5 CURRENT EMPIOYEE TESTING 

'!he County may require a current employee to undergo drug and 
alcohol testing if there is' reasonable . suspicion that the employee, is 
under the influence of drugs or alcohol during work hours. '!he 
organization who contracts with the County to collect specimens will be 
responsible for the total administration of the program from obtaining all 
Request and Consent Fonus to delivering the test results to the authorized 
representative of the Board. Breathalyzer testing may be administered by 
the Sheriff's Deparbnent. 

20.6 RANIX)M TESTING 

'!he County Admiriistration (Personnel Office)' will maintain a list 
of positions, involving hazardous duties or where public safety is 
involved, to be included for random testing as approved by the Board of 
SUpe:rvisors. Random tests are imposed without individualized suspicion 
and will nomally be conducted periodically using a scientifically valid 
random sa:rrpling method and a 25% annual sa:rrpling. Sampling will be 
conducted by a contracted finn who will have sole responsibility for 
administering the collection program and delivering al.l results to the 
Board's authorized representative. 

20.7 REIURN 'ID OOI'Y TESTING 

An employee who ,has failed a drug test and has been given the 
opportunity to return to duty after treatment must pass a return to duty 
test. 

20.8 CONSEQUENCES OF ro8ITIVE DRUG OR AlCOHOL TEST 

When; a drug screen is positive for the first time, but no evidence 
of prior drug use on the job exists, a county employee will be suspended 
without pay and may be tenninated. '!he employee shall be required to 
participate satisfactori).Y in an alcohol or other drug rehabilitation 
program. Refusal to do so will ,be viewed as uncooperative and the 
employee will then be subject to discharge. Satisfactory participation 
shall be detennined by an employee's supervisor after: 1. presentation of 
adequate documentation by the employee; and/or 2. consultation with the 
rehabilitative program (provided that consultation is to be with a program 
which treated the employee, the prior ,consent of the employee must be 
obtained). At the end of six weeks, the' screen test will be administered 
again, and if negative, the county employee may be allowed to return to

work. However, in those situations where the employee cannot return to 
work because he or she is involved in participation in a treatment 
program, the suspension period may be extended. 

20.9 REPEATED DRUG OR AICOHOL ABUSE 

, In those cases where county employees continue to engage in drug or 
alcohol use, distribution, or manufacturing, the County may inunediately 
tenninate the employee. 

20.10 EMPIDYEES I REroRl'lNG REQUIREMENTS 

For certain job positions, an employee's use of a legal drug can 
pose a significant risk to the safety of the employee or others. 
Employees who feel or have been inforn.ed that the use of a legal drug may 
present a safety risk are to report such drug use to the County 
Administrator to detem.ine job related consequences. supervisors who are 
aware of such a situation are to inforn. the County Administrator. 

20.11 IMPLEMENTATION 

This Policy shall be implemented and administered by the County 
Administrator and his designees under the guidance and direction of the 
Board of Supervisors. '!he Board of SUpervisors shall have final 
decision-making authority over all aspects of this Policy, including those 
of interpretation, implementation and enforcement. 

Dinwiddie County must provide a copy of this Policy on Alcohol and 
Drug Abuse to all employees employed as of the date the Policy is 
promulgated and to all employees hired thereafter. 

1. Employees shall be required to sign a forn. indicating 
receipt of the Policy. 

2. A copy of the Policy shall be posted in a conspicuous 
place (s) in the workplace. 

The County is dedicated to assuring fair and equitable application 
of this Policy. '!herefore, supervisors are encouraged to use and apply 
all aspects of this Policy in an unbiased and impartial manner. Any 
supervisor who knowingly disregards the requirements of this Policy, or 
who is found to have deliberately misused this Policy in regard to 
subordinates, shall be subject to disciplina:t:y action, up to and including 
tem.ination. 

Dinwiddie County will provide instruction to supervisors how to 
implement this Policy, includir~3" how to recognize behaviors which may 
indicate irnpainnent from alcohol and other drug use; appropriate referral 
techniques; and resources for alcohol and other drug rehabilitation. 

'!he County shall inforn., on an ongoing basis, all employees of: 

1. '!he dangers of alcohol and other drug use or abuse in the 
workplace; 

2. available alcohol and drug counseling; 
3. available approved rehabilitation and employee assistance 

programs; and 
4. the penalties that may be imposed upon employees for the 

commission of prohibited acts under this policy. 

liAs a condition of employment, employees of the County will (1) 
abide by the tem.s of this policy and (2) notify the County Administrator 
in writing of his or her conviction for a violation of a criminal drug 
statute occurring in the workplace no later than five calendar days after 
such conviction. '!he County shall, within 30 calendar days of receiving 
such notice from an employee, either (1) take appropriate personnel action 
against such employee, up to and including tem.ination, consistent with 
the requirements of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended or (2) 
require such employee to participate satisfactorily in a drug abuse 
assistance or rehabilitation program approved for such pmposes by a 
federal, state or local health, law enforcement or other appropriate 
agency."

(a) A pennit shall be obtained from the county fire marshall upon 
application in writing at least 15 days in advance of the date of display 
or discharge for the display or discharge of fireworks within the county, 
by fair associations and amusement parks or by any organization or group 
of individuals, under such tenns and conditions' as the board of 
supervisors may approve. After such pennit has been issure, sales of 
fireworks may be made for use under the pennit and the association, 
orgainzation or group to which it is issued may make use of such fireworks 
under the tennS and conditions of the pennit. 

(b) A permit shall be obtained from the county fire marshall for 
the display or sale of any fireworks described in subsection (a) of s.

'!his being the time and place as advertised in the Monitor 
Newspaper on June 23, 1993, and June 30, 1993, for the Board of 
SUpervisors to conduct a public hearing for the purpose of acquainting the 
public with the technical aspects of the (MRF) component and how the 
component will comply with the requirements set forth in the Virginia

located approximately .2 of a mile east of the intersection of U. S. Route 
1 and Route 670 Jrnown as Tax Parcel 21-52. 

Mr. leonard Ponder, Director of Plarming, told the Board that 
Michael B. Mayes, owner of Tax Parcel 21-52, is now requesting a 
conditional use pennit for an aparbnent complex. He plans to construct 
one hundred twenty (120) units of market rate housing. The Plarming 
commission reconnnended at its June 9, 1993 meeting that C-93-4 be approved 
with the following conditions: 

1. A site plan shall be submitted showing erosion controls, 
grading and drainage plans. 

2. Prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy for phase 
II, a swllnming pool, clubhouse, and tennis courts will be operational. 

3. The driveway into development area shall be hard surface such 
as concrete or asphalt. 

4. Trash c1unp;ters shall be supplied on site to adequately se:rvice 
the aparbnent building and shall be enclosed with wooden fencing. 

5. The developer shall prese:rves as much existing vegetation as 
feasible in the construction of this project and shall submit a 
landscaping plan to the Planning Deparbnent. 

6. A lighting plan will be submitted which will strive to minimize 
the effects of all interior lighting upon adjacent property oWners.

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7. The number of three bedroom units will be limited to twenty 
(20) percent of the total. number of apartments in the complex, in an 
attempt to somewhat minimize the effect of the complex on Rt. 670 and the 
school system. 

8. The minimum setback from any property line will be thirty five 
(35) feet rather than twenty five (25) feet required in the Zoning 
Ordinance.

If any of the current 
vegetation is damaged. or destroyed the developer will construct a three 
foot berm with plantings on the berm to be approved by the Planning 
Department.

A use such as this would nonnally be considered for. an agricultural 
or industrial area. It is currently not permitted in M-1, M-2, A-2, or 
A-1 districts. The advantages of an agricultural area are fairly 
obvious. There would be less density in respect to population and 
building. Buffering could be more easily accomplished. A less dense 
population base would mean less traffic in the area.

Robert Ragsdale appeared before the Board with the following

2. Spike Wells brought to the attention of the Board the 
historical value of Dinwiddie Elementary School to the County. He 
expressed concern regarding the condition of the paint on the front of the 
building. Mr. Wells said he had been trying to get the repairs made for 
two years. 

Mr. Clay responded that he had spoken to Mr. Charlie Chambers and 
was told the painting at the Elementary Sdhool would be done after he 
finished at the Middle Sdhool. 

3. Anne Scarborough expressed the same sentiments regarding the 
condition of the Elementary Sdhool.

curtis Hoyle is requesting the vacating of South Avenue, a paper street 
in the Edge Hill Park SUbdivision, between lDts #45 and #46 of Block A; 
and lDts #1 and #24 of Block B. It is Mr. Hoyle's desire to obtain this 
additional land to buffer a proposed residential building constru.ction. 
Further, Mr. Hoyle desired to obtain all of the land constituting South 
Avenue through this vacation. 

To vacate a street is a rarity for the County and thus should be 
handled in a judicious manner. state legislation requires that in 
vacating streets, the abutting property owners are to be given fee slirple 
title to the centerline of the street being vacated. Staff reconnnends 
that this request be granted with the provision that each abutting 
property owner be given twenty-five (25) percent of the land constituting 
South Avenue. 

Mr. Knox stated that three People had contacted him - one in 
opposition, one in favor of the vacating, and one noncommittal. 

:Ms. I.eeNora Anne Jackson spoke in opposition to the vacating of the 
street. 

After a lengthy discussion the Board asked that Mr. Ponder get in 
touch with Mr. Hoyle to find out when he would be able to attend a 
meeting to discuss the issues involved in the hearing.

IN RE: RESOIIJTION -- FDREIGN TRADE ZONE AT RICHMOND 
INTERNATIONAL AIRroRI' 

The Interim County Administrator told the Board that the capital 
Region Airport connnission authorized the initiation of the process to 
apply for a federal grant of authority to establish a foreign trade zone 
(FTZ) at Richmond International Airport (RIC). A FTZ is any size area 
operated by aU. S. Deparbnent of Cormnerce sanctioned grantee, such as a 
port or airport authority, city or nonprofit organization, in which 
imported goods are protected from U. S. CUstoms Service duties and quotas 
while in the zone. Duties are paid only on the applicable portion of a 
product once it leaves the zone for domestic distribution. No duties are 
paid on materials ,which may be later exported or destroyed. 'Ihe zone 
requested would encompass the entire 2,400 acres of RIC. 

Foreign trade zones are intended to stimulate economic development 
in coimnUnities by providing businesses with facilities for conducting 
international trade activities. Their public purpose is to promote 
employment in the united states by encouraging activities which could 
otherwise be conducted outside this country. A finn would use a FTZ to 
maintain the cost competitiveness of their U. S. based operations as 
compared to their foreign-based competitors. FTZ status for a finn 
provides an opportunity to reduce certain operating costs associated with 
a u.s. location when operating from a foreign site. 

Today, there are over 400 zones and subzones in the United states. 
'Ihe zones generate nearly $250 billion in international trade annually and 
employ nearly a quarter million people. 

'Ihe development of a FTZ at the airport would complement the 
region's efforts for sustained economic growth as well as RIC's ongoing 
efforts to develop the Metropolitan Richmond Area as an air cargo center, 
thus opening up world-wide markets. The establishment of a zone would 
also facilitate the identification/approval of subzones which could be 
approved virtually anywhere in the region. 'Ihe effect of this is that 
your jurisdiction could entice a prospect needing a FTZ to your 
particular location and you will be in an ideal position to request 
sub-zone designation as part of the base FTZ. 

Paramount to the application itself is the economic justification 
and need for FTZ status at Richmond community. 'Ihe commission's staff 
is working with various area agencies to outline the economic strength of 
the region as required. We request that Dinwiddie County endorse the 
Commission's efforts to establish FTZ status at Richmond International 
Airport and to formally adopt a resolution in support of the FTZ. 

Ms. Wendy Weber recommended that the Board adopt the following 
resolution in support of the FTZ for the Richmond International Airport:

(VACO) 
could be a very potent instnnnent in organizing and publicizing their 
collective thrust to have the lottery profits returned to the local 
governmentS, whence derived, to compensate for all the new unfunded laws 
and mandates; VACO should be finn in its stand to have "all profits 
returned without strings." Local governments know best where monies are 
needed locally - Nor RICHMOND. 'Ihe point is not to start compromising and 
philosophizing before the foot is even in the door. Assembly· members who 
would be opposed, would be exposed and become very unpopular in their 
districts. . . 
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Mr. Sahl said somebody has to prod VAa:J. It might as well be 
Dinwiddie. He also volunteered to provide help as far as studies, 
position papers, and briefings. 

Some of the Board members felt the funds should be allocated 
according to need rather than "point of sale". However, all the members 
felt the lotteJ:Y funds should be returned to the counties.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of supervisors of 
Dinwiddie County, Virginia urges the legislature of Virginia to adopt 
legislation to return all lotteJ:Y profits to the local governments from 
whence derived, without strings attached; and 

BE IT FURrHER RESOLVED by the Board of sUpe1Visors of Dinwiddie 
county, Virginia that the Virginia Association of Counties is hereby 
requested to urge its member localities to support the return of the 
lottery profits in their 1994 legislative package. 

Mr. Moody stated he felt a fair distribution based on need would be 
more ideal. 

IN RE: ADELPHIA CABLE CDMMUNICATION 

Mr. illke Matthews, General Manager, appeared before the Board to 
request their authorization to grant a transfer of the cable TV franchise 
from Dinwiddie cable Partners to Adelphia. Adelphia is the managing 
partner and they are planning to purchase the cable system from 
Dinwiddie cable Pa.rtners. Mr. Matthews stated the new owner would be SVHH 
cable Acquisitions L.P. SVHH would own approxllna.tely 99 percent of the 
cable system but would continue to operate under the name of Adelphia 
cable communications. 

Mr. Joseph Price, Adelphia Virginia Regional Manager, stated 
there would some changes in the billing systems and there would also be 
more technical expertise available to the subscribers. He said Aldelphia 
is managing 37 cable systems. 

Mr. Haraway stated he had received a number of calls from some 
residents in the Sterling Road and Dinwiddie Gardens area who have had a 
decline in service. He said he had not received a complaint before the 
last three months. Mr. Matthews stated if a problem can't be handled 
locally, to call him. He did state that, hopefully, SVHH will have a 24 
hour a day call center. 

'!he Interim County Administrator clarified not having to do a 
background check on SVHH because ownership of SVHH is Adelphia and 
Adelphia and Dinwiddie cable are already operating under the Dinwiddie 
County Franchise. 

Upon motion of Ms. Everett, seconded by Mr. Bracey, Mr. Bracey, 
Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Ms. Everett, Mr. Clay voting "aye", the 
following resolution was adopted: 

Whereas by action of the Board of SUpe1Visors of Dinwiddie 
County, Virginia cable Partners, L. P. has been granted a franchise to 
operate a cable TV system in Dinwiddie County and use the public right

Whereas the Board of SUpe1Visors has considered such request and is 
agreeable to such transfer upon certain conditions.

That decision 
had the effect of invalidating the unit methods of determining railroad 
value which the Department reassessed railroad property using the "across 
the fence" method. statewide the net effect was a tremendous' increase in 
railroad taxes (primarily in highly urbanized areas). In certain 
localities, however, the application of the ATF method reduced assessment 
of railroad property. That was the case in Dinwiddie County. 

. Dinwiddie County received notice of the revised 1988 assessment 
from the Department of Taxation in August, 1991 and the County has made no 
refunds to the railroad to date. 

The refund due Norfolk and Western for 1988 is $27,214.93. The 
refund due Norfolk and Western for 1989 taxes is $26,349.00. Both of 
these refund figures are exclusive of interest allowed by statute. '

She 
asked Mr. campbell what standing VAo) was taking. VAo)' s reconnnendation 
is to increase the gas tax. 

Mr. HaraWay asked who their health insurance was through? Mr. 
campbell responded it was through Accorida IDeal Benefits Program in 
Indianapolis. 

The Interiln County Administrator stated Dinwiddie County has 
received a resolution from Halifax County requesting support to exempt 
tobacco and tobacco products from additional taxes by localities she asked 
what VAo)' s standing was on the issue. Mr. campbell stated they continue 
to support equal taxing power. 

The Interiln County Administrator told Mr. campbell that the Board 
felt 100% of the lottery profits should be returned to the localities. with 
no strings attached. She asked what VAO)'s feelings were regarding the 
lottery issue? Mr. campbell told the Board that VAo) still supported 
returning a portion of the lottery profits to each locality.

Dr. Thomas Gaul, School Board SUperintendent, stated in December 
of 1992, a request for proposal was distributed by the Dinwiddie County 
Public School Board in 'which they solicited competitive bids requesting a 
comprehensive space needs assessment and a long range plan to meet the 
system's needs for at least the next fifteen years. 

In Fehruary of 1993, a contract was negotiated with the finn of 
construction Control Corporation of Columbia, South carolina, Et. El. 

Work on the project commenced in March and culminated in June, 1993. 

After meeting with the various committees and inte:rviewing 
connnunity leaders, getting the results of the needs assessment survey, 
student enrollment history and projections through the year 2008, having 
an over-view of projected program changes and their potential iJnpact on 
facilities from the Federal, State, and Local levels, and the facilities 
over-view the following recorrnnendations were made: 

1. Build a new High School with a student capacity of 1,200 and a 
core of 1,500 

2. Move Middle School into existing High School - no classroom 
expansion, only expand cafeteria/kitchen. Renovate High School for Middle 
School use. 

3. Existing Middle School to be used for adult vocational, 
altemati ve learning, recreation, administration, lab school, social 
se:rvices, etc. 

4. Build a new Elementary School in the Midway District with a 
core capacity of 500 students. 

5. Renovate and expand Rohoic to meet current and future needs. 

6. Renovate Sunnyside to meet current and future needs and add 
small addition. 

7. Renovate Dinwiddie and Southside Elementary to meet current 
and future needs. Make both facilities JK-5. 

8. Close Midway or use as connmmity Center. 

9. Northside to remain closed. 

10. Eastside to remain closed. 

11. McKenney to remain closed. 

Top priority must be given to the present overcrowding in the 
Rohoic and Midway Districts. Future enrollment increases at these 
locations demand that innnediate action be taken at these two schools to 
resolve enrollment pressure. 

Enrollment projections at the Middle and High Schools indicate 
severe classroom needs in less than two years. 

~L 
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Preserit facilities are crowded and operating at capacity and the 
educational environment is suffering due to these cramped conditions. 

Present facilities are not properly meeting the existing program 
needs at the High School and Middle School. 

In Dinwiddie Elementary, Midway, Dinwiddie High School, and the 
Middle School, the environmental conditions, life safety issues and 
technology needs warrant classifying these schools as priorities. These 
schools have space utilization deficiencies, accessibility problems and 
program deficiencies that should not be neglected for five to ten years. 

The cost for the complete program as recormnended by the Assessment 
Study is $33,170,345. 

Dr. Gaul stated he knew this was beyond reach and the committee 
met and the recommendation were: 

1. Build a new High School 

2. Renovate the High School for Middle School Students 

3. Build new Midway Elementary School 

4. Relocate modulars to Rohoic and compliance 

5. Renovate Dinwiddie Elementary 

6. Southside compliance 

7. Sunnyside compliance

He stated the average tax rate increase based on the current 
assessment to cover the costs over the next ten (10) years is $.07. 

Dr. Gaul summarized by stating the decisions reached by policy 
makers should reflect the desires of the majority of their constituency 
and be based on what will provide for economic growth in the county and 
how much they wish to invest in the future of their youth. He said this 
was a very brief synopsis of the assessment needs study and if anyone 
wished to take a look at the complete study it would be in the School 
Board Office. 

Ms. Everett asked what kind of a time table they were working on? 
Dr. Gaul responded it tracked the funding graph with completion of all 
projects by 1998. 

Mr. Moody stated the debt service will be continuing due to buses 
and other requirements and it will not be disappearing altogether. Mr. 
Hubbard stated that is correct. 

Mr. Haraway stated he was concerned about the closing of Midway. 
He said the study of 1988 or 1989 showed that it was structurally sound 
and it would seem to be more economical to renovate. Dr. Gaul said that 
cost wise it was more economical to build than to renovate because of the 
code compliance. He stated the cost of a new building is two-thirds of 
what it would be to renovate. 

Mr. Bracey asked what property would be used to build the new 
Midway School. Dr. Gaul responded it would be constructed behind the 
existing building or it could be built,at the Northside Elementary site. 

Mr. Bracey questioned using the closed schools. Dr. Gaul said 
it would be cost prohibited to bring them up to code compliance. 

Mr. Haraway said there have been some differences in opinion about 
Northside, Eastside and McKenney Elementary but studies have shown 
that these schools were cheaply built and are not worth repairing. 
However, bear in mind Midway was not included. 

Ms. Everett expressed concern regarding the air conditioning at 
Dinwiddie Elementary not being included in the over-all cost. Dr. Gaul 
stated they would try to take care of the older facilities in the existing 
budget. 

Mr. Clay stated he agreed with Mr. Haraway and would like to see 
some renovations if possible. He said taxes are already too high in 
Dinwiddie County. 

Mr. Haraway asked if the boundary lines were not moved why 
enlarge Midway instead of Rohoic. Dr. Gaul stated Rohoic is in a 
growth area near the airport and it was not in an area as secluded as 
Midway which is better for a school. 

Mr. Bracey expressed concern about the air condition for the 
elementary schools. Mr. Hutchinson stated with the new technology the air 
conditioning problems can be rectified. 

Mr. Clay thanked everyone for the presentation and stated he felt 
the public should have input at some point after the entire capital 
project has been put together. 

Ms. Wendy Weber Ralph, Interim County Administrator, stated the two 
boards should set a time frame for future meetings and schedule public 
meetings on capital projects programs for the county. 

Mr. Haraway asked the school board' to list the other capital 
items they are looking at over the next five years.

C Mr. Clay asked the County Attorney if the conditional use permit 
goes with the land? Mr. Demiel Siegel, County Attorney, responded yes. 

Mr. Wayne Knox, Zoning Administrator, stated the use in question is 
currently allowed in the A-2 zoning district with a conditional use 
permit. The importance of a conditional use permit is to protect adjacent 
property owners from any envirorunental issues as well as to impose 
conditions that will seIVe to protect the County if future uses such as 
these should appear. 

The County Planning cormnission, at a special meeting,. held on 
September 29, 1993 voted 5-2 to recommend approval of the conditional use 
permit with the following conditions: 

1. Before any construction can begin a 
submitted to the Planning Deparbnent for approval.

12. A secondary lagoon or a two (2) stage lagoon is to be part of 
the plan for flushing houses and land application shall come from this 
secondary lagoon. 
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Kay winn said that this conditional use permit was to expand 
their existing family hog fann operation, not a corporate hog farm. She 
explained the reason for the expansion was that it was the only way for 
their fann to pay. On the overhead projector she displayed the disclosure 
fonns which revealed the owners of the property as Alton G. Winn, her 
father-in-law, and her husband, Edward M. Winne Ms. winn was listed 
as the lessee for tract 51, the woodland tract. All tracts shown were 
identical with no corporate ownership or conflict of interest with any 
board member or planning commission member. She said there were no other 
owners involved. She pointed to the radius map which showed the location 
of the fann in relationship to surrounding properties and residences. She 
stated that the property contains approximately 260 acres and that the 
winns had lived on the property for 134 years. 

She then displayed an aerial photograph of the property which 
showed the location of the fann and existing buildings and operation. Ms. 
winn stated roughly eight to ten acres will be required for the entire 
production of 600 sows. She said there might be more hogs but the 
operation will be run more efficiently than before. She stated the EPA is 
looking into some ways to eliminate the odor from the lagoons entirely or 
near to it as possible. She said the operation will be run with eight 
buildings; office building, breeding and gestation facility, farrowing 
house and nurse:ry, and five finishing houses. She said she chose the spot 
because everything in the prevailing wind patterns is timber, fields, and 
not expected to blow directly to homes. She said she would not lie and 
say you would not smell it, but when you live in the count:ry sometimes you 
smell things. Ms. winn stated in eight years she had received one 
COlTplaint about the odor and that was one of those "Bennuda High" days and 
there was nothing that could be done about it. She explained that at the 
present time a house sits over a pit which is full of waste, manure etc. 
She said that this house has a ve:ry small storage capacity conpared to the 
lagoons they already have or plan to build. They presently have 2 
lagoons. She also said in the pit the waste is ve:ry thick and strong. 
She said that it has not been broken down or digested. She said the 
manure that goes into the lagoons goes through a digestion or bacterial 
decay process where the manure is broken down and is thin, ve:ry much like 
muddy water. She said in the summer the pit has to be purrped more often 
because the pits fill up faster. She said she did not want it to run 
over, so it is pumped out with a septic tank wagon and applied on the 
fields. Normally if it is reasonable, it is put down right before a rain. 
She stated that she had tried to be a good neighbor to the citizens of 
Dinwiddie county. 

Ms. winn told the Board she had checked the aquifers' flow and in 
this area it flows west to east which means that stony Springs is not 
downstream from the fann. Also 30,000 gallons of water per day per 24 
hour period with a 20% safety factor built in, can be safely drawn out for 
fann use. According to the State Water control Board an average of 1.5 
billion gallons of water is produced per square mile in this area. 

'!he traffic should not be a problem Ms. winn stated because 
presently they receive an average of one truckload of inputs per week, and 
sell an average of 1.5 times per week. This traffic load equals ten 
trucks per four-week cycle. So instead of pick-up loads there will be 
semitruck loads which would be an additional five or six trucks per cycle. 

Ms. winn discussed the reassessment and the value of land in the 
area which she said assessed her property higher than the surrounding 
property. She stated that staying at the present size is not viable 
because they can't compete. 

Ms. winn stated she and Mike had accepted all the Planning 
Conunission conditions and the only problem they had was with the five year 
renewal clause. She said they had asked repeatedly that it be changed. 
Ms. Winn stressed that this permit was for 5 years. She said if they 
messed up the permit could be voided at any time. 

Ms. winn asked if the Board had any more conditions they would 
like to see. The Board members indicated they did not.

5. Maiy Coghill stated they left Chesterfield because of rules 
and' regulations - supported. . 

6. Mary Dunn Conover spoke in support of the'pennit. 
7. louis Clay stated he has a family owned fann and supported the 

pennit. 
8. John Frazier - stated he neither supported or opposed the 

conditional use pennit, that it was a matter of perception. 
9. Chip Bain ....; presented the Board with petitions with 607 names 

who were opposed, he stated the biggest problem was the smell. He also 
stated the waste will enter the water system and spill into wells in the 
area.

11. Dewey Harrison - opposed - He asked if the county would be 
setting a precedent if the conditional use pennit is approved?

IN RE: PUBLIC HEARING -- C-93-5 -- E.M. & N.C. WINN CONTINUED 

Mr. Haraway stated he had some Concerns. The number of hogs has 
startled residents in the courthouse area. He said he had received 
numerous phone calls citing potential problems with odor, environmental 
issues, and the decrease in property value. We have an excellent Planning 
Cormnission, he said, but he would have difficulty supporting this request. 

Ms. Everett staten she had two calls in support of the pennit and 
many in opposition. She stated the density of people and property values 
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were major concerns. Ms. Everett said she visited the North carolina hog 
fann and a resident told her she wouldn/t want to see it in Dinwiddie 
County. Property values have decreased there. She stated it was, a 
difficult decision but she was concerned about the future of the County 
and of setting a precedent for commercial hog operations. 

Mr. Bracey stated he thought a lot of the Winns and he was 
pondering the issues and how he will vote. He said he had received more 
phone calls in opposition than ones supporting the conditional use 
pennit. He stated he never had an idea that it would grow to be such a 
large issue. 

Mr. Moody stated that he did not· think they would be setting a 
precedence because they were only looking at this property. Any other 
application would have to rest on its own merit. He stated if the Board 
does not allow this family to expand it would not allow it to exist. He 
stated he could make an analogy as far as odor was concerned; it is like 
comparing an out house to a septic system. Technology is much better 
today. He stated he felt the Planning commission had done their homework 
and the Board should go along with their recorrrrnendation to insure that the 
number one industry will continue to prosper. 

Mr. Clay stated he was concerned about the rights of individuals. 
He said knew the odor was not always good in the country but he had lived 
on a fann all his life. He stated he hated to vote against what 200 
people are opposed to; but he felt just as many spoke in support of the 
permit as the ones who were opposed. 

Mr. Bracey stated he hoped that friends and neighbors could go 
back to being neighbors when this was allover. 

Mr. Moody made a motion that C-93-5 be approved with the conditions 
as stated.

Woo for a conditional use pennit to expand their existing hog fann 
located on Tax Parcels 58-45 and 58-51 which is situated at the 
intersection of wirmwood lane and Hardiways Mill Road, was denied. 

IN RE: REVIEW OF STREEI'LIGHl' roLICY 

The Interim County Administrator stated that as they requested the 
streetlight policy was placed on the agenda for discussion. She informed 
the Board that the policy the Board adopted on November 7, 1990 which was, 
"the Board established. a policy for streetlights that within three (3) 
years, the County will, phase" out payment of bills for existing 
streetlights, not including fire departments and the rescue squad and 
other government locations now being paid for. Ms. Ralph explained that 
the County needs to have direction on how the Board wanted the phase out 
to be handled. Ms. Ralph stated that infonnation had been presented to 
them previously concerning the funding alternatives for streetlights in 
the County which are establishing service districts or a homeowner's 
association. . 

The Interim County Administrator said she had met with Virginia 
Power Representatives and they had providect infonnation on the location of 
the existing streetlights should the Board want to pursue the 
designation of service districts. An ordinance is required delineating 
the physical boundaries, of the individual districts to allow the County to 
assess a yearly tax on the residents for maintenance and monthly bills. 

The Interim County Administrator stated an option available to 
Virginia Power now is the ability to deal with Homeowner Associations for 
providing streetlights and billing for payment for the services. This 
would be a viable alternative for new subdivisions when the streetlights 
are taken over from the developer. ' Ms. Ralph told the 'Board that 
representatives from virginia Power were present if they had any questions 
they wished to ask. " , 

The following persons' spoke on the streetlight issue: 

1. carl, Marple stated he was opposed to discontinuing 
streetlight funding because of the question of safety. 

2. Anrie Scarborough stated she had lived with and without 
streetlights and that it was a matter ot the budget; all the citizens 
needed to' be treated equally and she favored discontinuing the funding.' 

3: Ronald catron stated he felt he was paying for streetlights 
with the taxes he paid and felt the Board should reconsider the policy. 

4. Ocille Beville spoke in support of funding streetlights. 
5. Barbara Eubank stated the Rohoic Fanus civic Associ,ation 

opposes the Policy adopted by Board. 
6. Reverend Peter Jeffrey representing the residents of West 

Petersburg, 'stated they oppose the policy. , He stated' taxation will fall 
on people who are the least able to afford it. The crime would greatly 
increase if there were no streetlights and the County would have the 
expense of increasing police protection. , 

, 7. James Jones stated streetlights are greatly needed in West 
Petersburg . 

8. Sallie Wallace stated she couldn't conceive of the idea to 
discontinue streetlights and asked the Board to rescind the policy. ' 
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9. otis Henshaw told the Board it was a Federal law that the 
counties or cities have to pay for streetlights. 

10. MaIgie Ingram asked the Board when the Da:tvills area was going 
to get something? She stated she had to pay for her own and she felt the 
rest of the citizens should have to do the same. 

11. Robinette Nicholas stated she had two small children and lived 
in West Petersburg and they needed streetlights. 

13. James McKenzie stated he lived in Stony Springs Subdivision 
and he was against cutting out lights. 

14. Robert stiff stated that it was a matter of safety and he paid 
taxes for services he did not receive while he was in the service. He felt 
the Board should rescind policy. 

Mr. Haraway stated that the land where the streetlights are 
located has a higher assessment which pays for streetlights. Also, 
there would be an increase in crime if the streetlights are 
discontinued. He stated he felt the policy should be repealed. 

Ms. Everett stated Neighborhood Watch Associations had been 
established for prevention of crimes and according to experience I lights 
were the greatest detennent of crimes. She read a portion of the letter 
from Donald C. Tomczak, Jr. of Virginia Power where he stated, "most 
governmental entities that he was familiar with provide outdoor lighting 
where there is a necessity realizing that the benefits of lighting far 
outweigh the costs. Your Board may wish to poll their constituents on 
their feelings as to the benefits of lighting and consider extending the 
November 7, 1993 deadline to explore their options. The consequences of 
removing the lighting includes the potential for decreased personal 
safety, i. e., increased vehicle accidents, assaults f etc., and an increase 
in crimes against property. I would reconnnend that you have your County 
Attorney investigate any potential additional liability or legal 
ramifications that may be placed on the County with the removal of the 
lighting. Vi She urged. the Board to repeal the November 7, 1990 policy. 

Mr. Bracey stated that the representation of a rural area is 
different than the representation in the northern area. Even though he had 
some lights in stony Springs the majority of his area paid for their 
lights if they wanted them. He said that lights became a part of the 
budget cuts. He stated he paid for his lights. He said the County is 
different than it was thirty years ago and he felt service districts 
should be established. He asked the Board to establish service districts 
and be fair to all. 

Mr. Moody stated he realized the northern end pays higher taxes 
through higher property values and he had not seen any studies done but do 
they require more services? He said Prince George and Chesterfield are 
the only counties in the whole area who pay for streetlights. The other 
ten or twelve counties do not fund streetlights. He said he did not 
want to discontinue lights to the people; he just wanted to be fair to 
everyone. 

Mr. Clay stated he happened to be in a good spot; he had some of 
both in his district, the Town of McKenny and rural areas. He said he 
hated to see anyone lose their lights but a lot of people pay for their 
own lights. He stated the utility tax was on everyone's bill. He stated 
he would be willing to go along with some idea on funding, like service 
districts and go ahead with the payment of lights. He said he was 
concerned with the others which would not be grandfathered. He said some 
service districts or something needed to be established to help pay for 
the lights.

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Mr. Gross stated C&P sometimes makes internal errors, which causes 
a mix-up in the system. 

'!here are also times when the infonnation on the customer is 
incorrect. All of these can cause problems with the E911 system. 

Mr. Gross told the Board on November 11, there will be a download 
of 2300 numbers to Dinwiddie for verification, from the data base in 
Washington, D. Co 

Mr. Wayne Knox, Zoning Administrator, stated he .did not receive a 
list of affinnations in Juneo He said he received a list in May which had 
been sent to Riclnnond and Washington, D. C. 

Mr. Maj or stated he would like to know the phone numbers of the 
persons who are not showing up on the E911 system to see if there is some 
pattern developing. 

Mr. Gross asked Mr. Knox if he he remembered at the July 29 meeting 
about the problem with splitting out the different post office addresses 
out of Dinwiddie 0 Mr. Knox responded he understood that the issue had 
been up-in-the-air and that it wasn't a problem.

IN RE: DINWIDDIE aJUNTY COMPREHENSIVE SERVICES TEAM REPORl' 

Mso Troilen Seward, Ms. Peggy McElveen, and Ms. Mary Williams, 
representatives for the Dinwiddie County Policy and Management Team, 
appeared before the Board to give the first quarter financial and progress 
report for the implementation of the Comprehensive services Act for 
At-Risk Youth and Families 0 

Ms 0 Seward stated last year, the General Assembly voted 
unanimously to enact the comprehensive services Act for At-Risk Youth and 
Families. Virginia is the first state to enact legislation of this kind. 

'!he Act targets emotionally and/or behaviorally disturbed children 
who are in, or at-risk of, going into out-of-home placement and their 
families. 

Ms. Seward said at the present time the county now has to deny 
targeted area children to serve the mandated area children and we are not 
serving other eligible area children at all; there are no funds 
available. When a child moves into a locality the funds do not follow 
that child and this is a problem. 

Ms. McElveen reported that one-fourth of the $316,982 allocated has 
been spent in July and August during the no-school months, when school 
expenditures are lower. She stated they were meeting with Judge Hmne to 
discuss the financial situation. 

Mr. Haraway asked if Dinwiddie County was running higher than 
other localities. Ms. McElveen stated no, we are lower. 

Ms • McElveen stated legislation needs to be passed to allow funds 
to follow the child.

Department of Social Services have reviewed the lDng-Tenn Care draft 
report as well as preliminary infonnation regarding the study. We 
strongly support the effort to study and assess the needs of the aging and 
disabled population in Virginia. We recognize the increasing service 
needs for this population. 

After a careful review of the various findings of the study, we 
have serious concerns and specific opposition to proceeding as outlined in 
the draft report. '!here are many unanswered questions regarding funding, 
access of services, impact on local governments, and coordination with 
state and Federal mandates. Ms • McElveen stated a letter has been sent 
to the Office on lDng-Tenn Care Council urging them to study the matter 
further and letting them }mow the proposed date of October 1994, is 
premature and unrealistic.

Ms. McElveen told the Board that our delegate, Jay 
DeBoer is a member of the Joint commission on Health care and has been 
active in supporting these proposals 0

WHEREAS, long Tenn care and Aging Services provided to the citizens 
of Dinwiddie County and the Commonwealth of Virginia are critical to the 
well being of the population to insure a certain quality of life; and 

WHEREAS, the Virginia General Assembly has instructed the Secretary 
of the Commonwealth to appoint a long Tenn care Task Force to restructure 
Virginiaus current long tenn care delivery system; and 

WHEREAS, the Task Force has prepared a document with modifications 
to the long tenn care and aging delivery system which may be premature in 
light of the time frames from completion of the document and the 
discussions by the Federal Government regarding the national heal thcare 
system: and 

WHEREAS, those modifications could have significant :iJnpact on the 
delivery of services and negative fiscal :iJnpacts on local governing 
bodies, as well as adversely affecting the citizens; and 

WHEREAS, there has been presented no compelling evidence that the 
provisions of the current system of care does not work, nor has there been 
a cost ilnpact analysis or pilot programs to detennrne the efficiency, 
effectiveness or benefits of the proposed plan; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed plan would shift responsibility for aging and 
long tenn care services to the local government , resulting in the need to 
develop new administrative procedures and creation of a new funding 
mandate, requiring additional local funding. 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Dinwiddie County Board of 
SUpervisors does hereby express its deep concern with the proposals of the 
long Tenn care and Aging Task Force and asks the Administration to delay 
implementation of this proposal pending further study, specifically 
evaluating the cost effectiveness and ilnpact of the proposed changes on 
the local governing body and their citizenry. 

IN RE: DISCUSSION OF CO-COMPOSTING FEES 

'Ihe Interim County Administrator stated that at the last meeting 
there was a brief discussion concerning a more equitable way of assessing 
charges for disposal of items other than household waste at the County's 
co-composting facility. Ms. Ralph said after meeting with representatives 
from Virginia Bio-Fuels, and Mr. Denny King, Director of Waste Management, 
their recommendations were: 

1. Shingles - a fee shall be attached when the building pennit is 
issued -- this will allow the individual or contractor to be able to 
dispose of the shingles at the landfill at no charge. '!he disposal will 
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then be charged to-the county at $55/ton.- If they -do not have -a building 
permit, they have to pay at the laJ)dfill. '!he Fee could be $35/load as has 
been in the past or some percentage of' the total job cost - usually 
$200-$300. 

2. Any items containing Freon - AC, refrigerators, freezers, etc. -
Either every individual pays $15/item or county pays all that come in at 
$15/item--- We recommend county pay so items will not wind up in woods. 

3. White goods - hot water heaters, stoves, washers, dryers - All 
items go over scales - county pays all at $29.50/ton. 

4. '!he _ only area in question was a provision for Fann waste since fann 
building renovation/construction does not require a building permit. What 
to charge if anything? OUr recommendation would be to assess a charge for 
disposal of items, Le. shingles, at the same $35 charge as would be 
assessed on a building permit to be paid at the scale house by the fanner. 

After much disc1ission about various methods of assessing charges 
for disposal of shingles, either by weight, job cost, load, or square 
feet; Mr. Haraway recommended that anyone wishing to make a 
recommendation, do so in writing to the Interim County Administrator. '!he 
Board instructed the Interim County Administrator to place. the issue on 
the agenda for the November 17, 1993 meeting. 

IN RE: APIDlN'IMENTS 

'!he Board postponed the appoinbnents until the November 17, 1993 
meeting. 

IN RE: IDSITION ANNOUNCEMENT -- COUNTY ALMINISTRA'IOR 

Mr. Clay stated that as all of you know, the Board has been 
involved in the search process for a new County Administrator since June 
of this year. We adve~ised locally, on a regional level and on a 
national level and received over 100 applications. We were very fortunate 
to obtain the services of Mr. Don Lacy, Extension Specialist with the 
Virginia Tech Extension service, to assist in the review and screening of 
the applications. out of these applications, we selected six applicants 
to interview. We feel good about the process we followed and that the 
decision we made is the best one for Dinwiddie County. 

Mr 0 Clay stated at this time, he would like to introduce Mr. 
Charles W. Burgess, Jr., our new County Administrator. Mr. Burgess comes 
to us from Fluvanna County where he, has served as County Administrator 
since 1989. Prior to that he served as zoning Administrator for Albemarle 
County from 1986-1989 and Senior zoning Inspector from 1978-1986 in the 
City of Hampton. He is a graduat~ of Hampden-Sydney College, where he 
received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Economics. 

Mr. Clay said Mr. Burgess plans to join us around the first 'of 
December at an annual salary of $55,000. 

Mr. Charles Burgess, Jr., expressed his appreciation to the Board 
aiId thanked them for ,the opportunity of working in the County. He stated 
he was looking forward to working with the Board, citizens and staff. He 
said he was very anxious to get here and December 1st would not get here 
quick enough for him. 

Mr. Clay stated the Board was looking forward to Mr. Burgess coming 
and joining our team in Dinwiddie. 

_ Ms. Wendy Weber Ralph, Interim County Administrator, stated she 
would also like to welcome Mr. Burgess and let him know we are looking 
forward to working with him. Ms. Ralph stated she had encouraged the 
staff to give their total support to his selection. She thanked the 
citizens and staff who have expressed their support for her during the 
interim period. Ms. Ralph stated the staff here was the best that could 
be found anywhere and she appreciated their hard work and dedication. Ms. 
Ralph stated after carefully evaulating all the factors involved she had 
made the decision that at this time, she could best serve Dinwiddie 

. County, and the needs of her family, in the position of Assistant County 
, Administrator. She stated she appreciated the Board I S consideration and 
support during this period of time. Ms. Ralph also commended the Board on 
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the process they followed and their selection in finding the best person 
for the County. 

Mr. Clay stated Ms. Ralph had done a great job during the interim 
period.

1. The Interim County Administrator stated Mr. Wayne Knox, Zoning 
Administrator, has been in contact with Mr. CUrtis Hoyle on the vacation 
of South Avenue, a paper street in Edge Hill Park, for which we held a 
public hearing on May 6, 1993. The Board requested at the public hearing 
that Mr. Hoyle be present, but he seems to be having a problem with that. 
Ms. Ralph stated he is asking that his agent be allowed to represent him. 
The Board agreed to allow his agent to represent him. The Interim County 
Administrator was instructed to contact the adjacent property owners again.

2. Ms. Forrest· stated that the work on Dunean Road may be delayed 
or abandoned . completely due ~-.to the civil War historical iInportance and 
cost. An archaeological review is being required of three major civil war 
locations: a field hospital, next to Rt. 1 under the mobile home park, 
Tudor Hall, and a cannon emplacement in the open field at the end of the 
project ... Some VCU students are doing the archaeological review which 
could take up to seven months at a cost of $50,000 to $100,000 per site. 
The Department of Interior has identified some Civil War Battlefields and 
thirty are listed as top priority for total preservation and Duncan Road 
may be one of those. The Board expressed concern about not allowing the 
archaeological review to deplete funds needed for road construction 
elsewhere. Also there is traffic congestion already and more upcoming from 
the Rohoic Aparbnent project and the Pamplin Park construction. The Board 
requested Ms. Forrest send them a copy of the Department of Interior 
report and investigate other options which may be available for [)mean 
Road. 

The Board had the following comments and requests: 

1. Mr~ Bracey stated on Rt. 619 limbs were left in the ditch 
line and driveways were eroding and nothing has been done about the 
situation.

SOUTH AVENUE 

At the August 4, 1993 Board of ·'·SUpervisors meeting public hearing 
SV-93-1 was continued until such time that Mr. curtis Hoyle or a 
representative could be present to discuss the vacation of South Avenue, a 
paper street in the Edge Hill Park Subdivision, between lots #45 and #46 
of Block Ai and lots #1 and #24 of Block B. 

Mr. Wayne Knox, zoning Administrator, stated Mr. Hoyle is 
requesting the entire 140 I which would be the total footage if the road is 
vacated. Mr. Knox stated that Mr. Roy Moneymaker was present to represent 
Mr. Hoyle, the property owner. 

Mr. Roy Moneymaker told the Board Mr. Hoyle was requesting the 
vacating of South Avenue so that he would be able to build two houses on 
lots 44 and 45. 

The following persons spoke in opposition to the request. 

1. Mrs. leeNora Aru1e Jackson, 347 Old Sage Road, Petersburg, 
stated that she owned lots 1, 2, 3, and 4 on West Drive and 21, 22, 23, 
and 24 on lee Boulevard. lots 1 and 24 border South Avenue. She stated 
when this vacating was first requested Mr. Hoyle was only going to build 
one house and. now he wanted to build two. Ms. Jackson stated Mr. Hoyle 
doesn't live in Dinwiddie and his only interest was to make a profit.

Mr. Bruce Archer stated the 1993 Pierce Dash Pumper was involved in 
an accident on August 29, 1993 while on a house fire call in West 
Petersburg. '!he Unit Was parked on the street and a fireman went to the 
rear of the residence to investigate. Meanwhile, three of· the men got out 
of the unit and raised the side comparbnent doors and corrrrnenced to remove 
the equipment needed to fight the fire. '!he person at the rear of the 
residence asked to have. the ptnnper backed into the driveway so the hose on 
the truck would reach the rear of the house. Mr. Archer stated the driver 
backed the truck into the driveway and the doors were sheared off on a 
tree in the driveway. 

Ms. Everett stated it was very distressful to think that this piece 
of equipment was purchased with tax payers' dollars, and it appeared that 
this accident was a result of sheer carelessness. 

Mr. Archer stated that an investigation was conducted and it 
appeared that the senior officer on duty that day appeared to be suffering 
from post traumatic stress from a prior fire in the same area and he 
didn't realize what he was doing when he lifted the doors on the unit. 

Mr. Haraway asked if there were any wanling lights on the 
instnnnent panel in the cab when the doors are open. Mr. Archer stated 
that there are, and he didn't know whi the operator of the truck didn't 
see them. 

Mr. Archer stated it would be an extra burden on the fire 
deparbnent to pay the $2 ,000 deductible due to the need to replace twenty 
air packs which are used to fight structure fires. '!he cost to replace the 
air packs is approximately $800 each and that is for replacement of parts 
only. 

Ms. Everett stated she didn't know how the rest of the Board felt 
but that she felt the firemen should pay the $2,000 deductible because she 
felt it was carelessness and they needed to realize the value of the 
equipment.

4. Ruby Hall, SUtherland Road, Rt. 623, wants lines put back on 
the road due to boat traffic. Also, Rt. 611 from Rt. 708 to Rt. 623 
needs to be widened. 

623, stated the lines 
on Rt. 623 needs to be restored. 

6. Mickey Poe, Rt. 675, stated there are two dangerous curves 
on the road, one-fourth of a mile south of the horse fann, which needs to 
be straightened. He told the Board there have been several times when 
school buses and cars have been forced off the road. He stated there is a 
"School Bus stop Ahead" sign up, but it doesn't help. He stated if the 
road can't be straightened then the curve needs to be cut down and banked, 
and the speed limit reduced to 35 MPH. . 

7. Franklin Zitta, Mertan Lane, asked that Blue Tartane Road be 
put into the six year plan to be completed to Duncan Road. He stated 
there is a landowner who will donate the land for the extension.

2. Upon assessment' of information requested, the County Administration 
shall communicate with the County department responsible for the 
fulfillment of such request in an effort to detennine the actual staff 
tin~ to be allocated for completion of the requested information. 

3. Once the allocation of staff time has been detennined by the County 
deparbnent, in conjunction with the County Administration, the staff 
allocation time shall be computed into an hourly rate for service based on 
the hourly rate for the staff person or persons involved. '!his charge 
shall be approved by the County Administration. 

4. Once the staff allocation time has been detennined and approved, 
the FOIA requesting party shall be advised by the County Administration 
of the cost associated with staff time preparation of information. '!his 
cost is in addition to the ten (10) cents per page charge for reproduction 
of County documents. 
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5. '!he FOIA requesting party shall be notified of the associated 
cost within the five (5) day guideline requirement as provided by the 
state Code of Virginia regulations which govern the Virginia Freedom of 
Information Act. .

Dr. "~Ga:lu stated everyone is concerned that federal programs like 
Head start may. entangle us in red tape and end up costing us lots of local 
money 0 He stated that regardless of when and where federal money is 
cut, we will cut services. 

Dr. Gaul asked the Board to accept the funds for the Head start 
Program. 

The Board asked several questions concerning the present Junior 
Kindergarten program, the local match required, and the space needed for 
the program. 

Dr 0 Gaul responded that the Junior Kindergarten would not _ decrease 
as a result of the Head start program. '!here is a 20% county match which 
would be done as an in..;.kind match (time Ms. Mcleod spends on program, the 
use of county buses, etc .. ). AME Zion has 3 classrooms to rent at a 
reasonable cost for this program. 

Upon motion of Mr. Haraway ,seconded by Mr. Clay, Mr. Moody, Mr. 
Clay, Mr. Bracey, Mr. Haraway, Ms. Everett, voting "aye", the School 
Board was authorized to accept the Head start Program Funds of $273,000. 

Mr. Bracey stated that when the Federal Funds are cut, the County 
will not provide local funds to continue the Head start Program. He also 
stated he was concerned about the $20,000 in-kind match.

Ms. Diane Galbreath, Office on Youth and Corrununity Services, stated 
the budget submitted by Governor Wilder on December 20th did not include 
funding for the Delinquency Prevention and Youth Development Act grant. 
'!his was a cut made by the Director of the Deparbnent of Youth and Family 
services (source of grant) when state deparbnents were asked to make major 
budget cuts 0 This removal from the state budget threatens the existence 
of 50 Offices on Youth across Virginia. 

Although Youth Connnissions and citizens are making a concerted 
effort to encourage the reinstatement of these funds, we hope that our 
Board of supervisors will show their support for the prevention work that 
has been done in Dinwiddie County by adopting the enclosed resolution. 
Ms. Galbreath asked that the Resolution be sent to Governor Allen, the 
Secretary of Public safety and the legislators which serve Dinwiddie 
County. 

Youth crime is an increasing public concern. without adequate 
funding of prevention, the cost of intervention and treabnent will 
continue to skyrocket. Prevention programs need to be strengthened, not 
eliminated. 

Ms 0 Galbreath stated she hoped the Board agreed that the money 
spent for the services of the Youth Connnission and the Office on Youth has 
been well spent. She stated that they have used very limited fiscal 
resources coupled with the human energy of hundreds of Dinwiddie 
citizens- to provide creative prevention programs since 1982. She 
requested the Board adopt the resolution.-,

IN RE: AUDIT REPORT -- FY 1992-93 

Mr. Spencer Elmore, Certified Public Accountant, Robinson, Fanner, 
Cox, Associates, appeared before the Board to give the Fy 1992-93 audit 
report. He stated he had both an unusual and good report. The county 
experienced an increase in taxable property values of a little more than 
33 percent, approximately $178 million, in the last fiscal year. This was 
due to the reassessments last year. . 

Of the $178 million, real estate went up by almost $153 million and 
public service corporation properties went up by about $20 million. He 
stated the machinery and tools had an increase growth rate of 
approximately $4 million. Personal property rates also had a 4 percent 
increase. Mr. Elmore said the tax collection rate was 95 percent and the 
current collection rate plus the delinquent rate was 98 percent. The tax 
delinquent rate went down in the last fiscal year to 8.9 percent of the 
total tax levy. 

Mr. Elmore cautioned the county regarding the per capita debt, 
which he stated had grown to about $541 per capita. 

. Mr. Elmore stated the revenues exceeded the total expenditures by 
$1. 2 million. He attributed the $1 million surplus to thrifty spending 
habits of departments and strict management policies. He praised the 
county for overall good money management. 
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Mr. Haraway stated he was somewhat surprised that the report was 
issued with the qualified opinion and he asked Mr. Elmore to address the 
issue. Mr. Elmore stated the report has always been issued with a 
qualified opinion on the lack of a general fixed asset account group. He 
stated the state does not require local goverrnnents to maintain a general 
fixed asset account group. Mr. Haraway stated he was of the opinion that 
the report last year did not have this qualified opinion on it. The 
Assistant County Administrator stated that the statement was on the report 
but it did not have the word "qualified" on it. Mr. Elmore stated it 
was a qualification of the audit report under the auditing standards, they 
are required to report that now. Mr. Haraway stated his concern was 
that it would cost the county more for long term financing by having the 
word qualified in the report. Mr. Elmore stated he would be extremely 
surprised if that connnent had any impact on interest rate on bonds. On a 
county like Dinwiddie, if it were to seek a bond rating, in all 
probability it would get an "Ali rating, Mr. Elmore stated. 

Mr.. Haraway stated he was also concerned about the lateness of 
the audit report. He asked if it was because of something the county was 
doing. Mr. Elmore stated his company did all the field work at all the 
localities first and then all the reports were done once this process was 
corcpleted. 

Mr. Haraway asked if it was a practice with Mr. Elmore's finn not 
to issue a management letter? Mr. Elmore responded they do issue 
management letters nonnally. Mr. Elmore stated the longer his finn stayed 
with a locality the less need there was for a management letter, because 
they are advising throughout the year. He stated he did not feel a 
management letter was necessary. Mr. Haraway stated many of the Board 
members had received corcplaints about one particular deparbnent area and 
that was his first answer, well let I s look at the management letter to see 
if there are any connnents about that area. Mr. Haraway asked if Mr. 
Elmore had found anything outside the general accounting that would 
cause our citizens to be concerned. Mr. Elmore stated not really; but 
his finn was continually working with the county and Bright Software 
System to work out the bugs there; but overall, there was not enough 
deficiency to include a management letter.

Ms. Anne Scarborough stated since no answers would be given 
under citizen Corrnnents how would the citizens get an answer to their 
questions? The Chairman stated the answer would be given in writing. She 
said what about specific questions pertaining to the Department Heads.

3. Route 675 - request for speed study and curve signs. This 
route is already posted for a speed limit of 45 miles per hour between the 
City Limits and Route 742. The remainder detennined that no changes are 
necessary at this time. We did detennine that some additional curve signs 
were needed and they will be installed as soon as possible. 

4. Route 1 - request for a' speed reduction between the 1-85 
overpass and the N&W railroad overpass. A portion of this roadway is 
posted with a 45 mph speed limit and the other section is posted 55 mph. 
The study indicated no changes were necessary at this time. 
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5. A request was, 'made to look at the signing at the intersection 
of 1-85 Northbound, and I -95 Northbound~ We have made recent changes' in 
the signing at this location that we feel'has improved this situation. 

The Board had the following connnents and requests:

Mr. Dave Nichbls, Public Safety Director, stated that after the 
August disaster area officials got together and appraiSed their emergency 
response efforts. communications turned out to be the major trouble 
spot. communications breakdowns during the tornado response proved the 
need for upgraded communications. The Counties of ChestE¥'field, 
Petersburg, Surry, Colonial Heights, Hopewell, Prince George, and 
Dinwiddie want to upgrade together so each locality can communicate with 
the others. That way if the system goes out the counties can still call 
for help. The counties are looking to upgrading to a "trucking system". 
But upgrading to the trucking system won't complete the job if municipal 
neighbors don't follow suit. RAM communications met with representatives 
from these counties and discussed a four-phase upgrade that would include 
radio systems across the region. 

Phase I would include surveying each locality to detennine exactly 
what inprovements would be needed. Phase II would be for planning and 
development. Phase III would include writing specifications, preparing 
vendor lists, writing bids, contracts and agreements. The final phase 
would include testing and inplementation. The prices were: Phase I 
$11,144.38 Phase II $2,912.50 Phase III $7,203.44. These prices 
are the highest that we will incur, the price will not exceed the listed 
p:!:ice. These prices are approximately 1/2 of comparable rates if each 
local jurisdiction was to proceed alone. If all the jurisdictions agree 
to proceed with the study, a 3% reduction will be subtracted from the 
final price. If hours shawn are not used the county will not be charged. 
If the county chooses to proceed with any phase, we may discontinue the 
contract at the beginning of the next phase with no penalty. 

Mr. Nichols reconnnended that the county proceed with phase I and 
phase II in order to plan the future communications needs in the county.

Ms. Everett, stated that citizen comment period would last for 30 
minutes with each person receiving 3 minutes to speak.

1. Robert Ragsdale - 8511 Boydton Plank Road, questioned why the 
County Attorney charged $1,900 for reviewing tapes.

He stated that he was concerned with what the 
racetrack and other commercial developments were going to. do to the value 
of his home. 

3. Rufus Killingsworth - 5907 Beville Drive, Sutherland Manor 
SUbdivision, was concerned about the noise pollution level also. He stated 
that his house was approximately 3 miles from the racetrack. He stated 
that the noise was very disturbing from about 12:00 noon until 11:00 p.m. 
He stated that Prince George and Hopewell put up barriers to shield the 
sound from Interstate 295 and they worked. He suggested that the county 
try to .do the same. 

4. Richard causley - 22316 Oakley Drive, which the street right 
next to the racetrack. He said he thought he was probably the closest 
house to the track. He stated that the noise level was extremely bad. He 
stated that he was aware of the noise ordinance and would file a complaint 
against the operator of the racetrack if the noise persisted. He stated 
that he was all for bringing revenue into the county but not at the 
expense of citizens. 

5. Gibson Ragsdale - defer his conunent to the Robert Ragsdale. 
Mr. Ragsdale ~tated that he. fel t ~e county Board of Supervisors received 
bad advice from the County Attorney, previous County Planner and previous . . '. ~ 
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County Administrator. He said he did not lmow why he could not get an 
answer on some of these questions. 

6. Gilbert Marek - 20719 Buttel:Wood Road, also addressed the noise 
pollution and the racetrack. He said these people have worked their whole 
live investing in property, houses and their families and they feel as if 
it has been vandalized. He said he it sounded as if the cars are running 
inside the house. He stated that this is not a family entertainment 
business. Mr. Marek said there were reports of gambling and an alcoholic 
beverage pennit has been applied for. 

7. David Nichols - 25612 Walkers landing, stated that he was 
o:::nning to the Board as a citizen of the county and present a petition 
concerning the drainage ditches and roadways in the neighborhood. He said 
there were presently 47 homes in the neighborhood, 46 of which are 
occupied. He said he had 43 signatures, which makes up roughly 100% 
agreement of the neighborhood. He said the original plan called for 
roadside or stonnwater drainage to be controlled by roadside ditches. He 
stated that the drains have stopped up and there is standing water in the 
yards which cause problems for the landowners. 

8. Betty Ragsdale - 8511 Boydton Plank Road, voiced her concerns 
about the noise level of the race track. She said she felt the citizens 
in this county deserved same remedy to the problem. 

9. Amanda Avery - 7230 Jack Drive, lives across from the racetrack 
and voiced her concerns about the noise level of the racetrack. She 
stated that there were no sound barriers and would like to see the 
barriers installed as soon as possible. She was also concerned about the 
application to have alcohol on premises. 

10. Christine Avery - 7230 Jack Drive, stated that she has been in 
the county for 15 years and does not want to leave. She said the 
decibels are over 80 and she has been advised to let her children wear 
earplugs to prevent any damage to their hearing. 

11. Randy Thomas - 24208 River Road, Mansfield North Subdivision, 
spoke about the water drainage problem in the Subdivision.

'Ihis being the time and place as advertised in the Dinwiddie

application submitted by centel Cellular of Virginia. 

Centel Cellular has made application for a conditional use pennit 
to erect a two hundred fifty (250') foot guy wire steel cellular 
conuuunication tower and equipment building on Tax Parcel 69-17. This 4 
acre site is located on Boydton Plank Road near Sapony Creek in DeWitt. 

Staff Recarnmendation: 

'Ihe Dinwiddie County Planning Commission at its March 9, 1994 
meeting, recommended this request for approval to the Board. of 
Supervisors. Staff feels that in order to assure conq;>liance with Virginia 
Oode Section 15. 1-491 (g) , it is stated the public purpose for which these 
Resolutions are initiated are to fulfill the ~ts of public 
necessity, convenience, general welfare and gcxxi zoning practice; staff 
further feels that the size of the tower, two hundred fifty (250') feet 
and its location in a sparsely populated area is an appropriate use. As 
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in all cases of this, l).ature, . caution must be .exercised. The following 
conditions reflect that caution. 

1. The tower will 'be . restricted to a maximum height of two hundred 
fifty (250) feet. 

,,2. The base of the tower will be situated on the site to be at 
least 'four hundred (400) feet from any habitable struct.ure and the edge of 
pavement on Boydton Plank Road. . . 

3. The tower and any buildings will be fenced in with an eight 
(8') foot high chain link fence with a three. (3) strand barb wire top. 

4. If the tower should become inoperative for more than twelve 
(12) eonsecuti ve months the owner at that time shall be responsible for 
taking the tower down. 

5. A copy of any FAA approval must be on file before a certificate 
of Occupancy is issued. If lighting is required by the FAA that light 
shall be red. 

6. A gate will be required within thirty (30) feet off the 
intersection of Boydton Plank Road and the access road to the tower and 
will remain locked at all times. 

7. The owner of the tower shall carry a liability insurance policy 
covering damages to adjacent properties resulting froin structural 
failure. This liability coverage shall be in the amount of one million 
($1,000,000) dollars. 

8. If any property owner should have 'any interference problem with 
his or her electrical communications equipment, which is confinned by the 
County Planning' Department to have been caused by this tower,· Centel 
Cellular will investigate the problem, devise ,a solution, and replace any 
damaged equipment attributable to that problem. 

9. The conditional use pennit must be reviewed at least every two 
years for compliance with stated conditions. ' 

Mr. Knox stated that since this case was heard by the Planning 
Commission, he has had contact from one person and no opposition.

plus sixteen (16') feet of whip antenna and its location in a sparsely 
populated area is an appropriate use. As in all cases of this nature, 
caution must be exercised. The following conditions reflect that caution. 

1. The tower will be restricted to a maximum height of one hundred 
eighty (180') feet. 

2. The base of the tower will be situated on the site to be at 
least two hundred eighty-five (285') feet from any habitable structure and 
the edge of pavement of Route 460, and at least one hundred ninety-five 
(195') feet from the right-of-way of the Norfolk/Southern Railroad. 

3. The tower and any buildings will be fenced in with an eight 
(8') foot high chain link fence with a three (3) strand barb wire top. 
Any gate present will be locked at all times. 

4. Buffering of trees and shrubs will be provided and maintained 
along Route 460 and the north side of the property. 

5. If the tower should become inoperative for more than twelve 
(12) consecutive months the owner of the tower at that time shall be 
responsible for taking the tower down within 60 days following disuse. 
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6. A copy of any FAA approval must be on file before a certificate 
of Occupancy is issued. If lighting is required by the FAA that light 
shall be red. 

7. A gate will be required within thirty (30) feet off the 
intersection of Rt. 460 and the access road to the tower and will remain 
locked at all tbnes. 

8. '!he owner of. the tower shall carry a liability insurance policy 
covering damages to adjacent properties resulting from structural 
failure. '!his liability coverage shall be in the amount of one million 
($1,000,000) dollars. Proof of insurance coverage in fonn acceptable to 
County Planner will be provided annually. 

9. If' any property owner should have any interference problem with 
his or her electrical communications equipment, which is confinued by the 
County Planning Department to have been caused by this tower, Centel 
Cellular will investigate the problem, devise a solution, and replace any 
damaged equipment attributable to that problem. 

10. '!he conditional use pennit must be ,reviewed at least every two 
years for compliance with stated conditions. 

Mr. Gibson asked that all conrrnents made on behalf of C-94-1 also 
stand for C-94-2.

COJlU'Ilents on the racetrack and drainage problems. She said she had asked 
Administration to look into these concerns and come back with a report. 
She asked Mr. - Knox to came fo:r:ward and give a report on the drainage 
problems.

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Mr. Wayne Knox, Director of Planning, stated that several meetings 
had taken place since the last Board of Supervisors meeting. He said 
contractors, developers and representatives from Virginia Deparbnent of 
Transportation have met concerning Chesdin Forest and West Drive. Mr • 
Knox made the following statements about these drainage issues.

Mr. Knox added that new developments coming along are required to 
specify how drainage is going to be handled. He said they are trying to 
get the problems taken care of early. 

Mr. Bracey asked who would bear the expense of reworking these 
road. Mr. Knox answered that the developers would bear the expense. 

Ms. Everett asked Mr. Burgess to give an update on the concerns 
with the Virginia Motorsports Park facility. 

Mr. Burgess stated that he had been to the facility and also had 
been in the vicinity where many of the complaints stem. He stated that he 
had heard first hand from the property owners. He also had meetings with 
Ken Kohrs, Manager, Virginia Motorsports Park, and he felt they were 
interested in being a good neighbor and doing things to minimize the 
effects of the noise on the surrounding carmnunity. He said the 
improvements have not been completed and it is unjust to judge them until 
their improvements have been completed. He added that he felt there were 
some things that could be done as far as landscaping and as soon as the 
foliage is done it may lessen the intensity of the noise. He stated that 
in order to minimize the problem, first you have to know how it 
originates, where it goes, and what the conditions are that cause the 
sound to go in a particular direction. He said this was a joint venture 
between the county and the facility and the public was welcome to join in 
the process. 

Mr. Haraway stated that there seemed to be an effort on the part of 
the racetrack officials to improve the situation. He felt there needed to 
be a wait and see approach to the problem. 

Ms. Everett then opened the citizen carmnent period. 

1. Ken Kohrs - General Manager, Virginia Motorsports Park, stated 
tlm.t he asked Dale Foley, one of the owners and subcontractors of the 
proj ect, about some of the improvements. He said Mr. Foley indicated that 
there are about 400, 000 cubic yards of dirt that have been moved to 
specific locations with the idea of deflecting the noise which eliminates 
from the racetrack.

Board Members had the follqwing cornrnei1ts and requests: 

Mr. Clay asked about potholes on Rt. 715. Mr. Reekes said the 
contractor would be meeting with them this afternoon and would be getting 
started be·fore the end, pf the week. 

Mr. Haraway asked about Rt. 600 under the Norfolk & Western 
railroad underpass, where the drc;).ii,qge has stopped and it takes 2 to 3 
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days to unstop. He asked if there was anything that could be done to 
eliminate this problem because it has caused accidents. 

Mr. Reekes stated that the problem has been corrected by blowing 
out the drain pipe. He said they also looked at the pipe to see if the 
size of the pipe was a problem. 

Mr. Bracey stated that during the winter, the highway department 
came out and talked to him about the driveways and runoff ditches on 
Courthouse Rd.. after the new construction was completed. He said there 
was discussion about some of the drainage problems which were created for 
these citizens due to the new construction. It was promiSed that these 
problems would be taken care of and he wanted to know when they were going 
to be taken care of. 

Ms. Everett asked about the truck traffic signs at Sunset and 
Franklin. Mr. Reekes said it would not be completed until the 30th of 
April. She also asked about the redesign of Rt. 1 and Rt. 226. Mr. 
Reekes said there was an opportunity off of Rt. 226 onto Rt. 601 Ferndale 
Rd., for a turn lane. 

Mr. Clay commented that he felt it was a waste of taxpayers money 
to send eight men, and two expensive vehicles, to fix one pothole that one 
man with the proper equipment could fix in five minutes. 

IN RE: COMMISSIONER OF REVENUE 

Mrs. Debbie Marston, was not present to give a report. 

IN RE: TREASURER 

Mr. Bill Jones, Treasurer, asked the Board Members if they had any 
questions of the report he subrni tted for review. 

Donald Haraway asked Mr. Jones about the purchase of a Certificate 
of Deposit for $671,000 through the Bank of McKenney at less than 3%. He 
stated that no:rmall y most people would purchase CD's at 4% range. He 
suggested that we study consolidating CD's where $1 million or more is 
being invested. 

Mr. Jones said that the trend over the last 2 weeks has been an 
increase in interest rates. He said no:rmally on the self insurance fund, 
they go on for a year and carry a higher percentage, but these continued 
for only 3 months to be able to get the interest recorded in this fiscal 
year's budget. Mr. Jones added that Government rates take on a different 
figure. 

IN RE: CXlMMONWEALTH ATTORNEY 

Mr. Rainey was not present. 

IN RE: SHERIFF 

Mr. Heath was not present. 

IN RE: BUILDING INSPECIDR 

Mr. Abernathy was unavailable. Mr. Everett reviewed the report for 
the Month of March. 

IN RE: ANIMAL WARDEN 

Mr. John Mellick, Animal Control Warden gave his report showing 
$789.00 total revenue for the 1st Quarter of 1994. 

Mr. Mellick said they were putting up signs in the conununity and 
within 5 to 6 days they were knocking on doors and doing spot checks. He 
said this educated people to the fact that a county dog license is 
required. 

Mr. Mellick presented material specifications for the roof repair 
and extension for the pound. He quoted the bids received. Walter 
Witt-$1,295.00, Dave's Roofing-$4,200.00, Brown Brothers-No bid. 
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He stated that . the purpose for this rear roof extension was to 
cover the refrigerator which now sits on the south side of the building. 
He said the addition was a: 9' x 28' area and the concrete for the pad was 
poured last S1..UlUller. 

Ms. Everett asked for a motion to accept one of the bids. 

Upon lnotion by Mr. Clay, seconded by Mr. Haraway, Mr. Clay, Mr. 
Bracey, Mr. Haraway, Ms. Everett. voting "aye", the bid for roof repair and 
extension was awarded to walter witt for $1,295.00. 

Mr. Mellick discussed the Micro-Chip identification program. He 
stated that this was a pennanent insertion of a micro-chip between the 
shoulder blades of the animal. He said this chip was the size of a grain 
of rice and was virtually llnpossible to remove. He stated that this was a 
very good way to track ownership of the animal and thus detennine 
liability. What he proposed to do would be to let the $10.00 adoption fee 
absorb the $5.75 cost of chip for each dogs. 

Mr. Haraway asked how many chips would be used a year. Mr. Mellick 
stated that approximately 400 chips would be used.

The next issue Mr. Mellick brought up was the corrparison for a 
different type of heating source for the pound. Mr. Mellick stated that 
an energy audit was being done by Southside Electric on April 26, 1994.

She said in the last fiscal iyear .there/were over 15,000 abuse 
cases in the state. In the County .of D.:4JWiddie,. there were a total of 136 
complaints with 40% to 45% found~rate but the number of complairits 
increase yearly. . There are from 10 to 12 complaints a month. . Ms. 
~cElveen added that May was nAdult Abuse Prevention Month". Most of th~e 
adult abuse "cases were against the elderly. . 

She stated that ~he was the Appointee to the South Central Private 
Industry Counsel Board. She added that there was no representation from 
DinWiddie County on any individual Counsel. She has made a nomination 
,.from their office for. ,someone to be considered. She suggested that the 

. person be a representative of the business cormm.mity. 

IN RE: SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOL

Mr. Nichols next item was the bids on the ladder truck. He stated 
that they were due on May, 6, 1994 at 2:00 p.m. He had talked to Mr. 
Bul::gess, County Administrtor, about this and they were putting together 
the appropriate paperwork. 

Mr. Nichols also stated that he had talked to Paul Jacobson, County 
Attorney, about price gouging. Mr. Jacobson's suggestion was that we not 
pursue it any further.

00 He said there is also a new compactor, two used compactor, 
three 40 cubic ya:rd containers, and 48 cubic ya:rd containers. Mr. King 
felt this was a good deal since the county is talking about the creation 
of manned sites. ' , 

Ms. Everett . asked Mr. Bu:i:-gess. for a . recomntendation' on this 
purchase. Mr. Burgess recol11l11el1C1ed that tli~ equiPment be purchased.

Mr. Mark Wood, Project Engineer with the Deparbnent of Game and 
Inland Fisheries, requested a fishing pier be built at lake (hesdin Public 
Boad Landing and that the county provide a handicapped accessible bathroom 
unit. He also stated that in order to continue having a caretaker to mow 
the grass, pick up trash, clean restrooms, etc, the $2.00 charge on 
parking should be continued. 

Mr. Bracey asked if the company the county was renting from had 
portable bathroom units. Ms. Ralph stated that the bathrooms are 
stationary now. 

Mr. Wood said it might be cheaper to rent a portable unit rather 
than add on to the present bathrooms. He said the cost would be 
$65.00-$70.00 per month for a BFM Port-a.John, and a Johnny on the Spot 
would nm $85.00 per month. He stated that this cost would be incurred 
approximately 9 months a year from March 1 tlrru November. 

He stated that this fishing pier would also be handicapped 
accessible with low railings for fishing from wheelchairs and would also 
be accessible for children to fish. 

Mr. Bracey asked why the pier was being located so close to the 
dam. Mr. Wood answered that the cost of constructing the pier reduces the 
closer to deep water it is located. 

Mr. Haraway stated that if we rented the port-a-johns, in two years 
we would have paid out what it would cost to build on to the present 
bathrooms.

WHEREAS, Tobacco growers already generate an average of $62,000 in 
state and federal taxes for each acre produced for domestic consumption 
while the fanner receives a gross return of only $3,200; 

NOW, THEREFDRE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of SUpervisors of 
Dinwiddie County, Virginia, in its support of the right to produce, sell 
and consmne tobacco and in full support and recognition of the value of 
tobacco to Dinwiddie County fully endorses: 

1. No new tobacco tax increases on any level of goverrnnent; 

2. A broad based financing program for health care reform in which 
tobacco growers do not provide a disproportionate share of the financing 
since all Americans will benefit from it: 

3. That tobacco taxes not be eannarked for tobacco grower 
"retraining" programs. 

Adopted this 20th day of April 1994.

IN RE: CITIZEN COMMENTS 

Ms. Everett stated. that ten (10) people had signed. up and each 
would be allowed. 3 minutes to speak so the public conunent period should 
last about 30 minutes. 

1. Reverend Robert Jones, Pastor of Mt. calvary Baptist Church and 
president of the United. Churches of Dinwiddie County spoke on behalf of 
the Black Churches of the community. He voiced. his concern and opposition 
to the closure of Dinwiddie County Middle School. He stressed. that the 
Dinwiddie Middle School, formerly called. Southside High School when it was 
built for black students, was a historical landmark for the Black citizens 
of the County. He said they wanted. something of their history as Blacks in 
this county prese:rved.. 

2. Willie Clarke, 8603 Bethune Drive, Petersburg, Va., spoke as 
president of the NAACP, and expressed the same concerns as Rev. Jones. 
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3. Reverend Junious W. Bervine, 22900 Tenninal Drive, also spoke 
to the issue addressed by Mr. Jones and Mr. Clarke. Rev. Bervine favored 
preservation of the Middle School as a historical landmark. 

4. Betty Ragsdale, 8511 Boydton Plank Road, sfX)ke on the issue of 
noise at the racetrack. She quoted from a March 1992 extract which stated 
that the closest residential is a minimum of 2500 ft. away. She spoke 
about the berming and additional planting which was to be used to shield 
the facility. She said it stated that racing would take place on Fridays 
and Saturdays. She quoted an exchange of conversation between Mr. len 
Ponder and Mr. Donald Haraway where Mr. Ponder stated that the noise level 
would not have a great impact on the adjacent property owners. She also 
said when she called the county with complaints, she was told to call 
someone else. She referred to the letter dated November 16, 1992, from 
Mr. Bracey saying that none of the conditions places a ceiling on the 
pennissible level of noise from the track and that there was no way at 
that time to measure the level of noise. She noted that Mr. Bracey was 
employed by the racetrack and she felt it was a conflict of interest. She 
also noted that deputies were working there, which she felt was also a 
conflict of interest because you cannot call the sheriff's deparbnent and 
get them to respond to your calls about the noise. 

Mr. Bracey, resfX)nded to Ms. Ragsdale by asking her to check the 
State Code of Virginia concerning a conflict of interest. 

6. Donna Roland, 7228 Jack Drive, Petersburg, VA., stated that she 
has recorded the noise level with a sound level meter. '!he meter measured 
107 decibels on Saturday and 101 decibels on Sunday. She said this was 
not a safe noise level as required by OSHA. She read from a pamphlet 
supplied by her employer, DufX)nt, which stated that excessive noise may 
hann over all health and contribute to mental and physical stress. She 
also said her child's ear, nose and throat doctor told her that her child 
may need to wear ear plugs or protection whenever the racetrack is 
operating. She felt that OSHA needed to be contacted about this problem. 

7. Robert Ragsdale, 8511 Boydton Plank Road, asked Mr. Burgess 
where he got the infonnation from that was included in the letter he sent 
in reference to legal fees. 

Mr. Burgess stated that Mrs. Ralph and the County Attorney staff 
had given him this infonnation. 

Mr. Ragsdale said the county was billed for the recordings in April 
or March of 1992 and he did not ask for these recordings until much 
later. He thanked Mr. Burgess for the answer. Mr. Ragsdale also 
expressed his concerns about the noise level and asked the county to 
please do something about it. 

8. Richard causley, 22802 Oakley Drive, sfX)ke on the noise level 
of the racetrack. He said sometimes it is not very bad, depending on the 
type of cars running and the direction of the wind. He said he realized 
that the track is not going to go away, but something should be done to 
control the noise. He said sound walls like those on Interstate 295 would 
help. He also complained about the way the Sheriff's office has resfX)nded 
to complaints about the racetrack. He said he was told by an officer that 
the Sheriff's office had been ordered by the captain not to take any 
complaints. He said he was told to complain to the IDS. He called the 
magistrate to take a warrant out on the property owner for operating a 
public nuisance and was told by the Magistrate that he did not have a case 
and if he had a problem to go see the Board of Supervisors. He referred 
back to the beginning of the Board meeting when everyone stood and saluted 
to flag saying "justice for all. 1I He said he was one of those lIall'sll. 

9. Wallace Roland, 22256 Buttenvood Road, also sfX)ke about the 
racetrack's noise level and hours of operation. He asked that something be 
done about it. 

10. Christine Avery, 2330 Jack Drive, stated that she was 
concerned about the level of noise coming from the racetrack. She is 
located right across the lake and said that the grandstands and loud 
speakers face her house. She felt planting trees might help but not until 
they have grown over the years. She complained that her children have a 
hard time going to sleep because of the noise and she thought that the 
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children I S welfare was ilnportant· to the, future of Dinwiddie County. She 
added that she was also in support of keeping Dinwiddie Middle School. 

. 11. George M. Ellis Jr., 18 Edmund Avenue, Petersbw:g, VA, stated 
that he was one of the members of the 1st graduating class of Dinwiddie 
Middle School. He said he felt that some valuable use could be made of 
the Middle school rather than demolishing it. 

This was the end of the Public connnent portion of the meeting. 

Ms. Everett asked Mr. Burgess if he had any response to the noise 
issue. 

Mr. Burgess stated that for the public's infonnation, Mr. Ken 
Kohrs, General Manager of Virginia Motorsports Park, expressed a 
willingness to work with the citizens and the Board to try and minimize 
the noise impact. Mr. Burgess said he wanted to try and find solutions to 
the problem. Mr. Burgess stated that it was his intention to have a 
public forum with concerned citizens, either positive or negative, the 
evening of May 19, 1994 at one of the schools in the general vicinity of 
the drag strip. He said the meeting will be advertised by the local news 
media. The purpose is to come up with a citizens group to work with 
Virginia Motorsports Park and the Administrative staff to try and find a 
way to minimize the noise. 

Mr. Burgess added that the Virginia Motorsports Park had been put 
on notice by the County Planning Deparbnent for violation of hours of 
operation as stated in their conditional use pennit. He said Virginia 
Motorsports Park has filed an amendment to their conditional use pennit 
application to amend their hours of operation. He stated that the 
Planning Commission will hold a public hearing to consider the request on 
Wednesday, May 11, 1994 at 7:30 p.m., at Southside Elementary School 
Auditorium. He added that this would be the same night the conditional 
use pennit application for Mr. Pridgen's hog fann would be heard. 

IN RE: HJBLIC HEARING - P-94-2, BANK OF MCKENNEY 

Mr. Wayne Knox, Director of Planning, presented the case to the 
Board of Supervisors. Mr. Knox stated that Dey J. & Iou Ann K. RiCe had 
made application to rezone a 2.615 acre site, identified as Tax Parcel 45D 
- (1) - 29B, located along Boydton Plank Road, in the Rowanty Magisterial 
District, from R-l, Residential, Limited, to B-1, Business, Conditional, 
per Section 22-23 and 22-24 of the Dinwiddie County Zoning Ordinance for 
purposes of establishing a banking center. 

Staff Recomnendation: 

The Dinwiddie County Planning connnission at its April 13, 1994 
meeting, reconnnended this request for approval to the Board of 
Supervisors. Staff feels that in order to assure compliance with Virginia 
Code Section 15.1-491(g), it is stated the public purpose for which these 
Resolution are initiated are to fulfill the requirements of public 
necessity, convenience, general welfare and good zoning practice. staff 
further feels that the B-1, Conditional zoning which would limit 
development of this site to financial institutions only would not 
adversely affect the present neighborhood characteristics, while allowing 
for the positive development of this site. 

Mr. Knox .then told the Board of supervisors that a representative 
from the Bank of McKenney was present to answer any questions they may 
have. ' 

Mr. Knox said there had been only one inquiry in reference to the 
application. 

Ms. Everett asked if the representative from the bank would like to 
address the Board. 

Mr. Richard Liles, President of Bank of McKenney I said they 
intended to remodel the house that sits on the site and use it as an 
operations center and add a small branch. Mr. Liles said they thought 
this would be an excellent addition to the Diriwiddie conununity. He added 
that they had received all the necessary state and federal approvals. He 
said he would be happy to answer any questions. 
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Ms. Everett asked what the bank's timetable was. 

Mr. Liles said optimistically, the fall, and realistically, the 
spring. 

Ms. Everett asked if there were any other questions from the 
Board. since there were none she opened the public hearing. '!here were 
no persons to speak in favor of or in opposition to the request. Ms. 
Everett closed the public hearing and asked for discussion or a motion 
from the Board. 

Upon motion by Mr. Bracey, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Moody, Mr. 
Bracey, Mr. Haraway, Ms. Everett voting "aye", rezoning case P-94-2, Bank 
of McKenney, was approved following the recommendation of the Planning 
Commission. 

IN RE: REQUEST FOR PAGERS - MAGISTRATES 

Mr. Harry Clay I Magistrate, spoke on behalf of the Magistrates who 
work in the county on a part-time basis, and who are on twenty-four (24) 
hour. He stated that the prlinary means of contacting them was through 
being paged by the sheriff's office. 

He said the pagers that they now use are between 18 and 20 years 
old and they do not function very well. He had talked to David Nichols, 
Public Safety Officer, and was told that pagers run in the neighborhood of 
$350.00. He stated that they would possibly need as many as three 
pagers. He added that this was one of the few requests you would get from 
the Magistrates. He said for those persons who hold functions other than 
magistrates, this would allow them to not be restricted to sitting near a 
phone all day long. 

Ms. Everett asked Mr. H. Clay if he has had to borrow a pager. 

Mr. H. Clay said that was correct because his simply gave out. He 
said he did not know the condition of Mrs. Johnson's pager because she 
never had any need to use it, but both his and Mr. Perkinson's need 
replacing. 

Ms. Everett asked if they could get away with two. 

Mr. H. Clay said Ms. Johnson's needed to be checked out first 
because it had not been used in a few years. 

Mr. Bracey asked who would have the responsibility of fixing or 
having the new pagers reconditioned. 

Mr. H. Clay said the pagers would belong to the county. 

Mr. Bracey then asked Mrs. Ralph, if the pagers were purchased, 
would they come under our present maintenance contract for pagers or would 
they be under a separate agreement. 

Mrs. Ralph said the Sheriff's Deparbnent maintenance agreement 
would be checked out, and they would see what is most cost effective. 

Mr. Moody asked Mr. H. Clay who had fixed the pagers before. 

Mr. H. Clay said he could not remember them ever going in the shop. 
He said they were basically maintenance free. 

Mrs. Everett asked if there was money in the budget to take care of 
this expense. 

Ms. Ralph said not in the magistrate's budget. Mr. H. Clay added 
that their budget consisted only of a service contract on a typewriter. 

Ms. Ralph said she did not know if it would apply but they could 
look at the capital category in public safety deparbnent. 

Mr. Bracey asked how nruch they would cost. 

Ms. Ralph said it would cost aJ:."ound $700.00. 
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Mr. Bracey asked Ms. Everett if this could just be approved and let 
Ms. Ralph work out the details of financing. 

Upon motion by Mr. Bracey, seconded by Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, Mr. 
Bracey, Mr. Haraway, Ms. Everett voting "aye", the request for pagers by 
the Magistrates was approved. 

Ms. Everett called for a five minute recess at 8:22 p.m. The 
meeting reconvened at 8:35 p.m. 

IN RE: CIP PROGRAM - DISaJSSION OF SCHOOL PROJECTS AND FUNDING OPTIONS 

Ms. Everett called for those persons who had signed up to speak on 
the CIP Program. 

Michelle Morris, White Oak Church Road, Wilsons, Va., stated that 
on behalf of the Midway parents and Pro, they fully supported the School 
Board I S proposal and asked that the Board vote to approve the CIP 
Program. She added that Dinwiddie County schools were in dire need. of 
renovation and/or upgrading. She said they felt the CIP program was a way 
to spare the budget and get what was needed for the schools. 

Victoria Heller, 20009 Cox Road, Sutherland, stated that she 
volunteered at Rohoic Schools through her employer. She said on January 
4th She toured the Rohoic facility along with other council members and 
was surprised at the things they saw. She said there was mainly a lack of 
space for students and teachers. She said Rohoic enrollment had Shown a 
steady increase of about 12% a year for the last several years. She said 
that modular classrooms had been suggested to accommodate those in need of 
a room and she viewed this solution a temporary solution. She said with 
new and better schools in place, new businesses would be attracted to the 
area and their families could relocate thus increasing county revenues, 
having more funding for future capital improvements. She presented the 
challenge to the Board to put education first, and hoped. that they would 
consider the CIP program suggested by the School Board. 

Dr. Robert Jones, Jr. declined to speak on the subject. 

Karen Leech, 20612 Cox Road, Middle School Pro president, member of 
School Improvement Council, and parent of a Middle School student, spoke 
on the needs of the facility: 

1. Need for an enlarged cafeteria. 
2. Need. for an auditoril.ll1l with a func;rt:ioning PA system. 
3. Need. for a clinic for students. 
4. Need for bathrooms which are up to date. 
5. Need. for ceilings which do not leak. 
6. Need. for locker rooms with working Showers. 
7. Need for water fountains that work. 
8. Need. for additional classroom space. 
9. Climate Control system. 

Ms. leech said all these needs are immediate and if renovation on 
the Middle School is implemented, these should be high priority items. 
She added that they do need a new school, but she does not think the High 
School is set up for the Middle School concept. She said the Middle School 
has a lot of historical value, but this value should have been emphasiZed 
many years ago. She said they fully supported the CIP program and hoped. 
the Board approved the plan. 

Cheryl B. Martinez, 23718 Sparrow Court, spoke to the Board in 
support of the CIP program. She said this subj ect has been discussed ever 
since 1987. She said when She was in school, the schools were kept up. 
She said this is not done anymore because the funds are not available. 
She said in order to do the things that need to be done, the School Board 
has had to go to debt service. She said it sounded as if the County is 
making lots of money and the School Board is not doing much of anything 
except tJ:ying to keep themselves going. She said they have been 
continually cut. She gave the following breakdown: 

1. 1987 - Budget cut, closed the school., 
2. 1988 - OVercrowded schools. ',' . 
3. 1989 - Changed the Boundaries. 
4. 1990 - OVercrowded schools. 
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5. 1991 - Added trailers to schools. 
6. 1992 - OVercrowded schools. 
7. 1993 - Parents denied right to use school in the location of 

baby-sitters. 
8. 1994 - OVercrowded schools and closer to year 2000. 

She said it was very apparent that nothing has been done since 
1986. She said the kids can't wait until 1998. She said it is a disgrace 
to the County of Dinwiddie that there is not a place where a lar:ge number 
of people may gather for a function due to the lack of air conditioning. 
She closed by saying that she supports the School Board in their efforts 
to provide quality services and schools to Dinwiddie County and asked the 
Board to also support their efforts. 

Mr. Greg Davis, School Board Chainnan, thanked the members of the 
Board of SUpervisors for working with them and bringing them to this point 
with the ClP. Mr. Davis gave a brief background as to how they arrived at 
this stage. He said there had been studies done on the conceptual needs 
of their school district, public hearing, studies by the ClP adviso:ry 
committee within the school system, studies by the State Deparbnent of 
Education, and a study by construction Control Cooperation authorized by 
the Board of SUpervisors. He said from all these studies, the consensus 
was that the $33 million dollar ClP plan is necessary. He said the 
current administration and School Board realize that the ability to fund 
as well as County needs must be taken into consideration. He said they 
have developed a list of priorities which include those things which 
cannot be done without. He asked Mr. Harold Walker to outline the 
priorities before Dr. Gaul presented the options available. 

Mr. Harold Walker, School Board Member, District #4, stated that 
this has been an effort to fonn a link to the best possible capital 
Improvements programs for students, staff and connnunity. He said last 
year's facility studies identified $33 million dollars worth of project 
needs to upgrade the school system. He said this figure was reduced down 
to $16.9 million dollars after developing the list of priori ties which 
follows: 

1. Provide the space and improve classroom quality on the northern 
corridor of Rt. 460. Provide and improve classrooms and program 
quality at the High School and Middle School. Provide and improve 
classrooms at Dinwiddie Elementary School. Maj or safety and 
compliance issues at all schools. 

2. Provide additional space at Rohoic. Provide additional space at 
Southside. Provide a K-5 design at Southside and Dinwiddie 
Elementary. Provide for increased technologies at all schools. 
Maj or safety and compliance issues at Southside I Sunnyside and 
Rohoic. 

3. Paint and refurnish all schools. 

He said in June of 1993, the facility smvey study was presented to 
the School Board, and architects indicated that cost estlinates of all new 
construction proj ects had increased. He said these increases cause 
alterations in the original plan. To keep the project costs down to $16.9 
million dollars, recammendations for a new space and/or renovation space 
are based on the facility study of 1993. He closed by saying that Dr. Gaul 
will follow up with the cost projections. 

Dr. Gaul, SUperintendent of Schools, covered the costs involved 
with the CIP program. He stressed that delaying any further is only going 
to add costs to what has to be done. He presented 4 plans which he hoped 
would demonstrate that (a) they have studied this very carefully, (b) they 
are concerned about the financing of these issues, and (c) the extensive 
nature of the County's needs and give some options as to the direction to 
travel. He stressed to the Board that he would like to leave with an 
endorsement for a design phase which would not commit anyone to any 
particular project but allow a move forward with expert architects to make 
sure they are where they need to be when the proj ect is finished. 
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Dr. Gaul gave the foii6wirig· presentation of the 4 plans.

Many months have been spent culling through infonnation in an 
effort to fo:rmulate the best possible capital inlprovements program for our 
students, staff, and connnunity. 

last year's facilities study identified $33 million dollars worth 
of projects needed to upgrade our school system. '!his figure was reduced 
down to a $16.8 million dollar amount based on priorities establiShed by 
the Superintendent and advisory council. '!he priorities were as follows.

since the Facilities Sm:vey Study was presented to the school board 
in June, 1993, architects indicate that cost estimates for renovation and 
new construction proj ects have increased. '!hese increases required 
alterations in the original plan in order to keep proj ect costs down 
($16,900,000). 

Recommendations for adding new space and/or renovating space is 
based on the Facilities Study - 1993. 

Inspections of facilities have confirmed that some of our 
facilities are in very bad Shape. lack of action now will require much 
more invesbnent in the future. '!he cost of renovation and new 
construction is predicted to increase by as much as ten to fifteen percent 
over the next two to three years. 

Attached are several proposals which address the priorities listed 
above. Additionally, a brief description of each plan is outlined. Plan 
I and III include replacement facilities either at the high school or at 
the middle school. Both facilities:heed major work. Also, Plans I and 
I-A provide an option for a new facility at Midway. Plan II focuses on 
renovation projects and has a broader impact on the district. 
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Once a plan has been endorsed, the following must occur: 

o An RFP for Design stage 

o ClP Adviso:ry (citizens, staff, officials) 

o Refinement of plans 

o Proposal accepted 

Also, attached you will find facility rating sheets used by 
engineers to evaluate our buildings. Back-up infonnation rating sheets 
and educational program deficiencies are available upon request.

Dr. Gaul touched on the descriptions and features of each plan as 
he gave the provided the cost estilnates. A su:rnmary of these descriptions 
and features is available at the Dinwiddie County School Board. 

Dr. Gaul stated that the next step was to accept a design phase and 
move fo:rward into a more complex and definitive study, and detennine "Which 
plan was best. He said choosing a plan at this time was too premature. 
He said these Plans represent our best options and will be the plans to 
take Dinwiddie into the 21st centu:ry with a solid, representative school 
system. He suggested that it is time to work together, appoint a conrrnittee 
to move fo:rward with the design phase and connnunicate with all facets of 
the carrnnunity and take into consideration all the heritage and develop a 
proj ect we will all be proud of. He asked if there were any additions. 

Mr. Davis stated that two of the architects who have been working 
closely with the school system, Mr. Upton and Mr. Collins, were present 
and are available to answer questions. 

Mr. Haraway asked what the design stage would include at this time. 

Bill Upton, Architect, came forward to answer questions. He stated 
that the architectural and engineering services included the following: 

1. Schematic 
2. Design Development or Prelimina:ry 
3. Constru.ction Document 
4. Bid 
5. construction 

He said that the design phase is the schematic design phase "Which 
would set the parameters of each building or facility and help to identify 
the number of classroom, teaching spaces, cost of facility, condition of 
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the sites, type of air conditioning, roof systems,- etc. He said these are 
real details which would give you facts to make your decision. 

Mr. Haraway asked iffue design phase would include drawings for a 
new building. 

Mr. Upton said the drawings would be floor plan elevation, basic 
sections, as well as a site plan showing site circulation, safety and 
traffic control. 

Mr. Haraway asked if these dOCl.llllel1ts would be complete enough at 
that point to place the project to bid or would they require further work. 

Mr. Upton said after the schematic design was done there would be 
approxinlately 20% of the design phase completed. He said the next 
presentation to the Board would be the preliIninary or design development 
stage which is further development of the dOCl.llllel1ts with finishing, 
double-line drawings, more detailed cost estimates, etc. He said once 
this is approved you usually know exactly what you want. He said next step 
is construction dOCl.llllel1ts which are completed drawings with 
specifications, describing things in further detail. He said after this, 
the Bidding process should take approxinlately 6 weeks or so with 
construction lasting 1 to 2 years. 

Mr. Moody asked what the cost was involved in the 20% of design 
phase. 

Mr. Upton said he has never actually totalled it himself. He said 
usually what he's done is given state averages for construction for an 
average quality building. He said he has also used the state capital 
OUtlay manual to propose fees. He said once you have advertised for 
architects and develop proposals, let one architect, and negotiate with 
them ,a fair fee. He said that fee should be approximately $300,000. 

Mr. Bracey asked if, for this fee, they would get proposals for new 
construction and renovation. 

Mr. upton said it basically depends on the architects. Mr. upton 
suggested that it be cut off at the schematic phase and ask for a 
comparison for this fee, then you should expect the architect to give it 
to you without additional pay. He said for instance his finn would 
continue to design until they designed what was wanted. He said they 
would advance the design and renovation of the Middle School to a point of 
approximately 20%. 

Mr. HaraWay asked if the $300,000 represents 20% or is the 20% 
$300,000 of $1.5 million. 

Mr. upton said he had not calculated this figure. 
thought it was 20% of $300,000. 

Mr. Haraway asked what services this included. 

He said he 

Mr. upton said civil engineering, mechanical engineering, and HVAC 
engineering . 

Mr. IIarawa.y again asked if, $300,000, represented 20% of $1.5 
million, was what the School Board was asking to be approved. 

Mr. Upton said this was correct. 

Mr. Haraway asked what the plan would have cost back in November 
based on the scope of the amount of work that has to be done. 

Mr. Upton said he is not charging anything for looking at the 
different options and it would cost you basically what is set up in the 
capital OUtlay manual. 

Mr. Haraway said these extra options have got to consume time and 
asked who is footing the bill for this extra time. 

Mr. Upton Said there are'different things you can negotiate and it 
is open for competitive negotiation. 
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Mr. Haraway said the way the question was answered, it would not 
cost any more to review one option as opposed to 4 options. 

Mr. Upton said he did not feel that all 4 options should be 
explored. He said you have to be reasonable about what you want. 

Mr. Haraway said therefore some early decision must be made so they 
would not go through 4 completely different plans. 

Mr. Upton said some decision may be clear right off and some may 
require more thought. 

Mr. Bracey asked what if renovation was chosen for the entire 
plan. What would he get for renovation only. 

Mr. Upton said the fee guidelines are set in the capital outlay 
manual. He said there are opportunities that you should consider in the 
negotiations. He said you want to get a well qualified architect. 

Mr. Bracey said he proposed a renovation for the entire school 
system. 

Mr. Upton said he had no problem with that and his only job was to 
give the very best service no matter the direction of the proj ect. 

Mr. Moody asked if 20% would tell the condition of each building 
and from that point the School Board could decided whether the sentiment 
is there or whether they want to take another option. 

Mr. upton said that was correct. He said they would give actual 
conditions and cost related to new and renovation and a professional 
recommendation. 

Mr. Bracey asked for a timeframe. 

Mr. upton said for the 20%, it should take about 90 days beyond the 
selection process, which would take approximately 30 days. 

Mr. Haraway asked if they would also be looking at the requirements 
of the Middle School program. 

Mr. Upton said they had done a lot of school work and they know 
what the department of education requires. 

Mr. Haraway said he believed the school board already had a study 
conducted in 1992 and 1993. He said as far as the requirements for Middle 
School, there does not need to be another study for the Middle School. He 
said he felt they need their emphasis placed on the building and whether 
it is structurally sound. 

Mr. Upton said he knew this but the study was never tmned into a 
design and this is what the schematic will do. 

Mr. Haraway asked him if he had looked at these other studies. 

Mr. Upton said he had seen them briefly and they will be very 
helpful. 

Dr. Gaul said what they were hoping to do was move beyond the four 
options and start to apply the design phase of the proj ect and begin to 
move forward. He said the last part of the presentation will give that 
focus. 

Mr. Greg Davis, presented the last phase of the presentation to the 
Board of Supervisors. He said they really did not want to give them 4 
different plans. He said until they go forward with the design phase, they 
cannot give you one plan or the other. He also added that while it was 
true that they could ask for several options, it would compound things to 
ask for too many. He said if you ask for a design phase of one particular 
plan, it would preclude the ability of the Board to have the infonna.tion 
available to tell the advantages of building a new school. He said with 
plan #3 you cut 9ff none of your options. He said what they reconunended, 
with the undet'standing that this design phase is going to cost 
approximately the same amount for any of these, is that the Board of 
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SUpervisors would allow the School Board to use approximately $300,000 or 
an amount equal to approximately what they . have received from the meals 
taxes, to let the RFP for th~ design phase. He said they could start this 
as soon as their next meetm<i which is the second Tuesday in May and bring 
back to the Board some specifics within the next 90 to 120 days. 

Ms. Everett asked if they were asking for an appropriation of 
$300,000 in meals tax. 

Mr. Davis said that was true, with an endorsement of plan number 3 
and the options he had outlined. 

Mr. Burgess said these options would be retmned to this Board and 
the Board would make a decision as far as actual projects. Mr. Burgess 
said that this is the next' logical step. He also noted that the 
architectural finn presently working now, would not be automatically 
awarded the bid. 

Mr. Haraway said he was ready to endorse the design phase and give 
approval for it tonight, except that he wanted the four options kept open 
at least until there was a preliminary report. He said he was not ready 
to exclude plan 1 or 1A at this point. 

Mr. Burgess asked if the major difference between keeping plan #1 
and the other two plans active, was the potential for a new high school. 
He Said he thought what Mr. Haraway wanted was to keep the options open. 

Mr. Davis said if this is the Board's wish, then it would not be a 
major obstacle, even though they wanted the Board to endorse a plan now. 

Mr. Bracey said he had no problem with using the $300, 000 but he 
felt this Board should wait until they were at full strength before they 
voted. He felt there were some questions which were not answered. He 
asked for example, if they built a new Middle School, where would it be 
located. 

Mr. Davis stated that there are several options to investigate. He 
said one was the present site or directly behind the present Middle 
School. 

Mr. Bracey asked the same questions of the High School. 

Mr. Burgess said he believed Mr. upton would submit preliminary 
site plans showing where the stru.ctures would be located. 

Mr. Bracey said he was just concen1ed because he felt we should 
move cautiously and in a manner so that none of the members would be 
emba:trassed 6 I'nonths down the road. He said he really thought they 
should reserve a vote until they could give Mr. . Clay an opportunity to 
hear the proposal. 

Mr. Everett asked about approving this plan contingent upon the 
absent member's approval. 

Mr. Bracey said it had nothing to do with his approval because the 
absent member could be outvoted, but he felt things should be done in the 
family way. He said there still has been no discussion on the actual 
financing. He felt that·. this meeting cOuld be continued and that in a 
COUple of days they could give the School Board an answer that they could 
stand behind and be proud of. He said this is a lot of money to be 
speilding and it should be done Cautiously. 

Ms. Everett said right now, they were talking about doing schematic 
drawings. 

Mr. Bracey Said that was no problem, but he felt like they should 
sit down and try to figure out just what they were dealing with. 

Mr. Moody said he felt this design phase was something they should 
go ahead and get started with. He said itJs not connnitting them to 
anything.' 

Upon motion by Mr.' Haraway, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Moody, Mr. 
Haraway, Ms. Everett voting "aye", Mr. Bracey voting "nay", the School 
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Board was authorized to proceed with the design phase for the Cip Program 
as presented, leaving all options open, to be funded by appropriation of 
the meals tax. 

Ms. Everett called for a brief recess at 9:50 p.m. '!he meeting 
reconvened at 10: 05 p.m. 

IN RE: AWARD OF AUDIT CONTRAcr 

Mr. Charles Burgess, County Administrator, presented the proposed 
audit contract to the Board. He stated that a contract had been 
negotiated with Montoro and Associates, P.C. for $20,900. He said it was 
basically a one year agreement which has provisions for a two year 
renewal. He said it states that the Draft Audit Report and Management 
letter would be submitted to the Board by November 15, 1994 and the Final 
Audit Report would be submitted by November 30, 1994. He said the two (2) 
additional year provisions would be with a fee increase of five percent 
(5%) per year. Mr. Burgess added that Paul Jacobson reviewed the document 
and has connnents to add. 

Mr. Jacobson recormnended that there be an addition of Section 7B, 
tenns of RFP to be incorporated into the contract and if there are any 
conflicts between the contract and the RFP, the RFP would control. '!he 
other addition is that the procurement act requires language referencing 
equal opportunity employment by the contractor on contracts over ten 
thousand ($10,000) dollars. 

Mr. Bracey said he thought this contract was for only one year. 

Mr. Burgess said it was only for one year. He said this is a one 
year contract, and typically you would go into a multi-year contract. 

Mr. Bracey asked about #8, wp.ich lists the County Audit Report at 
$15,000. He asked what we were currently paying for this service. 

Mr. Burgess said the cost estimate would be in the neighborhood of 
$16,000. He said these were figures based on current year usage. For 
example, School Textbook Funds are currently at $900.00, and this contract 
quote is for $800.00. He said the school Activity Funds are currently at 
$3,650.00 and the contract quote is $4,100.00. He said the IDA figure of 
$1,000.00 is basically a two year audit and was close to $3, 000 for two 
years. Mr. Burgess said using the mix of current year and past 
experience, it comes in at about $500.00 above what this audit calls for. 

Ms. Everett asked how many persons were on this committee. 

Mr. Burgess said the connnittee consisted of Mrs. Ralph, Ms. 
Townsend, Mr. Jones, Mr. Haraway, and Mr. Hubbard. 

Mr. Moody asked if Robinson, Fanner, Cox did the Bingo Audit. 

Mrs. Ralph said it was done by Mitchell-Wiggins & Co. 

Mr. Bracey asked how often that was put out to bid. 

Mrs. Ralph said they liked to establish a track record with the 
auditing finns and it would come up to bid in about 3 years. 

Mr. Bracey asked what the School Activity Funds were. 

Mrs. Ralph said they were funds set up at the different schools 
like canteen funds, etc. Mrs. Ralph said the IDA audits were not ones you 
could use for comparison because the first audit was a two year audit and 
the Cost of the last one was $3,000 because of the bond issue and the 
amount of work that was needed to be done. 

Ms. Everett asked Mr. Burgess if he was satisfied with the 
negotiation with the finn. Mr. Burgess said he was. Ms. Everett asked 
him if he reconnnended approval of the contract. Mr. Burgess said he did. 

Mr. Bracey said he did not see much sense in changing the Audit 
firm. 
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Upon motion by Mr. Haraway, seconded by Mr. Moody, Mr. Moody, Mr. 
Haraway, Ms. Everett voting "aye", Mr. Bracey voting "nay", the contract 
between the County and Montoro and Associates, P. C. for auditing services 
was approved with the revisions stated by Mr. Paul Jacobson. 

IN RE: COUNTY AIMINISTRA'IDR COMMENTS 

1. Mr. Burgess stated that appoinbnents were due for the June 1, 
1994 Board Meeting. 

Ms. Everett said she would make her recommendation to the social 
services Board. The other appointment belonged to Mr. Moody. 

Mr. Bracey said he had one for the Library Board. Mr. Moody added 
that he had an appointment for the School Board. 

Ms. Ralph said that the advertisement for the public hearing for 
the School Board appointment would be for June 1, 1994 and the name has to 
be mentioned at the public hearing to be considered for appointment. She 
said it will also be mentioned in the advertisement that resumes must be 
submitted by Thursday, May 26, 1994. She said she would get those resumes 
to Mr. Moody so that he could consider them. She said the appoinbnent 
cannot be made at that meeting, but you must wait at least seven days, so 
that the actual appoinbnentwould take place at the June 15, 1994 meeting. 

Ms. Everett asked if the other appointments could also wait until 
the June 18, 1994 meeting. 

Mrs. Ralph said it was fine if that is what they wanted to do. ' 

2. Mr. Blll:gess noted that he had received some calls from citizens 
for the County to adopt an official position statement on the proposed 
correctional facility being considered for the squirrel level Road area of 
Petersburg. He then asked if they wanted more infonuation on this or is 
this an issue that they prefer not to get involved in at all. 

Ms. Everett said she was very' concerned about the issue and 
understood that there would be an infonuational meeting on May 17, 1994 in 
Petersburg. She said she thought they should get the infonuation from' 
that meeting and then maybe take some action. 

Mr. Haraway said he was concerned about t:.his also. He said they 
already had central State Hospital in the Northern end of the county and 
the business and residents already have unwanted visitors. He said this 
proposed facility would be releasing over 1,000 individuals per year and 
felt this could not be anything but a liability for the county. He hoped 
that after this infonuation meeting, a letter or resolution could be sent 
to the Chamber of Connnerce of Petersburg or City Manager, voicing the 
concerns of the Board. He felt it would cause some problems in the county. 

Ms. Everett asked if he wanted to adopt a resolution expressing 
their concerns and send it to them prior to the meeting. 

Mr. Haraway said he would go along with that. 

Mr. Moody asked if this is a citizen ~ting or city council 
meeting. . 

MS. ~erett said she thought it ~s a city ':meeting for infonuation. ' 

Mr. Burgess said' some citizens were told that they' would . not be 
able to speak becaUSe they are not citizens of Petersburg. They are now 
tmning to the county to' make an official statement through the Board of 
supervisors. . 

Mr. Bracey asked if this could be done. 

Mr. Burgess said yes, in the form of a letter. He said he was not 
sure it would have any affect. 

Ms. Everett said they would only say the~:were concerned. 

Mr. Bracey asked Ms. Everett what she, was concerned about. 
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Ms. Everett said she was conceTIled about the residents over in the 
New hope area which would have a prison right next to them. She said 
there is already one facility near them that they are conceTIled with. She 
added that someone had walked away from Central State Hospital, a week ago 
Saturday, that had murdered someone and had a hit list. 

Mr. Bracey felt that we should try not to make a statement until we 
find out more about the issue. 

Mr. Haraway quoted some statistics. He said there would be 396 
beds, and isolation would be for 120 days, so if threre was 90% occupancy 
they would be releasing 1,204 prisoners a year. He said he did not feel 
this would be in the best interest of Dinwiddie County. 

Mr. Bracey said this is a private concern bringing in this system 
and the state would pay them to operate it. He said he thought the 
property was properly zoned for this type of activity so how would they 
oppose it. 

Mr. Moody said he also felt more information was needed before they 
opposed it. 

Ms. Everett said she did not feel the opposition should be harsh 
but only voicing their concerns about the location. 

Mr. Haraway said he felt they were in a position to offer some 
advice since they have a histo:ry with Central State Hospital. 

Mr. Bracey said Central State Hospital has also helped taxes and 
provided jobs for citizens. He said before he opposes it he wants more 
information about it. 

Mr. Haraway said maybe a letter saying it is not in the best 
interest of Dinwiddie County. 

Mr. Bracey said we could send a letter after we get more 
infb:tIna.tion. 

Ms. Everett said there should representation at that meeting to 
gather information.

A. Virginia Department of Transportation - R. H. Reekes was 
not available to deliver the monthly report. Mr. Harold Dyson, presented 
the rePort to the Board. 

1. Rt. 609 and 626, sign to stop ahead have been installed. 

2. Rts. 609, guardrail requested on bridge over Stony Creek. He 
said the Contractor has been contacted and it would be about 3 weeks 
before he could fabricate the bridge attachments for the proj ect. 

3. Rts. 1 and 703, resurfacing done. 

4. Rt. 460 east bound, near Hebron surface repair to be done. 

5. Rt. 619, Drainage problems looked at. Mr. Bracey asked them to 
please look further into the matter as soon as possible. 
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6. Rt. 715, Patillo Rd., contractor has started. leveling. 

7. Grass cutting proj ects are started.. 

8. The fiscal budget for secondary construction is coming up, but 
no public hearing is required.. He stated. they would be using the first 
year of the six year plan that was just approved.. He said a resolution is 
need.ed.. 

Board members made the following comments: 

Mr. Moody asked. about Patillo Road, 715, and the grass cutting. 

Mr. Dyson commented. that they were having their problems. He said 
they had already cut Interstate 85 and Rt. 460 and they were now working 
on the Secondary system. 

Mr. Bracey said as long as someone came down and fix the ditch 
lines on Rt. 619 he had no problem. 

Ms. Everett asked. about the truck restriction on Sunset and 
Franklin. 

Mr. Dyson said the comments had been sent to central office, 
Traffic Section, and a recommendation will be made to the transportation 
board for approval or denial. 

Ms. Everett said she also had a call in reference to Routes 460 and 
226. She commented. a that persons felt there was no way to make a "u" 
ttun. She said people have been going down to Buttenvood Rd to make a "u" 
ttun which has cause problems. She stressed. that there need.s to be a 
crossover to the west of the business. She asked. that consideration be 
given to the problem. 

Mr. Dyson said he would ttun it over to the traffic engineering 
division. 

Ms. Everett asked. about the Rt. 226 and Rt. 1 design. 

Mr. Dyson said he did not know if Mr. Reekes had done anything on 
that or not. 

Ms. Everett also asked. about the dark intersection at Sterling Rd., 
and asked. if some reflectors could be put at that intersection. 

Mr. Dyson said they would look into doing that also. 

IN RE: TREASURER 

Bill Jones, Treasurer, introduced. Cindy Carnes, the student who 
acted as his "shadow" in the "Shadow Program" through the schools. 

Mr. Jones gave a report on the SNAP Account. He stated. that he 
found out that the account had been overdrawn $6,352.18. He said based. on 
a letter written by the Water Authority to the School Board, dated. 
December 21, 1993, it was forseen that an overage would occur and had 
addressed. ways this could be eliminated. in case an overage occurred.. He 
said the recommendation was that money be transferred. out of the rese:rve 
fund into the SNAP account so the last check written could be paid. 

Mr. Bracey asked. who was responsible for the account and keeping up 
with the bills. 

Mr. Jones said he writes the checks, and it was realized. in 
November or December that there would be some cost overruns in this 
particular project. 

Mrs. Ralph told the Board that in 1992 and 1993 various projects 
were done on the lagoon for the Middle School and Southside. She said the 
schools did a VPSA bond issue for $350,000 and in their debt service for 
the budget year $20,000 was appropriated out of local funds by the Board 
of SUpervisors for Southside Elementary school. She said when they did 
the bond. issue for the sewage improvements, they did not have to draw upon 
the $20,000. She said the money went into the reserve and it was money 
which was designated for sewer projects for the schools. She said the

money was not used because., they were using. bond· money. She said _ the 
overage may not really be . an overage because she did not think Southside 
was originally planned to·. be in the bond issue. She said some of the 
proj ects carne in lower and. they were able to use bond issue money up to 
certain extent and when they ran over they would use the money out of the 
$20,000 reserve. She saidJ;:he transfer which Mr. Jones is talking about 
would be an appropriate transfer. 

Ms. Everett asked how much would have to be transferred. 

Mr. Jones said to cover this last check, $6,352.18 would have to be 
transferred. 

Ms. Everett asked if more would be coming out of that account. 

Mr. Jones said he thought it would due to the proj ected overnms. 

Mrs. Ralph said they originally projected $15,000. 

Mr. Jones said he thought it would be a good idea to get together 
with the water Authority and the School Board and determine what 
expenditures are anticipated and go ahead and transfer the necessary funds 
to the SNAP account. . 

Mrs. Ralph said if they would take care of this matter today, she 
would get the Board a report so they would know how much more was needed. 

Mr. Bracey said he did not like what was being said, but if the 
$6,352.18 was taken care of, is there some way to put a moratorium on the 
account and the project until they got some good figures and guideline of 
what is being done. 

Mrs. Ralph said she was sure a report could be put together for the 
next meeting. 

Upon motion by Mr. Bracey, seconded by Mr. Clay, Mr. Moody, Mr. 
Clay, Ms. Everett, Mr. Bracey, Mr. Haraway, voting "aye", the Board of 
Supervisors approved the transfer of $6,352.18 out of the reserve fund for 
sewage projects into the SNAP account with a full report from the 
Dinwiddie County Water Authority to be received by the next Board Meeting 
before any more work is done. 

Mr. Moody asked if this was bond money which was put into reserve. 

Mrs. Ralph said these were . local funds appropriated in '92 and '93 
and not bond money. Mrs. Ralph said the letter was written in December by 
Mr. Joe Hubbard. 

Ms. Everett asked if there had any additional infonnation received 
between December and May. 

Mr. Jones said he could not answer the question as he had found 
this memo in Mr. Hubbards files that morning. 

IN RE: CDMMISSIONER OF THE REVENUE 

Ms. Deborah Marston, Commissioner· of the Revenue, gave the meals 
tax report from January 1994 through the May 17, 1994 mail. She stated 
that $79,287.44 had been collected. 

Ms. Everett said it amounted to about $20,000 a month. 

Ms. Marston said there was a new fast food business in the county 
and this may cause the meals tax to possibly. exceed $20,000 a month. 

Mr. Bracey asked about the meals at the Racetrack and if they were 
being taxed. 

Ms. Marston said Mr. Kohrs had given her the name of the person who 
was doing it temporarily until the concession stand was opened. She said 
the person who is running the concession stand has the necessary paperwork 
but the one who was providing the food prior has not gotten back with her.

Mr. Bracey asked about t.r~ admissions fee and if we would get a 
monthly report on that. 

Ms. Marston said they would. She asked if she could file an 
addendum to this report and provide it today. 

Mr. Bracey said that was fine. 

Ms. Marston also reported on the state Income Tax. Through May 17, 
1994, the office had audited and processed a total assessment of 
$318,712.18 with total money being attached to the returns of 
$290,827.40. She said this figure was subject to audit by the state Tax 
Deparbnent. 

She said 382 retUIns have been processed for a total assessment of 
364,441.10 with monies being attached at $82,859.14. She said the 
descrepancy is that this is a quarterly payment and not everybody paid up 
front. She said this is also subject to audit. She said they had 
processed 3,542 returns for a total refund to the citizens of $648,153.74. 

She reported on Personal Property taxes. To date 8,400 retUIns 
have been received and 11,000 fo:rms were mailed out. She said before the 
10% penalty was tacked on only 34% was being received. She said 76.4% 
have been received to date. 

She gave a report on Tax Relief. She said they processed 650 
mailouts and 451 appoinbnents for personal property and/or real estate tax 
relief. She said she is not able to provide the figures on tax relief as 
of this date. 

She gave the report on Business Licenses. She said 648 new and 
renewal Business Licenses have been issued as of May 17, 1994. 

She said she would go and get the figures for admissions tax so she 
could give a report on it. She asked if they wanted to make it a part of 
these minutes. 

Ms. Everett said she thought that would be best. 

IN RE: COMMONWEAL'IH ATIORNEY 

There was no report from the Commonwealth Attorney. 

IN RE: SHERIFF 

There was no report from the Sheriff. Ms. Everett said she and Mr. 
Haraway had visited the Sheriff's deparbnent and looked at the addition 
and had connnented on the good meals and how cost effective the operation 
was. 

IN RE: BUIIDING INSPECIOR 

IMayne Abernathy, Building Official, gave his report. He said 
there were 21 new dwellings in the month of April with a total value of 
$3,222,760.00. '!he fees collected were $7,447.00. The total building 
pennits issues for the month was 153, with a value of $3,838,247.00 and 
$15,250.50 worth of fees collected. He noted that this is $2,100,000.00 
over last year because of Rohoic Woods Apartments. He added that there 
were 416 inspection for the month of April. 

Ms. Everett asked if there were any new subdivisions. 

Mr. Abernathy said two more had been applied for but Mr. Knox could 
probably respond to the question in greater detail. 

IN RE: ANIMAL WARDEN 

John Mellick, Animal Warden, asked if there were any questions on 
his report. 

Ms. Everett stated that they had received a letter from Jim Godwin, 
President of the SPCA in support of the Micro Chip program.

Mr. Mellick said ... it could be proposed. that., the ~ adoption fee be 
increased fram $10.00 to $16.00. He said he did not feel it would have a 
maj or impact on the adoption rate ... He added that they could decide not to 
get into the Program, or table it for further research. 

Ms. Everett asked for feelings among the Board Members. There were 
none, so Ms. Everett asked that action be delayed until next month to 
study it more. 

IN RE: DIRECIOR OF PIANNING 

Mr. Wayne D.P. Knox, Director of Planning asked if there were any 
questions about his report. Mr. Knox answered the question asked of Mr. 
Abernathy about the mnnber of new subdivisions. He said there were 
approximately two or three plans which are being reviewed. 

1. Addition to Rohoic Woods. 
2. Addition to Sysonby Ridge. 
3. Poole Siding Estates. 
4. Potential development on River Road (108 units) 
5. Expansion of Mobile Home Park in McKenney (20 to 22 units) 

He said one of the main concerns has been drainage for the Planning 
Deparbnent and population for the School Board. He said they were trying 
to coordinante the effort with the School Board. He said they are also 
looking at the review process to try and tighten it up. He stated that 
the Water Authority has a new engineer, Robert Harrison. 

Mr. Bracey asked what the Board or County could do not to allow 
developers or individuals to build in swamps. He asked if it was going 
to take an ordinance or what. 

Mr. Knox said they were trying to work with the developers and the 
Subdivision connnittee to look at the ordinance and are looking at state 
mandated restrictions on Soil Erosion. 

He stated that by working with the Planning Connnision, staff and 
other reviewing agencies, we can tighten our ordinance. 

Mr. Bracey said all these' lots needed to be taken care of because 
they would only lead to a bigger problem. 

Mr. Knox said potential developers have not submitted anything on 
the subdivisions yet. 

Mr. Burgess added that water and sewer is the key. He said the 
county needs to get a better handle on sewage extensions in the area where 
the Water Authority is extending service. 

Mr. Bracey stated he felt we had a moral obligation to make' sure 
pebple are building on a lot that will drain and not become a swarrp. 

Ms. Everett asked about the developers of Walkers' landing 
Subdivision. 

Mr. Knox stated that he had not heard from the developer directly 
and has not been able to meet with him yet. 

Mr. Clay asked whether there were any ordinances on the books which 
would regulate where a person cOuld build. 

Mr. Knox said there was and it was a matter of what questions are 
asked. 

Ms. Everett asked about individual lots which have already been 
developed, and if engineering studies have been done. She asked if there 
was anything that could be done about those lots. 

Mr. Knox said that this was where an independent or third party 
engineer would fit in. 

Mr. Bracey connnented that the Water Authority is extending service 
without first checking with the Planning Departfuent. 
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Mr. Burgess stated that sometimes, when an Authority is established 
within a defined service area, it is not a problem, but when they extend 
past the service area they should have to come back before the Board for 
approval. He added that he felt this was something to think about. He 
said it all ties into the Comprehensive Plan wherein you start by thinking 
about where your service areas will be and therefore where the growth will 
occur in the county. He said in his estimation, the Water Authority is 
designating the growth areas. 

Ms. Everett said she felt it was because we had no Comprehensive 
Plan. 

Mr. Ted Baxter said the line to SUtherland is not a drainage line, 
but a sewage line and had nothing to do with stonn drainage. 

Mr. Haraway stated that in Mansfield South SUbdivision, he has seen 
in the past thirty days two or more foundations go up and many signs 
showing lots for sale. He asked if anything could be done to halt the 
issuing of permits until drainage problems are cleared up. 

Mr. Knox said he has seen localities do just that. He added that 
we would have to defer the issue to the County Attorney to see if it could 
be done. 

Mr. Haraway then asked about the Comprehensive Plan and suggested 
that with the hiring of a new Zoning Administrator, a calendar of events 
should be developed so it could be known when to expect the Plan to be 
C0.lTpleted. 

Ms. Everett said she was talking to Mr. Denny Morris, from Crater 
Planning, and he said he had met with the county and they were ready to 
move ahead. She said he suggested fast tracking, by holding a joint 
public hearing with the Board of Super:visors and Planning conunission. 

Mr. Moody added that the Planning Conunission had asked for 
additional meetings because they did not want to schedule these hearings 
on the same night as their regular meetings. 

Mr. Haraway asked if a calendar seemed to be a reasonable approach 
to the project. 

Mr. Bracey stated he felt it was the only way to go. 

Mr. Clay said he wanted to see it done quickly, but he also wanted 
it to be done right. 

Mr. Bracey agreed with Mr. Clay, and added that he did not want to 
see Mr. Davis, the new Zoning Administrator, sidetracked by other things. 

Ms. Everett felt we should move ahead with the Certification 
process as well. 

Mr. Moody asked Mr. Knox and Mr. Burgess to come up with a 
"Calendar of Events", on the Comprehensive Plan by the next meeting. 

Ms. Everett asked Mr. Knox about West Petersburg. 

Mr. Knox said it was beginning to move ahead again. He said a stop 
had been put on some of the jobs because they were not getting done 
right. He said there have been 10 additional jobs let, which brings the 
total to approximately 20 or 21. He reminded them that the goal of the 
project was 29 rehabilitation jobs. He said they were also working on the 
road constru.ction bid packets with J .K. Timmons. He said they hoped to 
get that out to bid by the end of this month and use the end of June as a 
starting date. 

Ms. Everett asked Mr. Knox to get back to them on the drainage 
problems. 

IN RE: Director of Social Services 

Peggy McElveen, Director of Social Services talked about the 
development of a statewide automation program, (ADAPr) Application Benefit 
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Deliver Automation Project), for all of the benefits programs provided by 
Social services. 

She distributed a '8Ompilation of the programs that Social services 
provide, and which will be on, the automation program. She said this 
program allO'iNS 2000 statewide eligibility workers to be connected on-line 
with several agencies and coordinates all of the major federal programs 
that Social Services is responsible for. 

She added that currently the deparbnent does not have sufficient or 
appropriate space to effectively carry out their responsibilities. She 
felt that nOW' was a good time to start planning ahead for the proj ect. 

Mr. Bracey asked if this infonnation was available to the general 
public. 

Ms. McElveen said that it was was. 

Ms. Everett stated that there were two appoinbnents coming up for 
the Social services Board. One for District I and one for District II. 
She said Tyrone Coleman, representative from District I, had moved and 
that was Mr. Moody's appoinbnent. She said the other appoinbnent was for 
District II, her district, because Mr. Aubrey Pennington's tenn ends and 
he did not wish reappoinbnent. She submitted the name, Arlick Brockwell, 
25115 Cox Road, Petersburg, Va., to serve a four year tenn as the 
appoinbnent to replace Aubrey Pennington. She said, both Mr. Pennington 
and Ms • McElveen have intervieWed Mr. Brockwell and have been impressed 
with him. She gave a brief history on Mr. Brockwell and asked for a 
motion to appoint him. 

Mr. Bracey asked about the procedure they were follOW'ing and 
reminded Ms. Everett that it was her idea to discuss appoinbnents before 
they were made. He said this procedure was not in keeping with what she 
had previously requested.

IN RE: IUBLIC HEARING 

A. FY 94-95 Proposed County Budget & School Board Budget. 

Mr. Charles Burgess gave an overview of the Budget. He stated that 
the Budget amount as proposed is $30,017,172.00, with no proposed tax 
increases proposed. He said total expenditures are up approximately 4%. 
On the local government side, salary increases are at a level of 2% for 
cost of living, and 2% for merit. constitutional officer employees will 
get 2.25% effective in December. New positions in the proposed budget, 
authorized through the state compensation board, Clerk for the Circuit 
Court Clerk's office; Sheriff's office, 4 correctional officers; Jail 
operations, one Road Deputy and one connnunications SUpervisor through 
local funding. He said the localities piCk up the fringe benefits 100% on 
these positions. He said there was funding for one firetruck in the 
amount of $190,000. He said landfill tipping fees in the amount of 
$600,000. He said regional agencies are funded at a maxinu.nn. of 3% 
increase over current level funding. 

On the revenue~ side of the budget, it is funded on the premise that 
$726,000 are used of our reserve funds, of this approximately $228,000 of 
the $726,000 is used for the retirement of a school bus bond issue, 
$190,000 figure for the firetruck, and tipping fees at the landfill. Mr. 
Burgess said these were the basic feature of the proposed budget. He 
asked the school board to make some cormnents. 

Mr. Greg Davis, Chainnan of the School Board, stated. that this year 
the process was changed in developing the budget. He said more input was 
allowed from the connnunity and better cooperation between the two boards 
and their administrators. He asked for full funding of the school board 
budget and asked Dr. Gaul to highl;Lght some of the items in the budget. 

Dr. Gaul, superientendant of Schools, stated that the budget 
allowed them to move forward with a 4% salary increase for professional 
staff. He said it would also allow them to make some adjusbnents to 
secretaries who have not been fairly compensated over the years, adjust 
their hours and increase their salaries 4% to 6%. He said they also had 
accomodation for bus driver at 6%, 4% for maintenence workers, and 14% 
increase for custodians (which barely gets them above the $5.00 per hour 
mark) and 4% to 6% for cafeteria workers. He said included in the budget 
were buses, free textbooks, and group life insurance. 

Ms • Everett open the public hearing and asked for those persons 
listed on the sign-up sheet to come forward when called, state their names 
and addresses clearly for the record. 

1. cornelia Roberts, Appomattox Regional Library, thanked the 
Board for consideration of budget, even though it was not fully funded. 
She said they had several projects as follows: 

1. Maintain and Improve Service to the County. 
2. Relocate the Rohoic station so it is more accessible to the 

citizens at the northern end of the county. 
3. Thanking the Friends of the Library and the Library Foundation. 
4. Sl.lI1Uller Reading Program. 
5. Enabling High Schools some linkage with each other. 
6. Offering a variety of services due to technology. 

Her hopes for the following year is that when they come back before 
the Board, there will be funding available and an increase in the use of 
the Library. 
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2. Thomas Van Pelt, Old Vaughan ROOd, stated that looking at the 
real estate as shown on the budget, under consumer utility taxes, the line 
is flat from last June thru June of 1995. He said this budget does not 
shaw the realized budget for 1993. He said the figure he found was about 
8,000 more which shaws there are increased dwellings in the county because 
the revenue derived on this item comes from telephone and electricity. He 
said because most of our money comes from the real estate books, we need 
to try and get the best information on our real estate books as possible. 
He asked that they also consider consolidating some govenunent services to 
reduce the cost and meet the inlprovement that we need. 

Ms. Everette asked if there was anyone else to make comments on the 
budget. 

Mr. Bracey asked for someone from administration to explain the 
decrease on Page 1, Line 1. He asked for explanation to why there is a 
decrease in real estate and why the county is in a minus situation. 

Mr. Burgess said around the first of the calendar year the 
Cormnissioner of the Revenue presents value estilnates for real estate and 
other items, and on the basis of these estilnates, the staff detennines 
what amounts of revenue is reasonable to expect that we will generate. He 
said the value estimates of last year were actually higher. He said the 
only reason a decrease has not been done in the expenditure side is 
becaUSe there had been an equal amount of overage in the personal property 
taxes. He said the $183,700.00 represents the decrease in anticipated 
revenues based on what has actually been realized for the current fiscal 
year. Mr. Burgess said as far as the process of construction activities 
appearing on the tax rolls, it is the Commissioner of the Revenue's 
responsiblity to get those values onto the landbooks so that the Treasurer 
can detennine what amount of tax needs to be collected. 

Mr. Bracey asked when will we see this revenue. He said they 
should understand that the budget is being prepared and passed with 
reserve funds. He asked what was going to happen next year when eve:ryone 
wanted to be funded. He said his problem was where were they going to get 
those funds because they could not keep dipping in the reserve. He felt 
somewhere taxes were going to have to be raised. 

Mr. Clay asked Mr. Burgess to list those items which are one-shot 
deals coming out of the rese:rve. 

Mr. Burgess stated that the following items are the main two items 
which can truly be considered one-shot deals: 

1. $228,000 to retire the debt service on the 1 million dollar 
bond issue for school bus purchase. 

2. $190,000 cost of the new firetruck. 

He said other items which require the increase from the Board last 
discussion and need funding from the cash reserve are as follows: 

1. Tipping fees to Virginia Bio-Fuels for refuse. 

2. Revised figure on the refinancing issue. 

He said these items comprise the $726,000 from the rese:rve. 

Ms. Everett said it should be pointed out that the fire truck is 
for the Ford Volunteer fire deparbnent and is really needed. 

Mr. Bracey said that was another thing that bothered him. He said 
this year it was Ford and next year it will be Old Hicko:ry who will need 
another truck. 

Mr. Clay said when he came on the Board there was a fund balance 
and he did not knaw then why there needed to be so many funds in rese:rve. 
He said he agreed to keep dipping into the fund until there was none. He 
said then they had to borrow money to pay taxes. He added that this was 
why he felt it was inlportant not to get below the 10% balance because it 
is hard to get the fund back above it.

Mr. Burgess said with the proposed budget it is still estimated 
that the reserve fund will be on or around 10% to 12%. 

Mr. Clay said that he preferred the $758,000 be put on a capital 
fund instead of operating fund because that way there is something to show 
for it. 

Mr. Burgess said the biggest change they have had in the last seven 
days is the revision of the tipping fees, revised from $358,000 to 
$600,000, which is an increase of $242,000. 

Mr. Bracey asked Mr. Burgess to explain what tipping fees were. 

Mr. Burgess said we compensated Virginia Bio-Fuels for general 
refuse at the rate of $29.50 per ton. He said the cost to the County to 
have that refuse processed will be in the neighborhood of $600,000 for the 
next fiscal year. He said it amounts to $50,000 a month to process the 
county's trash. 

Ms. Everett asked him to comment on School bus funding. 

Mr. Burgess stated that what had been proposed was an increase in 
local funding of 6% which represented an amount of $345,865. He said what 
county staff had proposed was to extract out of that approximately 
$228,000 which is the last payment on the bond issue on the school buses 
and actually carry that in the County debt se:rvice line. 

100%. 

Mr. Clay asked if this was the last payment on it. 

Mr. Burgess said it was. 

Mr. HaraWay said as a result, the school budget is being funded 

Mr. Burgess said for all intent and purposes that was true. To 
take advantage of different programs, he said the check for those. debt 
se:rvice payments' must be cut out of school funds. 

Ms. Everett asked if there were any agencies or departments who 
would like to speak and discuss the budget or comnents fonn the public. 

Mrs. Roberts asked if we would realize a savings from the tipping 
fees. 

Mr. Burgess asked Mr. King to make a statement on the issue. 

Mr. King said with the new regulations imposed by the EPA, the 
county had to look at another alternative to disposing of waste. He said 
co-composting was environinentall y safer and cheaper. 

Mrs. Everett thanked Mr. King and asked if there were any other 
comments. ' 

Mr. Haraway addressed the rese:rve. He said the auditors had 
requested 10% which was a rule of thumb. He said they now have 12% and 
the question is why are we at 12%. The reason he stated, was during the 
last fiscal year there was a balance of $1.2 million which was added to 
the fund balance. He said this was because revenue was greater than 
budgeted and expenses were less than budgeted. He said when you have a 
surplus of 1.2 million going into the rese:rve, he does not have a problem 
next year using $750,000 of the 1.2 million dollars. He said if it was 
bringing the reserve down below 10%, then he would have a problem with 
it. He said he would rather follow this procedure when there are smplus 
balances, rather than have a tax increase. He felt there was 
justification this year for doing this. 

Mr. Moody said he felt secure about staying at or above the 10%. 
He Said even thought there was quite a bit of rese:rve from last year, next 
year is going to be tighter and there would not be that much money to play 
with. 

Mr. Haraway said he believes the real estate tax . is 
underestimated. :ae said he also had a hard time understanding why there 
is a $183,000 decrease in real estate revenue. He said with all the new 
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construction going on in the county, he believes that $4,300,000 is 
understated and at the end of the year the figure will be a lot higher. 

Mr. Clay said it may be underfigured, but we have to work with the 
figures which are provided by the Connnissioner of the Revenue. 

Mr. Bracey said he felt there needed to be an Office of Finance and 
Public Work to take care of all of these things. 

Mrs. Everett closed the public hearing at this time and said it was 
slated for adoption on June 1, 1994 at 7:30 p.m. at Southside Elementary 
School. 

Ms. Ralph said anyone interested in being appointed to the School 
Board needed to submit a resmne' to the County Administrator's office by 
May 24th and will be given to the Board of SUpervisors. 

Mrs. Ralph stated that the tax rates had not changed and are as 
follows:

Ms. Everett said these rates would also be voted on at the same 
time the budget was voted on and asked for a motion to adjourn.

staff's position in the past on uses that require conditional use 
pennits, has been to impose conditions that best serve the County and 
adjacent property owners. '!his remains staff's position, even though this 
use has the potential to have a greater impact on its surrounding 
environment, although still permitted, than other conditional uses. 

staff's recommendation 

In order to assure compliance with Virginia Code section 
15. 1-491 (g) , it is stated that the public purpose for which this 
Resolution is initiated is to fulfill the requirements of public 
necessity, convenience, general welfare and good zoning practice. '!he 
Planning Cormnission, at its May 11, 1994 meeting, recammended that this 
application for a conditional use permit be denied. '!his decision was 
made despite having the following conditions listed: 

1. Before any construction can begin a site plan, prepared by an 
engineer, must be submitted to the Planning Department for approval. '!his 
site plan will include a grading plan showing the current topography at 
two foot contours and the finished site also at two foot contours. 

2. '!his conditional use pennit shall be reviewed for compliance

8. '!here shall be no more than twelve hundred (1,200) sows or 
fifteen thousand (15,000) total head allowed at this facility at anyone 
time.

Ms. Everett asked if the applicant would like to speak at this time. 

Mr. James L. Pridgen, Route 3, Box 55F, Blackstone, Va was 
present to support his request. He stated that he is in this to raise 
hogs; he would like to be a fanner and through this process you sometimes 
lose site of that.' He stated that he accepts all the conditions as 
written and would like the Board to consider an amendment to the 
application as he submitted it to the planning commission. He would like 
to downsize the operation to a 1200 sow Farrow to Feeder pig operation. 
'!hat will change condition #8 (there shall be no more than twelve hundred 
(1,200) sows or fifteen thousand (15,000) total head allowed at this 
facility at anyone time) to a total of 7,000 head allowed at this 
facility. He states that dOWI19izing the operation will drastically 
reduce the' number of pigs on the site. '!his will reduce the land required 
for waste disposal from a total of 160 acres to 50 acres of Bermuda grass 
land. '!his significantly downsizes the land required for waste 
disposal. With this one condition change he hopes this will be approved. 
He states there are two reasons for his decision to downsize the 
operation: 1. 5 to 10 years down the road when he did get the 
opportunity to have enough open land to add the finishing houses, he does 
not want to have to go back through this process. 2., It will give him 
the opportunity to go private and get away from carroll's Foods if at any 
point he had to. Mr. Pridgen states that what he means by a Farrow to 
Feeder operation is that the hogs will be raised three weeks in the Farrow 
house and they will have seven weeks in the _ Breeder; at age ten weeks, 
carroll Foods will piCk up the breeder pigs and take them to a finishing 
house in another location. Mr. Pridgen then asked if the Board will 
please make this one change. Mr. Pridgen would like to clear up a few 
conditions from the. planning commission _ meeting. He stated that 
downsizing -would eliminate some concerns that Chainnan Wood had over, 
there not being enough land because of rock outcropping. He further 
stated that this farm is a level farm (sites topographic map); there is a 
50-foot drop spread over approximately 2150 feet. He stated that another 
issue raised was about nitrates in the soil; this will be governed by the 
Management Plan provided by the Deparbnent of Soil, Conse:rvation. The 
above listed reasons were why I received a "no" vote from the Planning 
Conunission. This type of farming is a highly regulated type of farming; 
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this will prevent pollution. Another concern raised was in reference to 
odor; this odor is no worse than the odor produced by chicken fanus or 
dairy fanus that are operating in this area. 'This type of hog farm is not 
like the ones you grew up smelling. 'They are showered out and kept 
clean. As for the ground water issue; this operation will not effect 
ground water in wells that are of the bored type - 24 in. type that go 20 
to 30 feet down into the ground. 'The only possible effect it could have 
would be on a drilled well and then only if I happen to be in the same 
rock fracture that somebody else drilled in and then only if the rock did 
not have enough water. 'The odds are this would not happen. He stated 
there is a great market opportunity in this area. 'There is a 450,000 sow 
deficit. He stated he does not see traffic being a problem as this will 
be located on a four (4) lane highway. He stated that land value is 
another concern. He stated that two of his adjacent land owners are 
willing to sell him their land but one he could not afford the price. 'The 
other one called him and stated that he would be glad to sell his to him. 
He stated that the land value in this area is already low and he does not 
know what he would do to make it any lower. He stated that another 
concern is Corporate Hog Fanus and stated that he hopes we can learn from 
Kansas (sites report of April 1994 in the Direct Line, Kansas Pork 
Producers Council). He then asked the Board to give this due 
consideration and thanked everyone. 

Mr. Bracey stated that he needs to go back to the planning 
cormnission as he wishes to make changes in his plan. 

Mr. Ben Emerson, County Attorney, stated that his change is to 
decrease and not increase. If the Board would like the advice of the 
Planning commission you can seek that but you have the ability to change 
the conditions and do not have to accept their recommendations or 
conditions. 

Ms. Everett stated that we will now go ahead with the Public 
Hearing and asked that citizens limit their remarks to three (3) minutes. 

Floyd A. Hudson, 3509 Cox Road, Wilson, Va., stated that his 
property joins on the down-wind side of the proposed site. He is opposed 
to the proposed hog farm operation and submitted a petition which reads: 
''We, the citizens of Dinwiddie County, have been notified of a request 
to place a 1,00 to 1,200 sow, hog farm, in the Wilson's Virginia area. We 
are opposed and the following are some of our reasons: Odor, flies, 
devaluation of property, possible ground water contamination, possible 
drop in water table, and possible diseases. II 

Ms. Everett asked how many signatures the petition contains. 

Mr. Hudson stated this petition contains 337 signatures. 

Rebecca Hudson, 3509 Cox Road, Wilsons, Virginia, spoke in 
opposition. 

Richard Galbreath, 3108 Cox Road, Wilson, Virginia, spoke in 
opposition and strongly urged that the Board of Supervisors of Dinwiddie 
County thorough! y investigate, do research and enact ordinances and 
regulations before April 1995 to safeguard the citizens so this can be 
beneficial to the County. 

Diane Galbreath, 3108 Cox Road, Wilson, Virginia, spoke in 
opposition and stated that she simply wishes to pass on to the Board 
articles referencing her concerns. Also included in her submission to the 
Board was a letter from Mr. Ronald Abernathy, representing CORD, in 
opposition. He asked that his letter be made part of the public record. 

Ms. Everett stated that Mr. Abernathy called her and asked that 
his letter be read. Diane Galbreath then read Mr. Abernathy's letter. 

Iris Jordan, 10128 White Oak, Wilson, Virginia, spoke in 
opposition stating her concern for water pollution. 

Alfred PoWell, 3004 Cox Road, Wilson, Virginia, spoke in 
opposition. 

Marvin Springston, 2410 Springston Road, Wislon, Virginia, 
spoke in opposition. expanding. 
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Richard Nicely, '" 9913 White Oak," Wilson,' Virginia, spoke in 
opposition. 

Granville Maitland, 13410 Butte:rwood lane, stated this is an 
agriculture area and that he would like to see the vote postponed either 
way until more can be learned as enough is not known to make an 
intelligent decision. 

Kay Winn, 15211 Winnwood' lane, Dinwiddie, Virginia, stated 
that she just wants to ask some questions. She wants to know that if 
these people are concerned about putting the small hog fanner out of 
business then where were these people when the small tobacco fanners and 
small peanut fanners were being put out of business? She asks if raising 
hogs in any quantity is not agriculture, then what is it? She asks if 
Mr. Pridgen can't perform an agriculture function in an agricultural 
zone, then where can he perform it? She stated that the farmers deserve a 
place to perform a living too and if you can show her where in Dinwiddie 
County that place is she will gladly go there. She stated that she has 
done a lot of visiting in North Carolina in the past year and that there 
are very few people opposed to hog farming. She stated that manure is 
an organic fertilizer. 

Ms. Everett stated that Mr. Pridgen is allowed a fifteen (15) 
minute rebuttal. 

Mr. Pridgen stated that he has reduced his output by 70% of what 
he originally asked for. He stated that interest rates are not 
reachable. He stated that he has heard a lot of connnents that corporate 
hog farms are slaughtering family farms and would like to make the point 
that this process and over-government regulation is slaughtering the 
family farms as much as corporate farms. Corporate farms are asking 
family farms to contract with them and working with them to help the 
family farms do a better job. > He stated that if you start trying to 
regulate odor you will have to shut down the dai1:y and chicken fanners. 
He stated that in a democratic: society you have the opporb,mity to fail, 
in a communist society they do not allow you to fail; we are heading in 
the direction of communist type government with these county hearings 
because no one will allow you to fail. He feels that this is a reasonable 
request and that it can be accomplished without any problems. 

James crow, 5708 Monument Avenue, stated that he is the absentee 
land owner that Mr. Pridgen referred to earlier and that for the record 
he would like it to be known that he is opposed to this hog farm. 

Ms. Everett stated that the public hearing is closed and asked for 
comments from the Board Members. ' 

Mr. Clay stated that he lives across the road from a hog farm and 
has no problem with it but is concerned with agriculture in Dinwiddie 
County. He is concerned that if we are getting rid of tobacco and hogs 
then what is next. He further stated that he likes ham and bacon and pork 
products and if you do not raise them somewhere then he would hate to go 
the grocery store and not be able to find them. 

, Mr. Moody stated that he feels Mr. Pridgen made a good case for 
his application and he is right that farming is not what it used to be. 
Government regulation has made a Change and so has technology. You have 
to get bigger to make the same amount of money as you used to. He too is 
concerned about the farming business but he feels that with the public 
cormnent on this he would have to vote against it. ,He further stated that 
he feels that Dinwiddie County needs to set aside some property for 
these type of operations because the small farmer is not anymore. 

Mr. Bracey states that he understands both sides but that the 
letter from moo Sllll1S it up for us all and we do all have to live together 
and we have to respect one another. He feels that Mr. Pridgen should 
find someplace other than the Wilsons area for his operation. He also 
stated that he does have a problem with Mr. Pridgen coming in and 
changing the proposal that was submitted to the planning connnission. 

Mr. Haraway stated that, he cannot see a significant difference 
between this hog farm and the one they reviewed six months ago. He 
still has the same three concerns: the odor, decrease in property values 
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and enviromnental issues. Because of this he can not support this hCXJ 
fann. 

Ms. Everett stated that she shares these concerns also. In 
reviewing the petition opposing the hog fann she sees that the majority 
of the signatures are from citizens of the Wilson area. She shares the 
concern about the environment, the rock under the soil, the creek and the 
cormnunity opposition. She stated that the people in opposition are 
citizens who have been here for years and they have their property rights 
also. She stated that she is opposed to this. 

Upon motion of Mr. Bracey, seconded by Mr. Haraway, Ms. 
Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Bracey, Mr. Clay , Mr. Moody voting "aye", 
the request for the conditional use pennit request C-94-3 submitted by Mr. 
James Pridgen was denied. 

Ms. Everett called for a ten minute recess at 9:25 P.M ..

Mr. Kenny Williams, Chief of carson Volunteer Fire Deparbnent, 
stated that he is requesting a $10, 000 commibnent from Dinwiddie County 
for the purchase of a "used" salvage utility vehicle to be stationed in 
carson. 

Mr. Bracey asked for an explanation of the type of vehicle to 
which Mr. williams is referring and for what purpose it shall be used for. 

Mr. Williams stated that this is a salvage utility vehicle which 
means it has comparbnents on the inside and out, and is used to haul 
additional equipment such as lighting equipment. He further stated they 
have been shopping for such since November of last year. He stated that a 
new vehicle of this type would cost in the neighborhood of $150,000 and 
upward; the used cost would be in the neighborhood of $45 to $75,000. He 
stated that he will be asking Prince George for a commitment of $20,000. 
He· stated he is requesting a connnitment from Dinwiddie County 
contingent upon his inspection of the vehicle. He stated that the 
logistics can be worked out; he simply is trying to get a commibnent so 
he has some bargaining power. He stated he is going to New York this 
weekend to inspect the vehicle. 

Ms. Everett asked if this connnitment would also be contingent on 
the participation of the $20,000 from Prince George. 

Mr. Williams stated yes. He stated they are also taking money out 
of their own treasury, approximately $10,000, to go with the money he is 
requesting from Dinwiddie County and Prince George county. He stated 
that the current vehicle is no longer safe because it is carrying too 
much equipment. He stated that this will help the carson Volunteer Fire 
Deparbnent give· support to Dinwiddie County. 

Ms. Everett asked for Board discussion. 

Mr. Haraway asked what was the basis for his allocation of 
$10,000 from Dinwiddie County and $20,000 from Prince George. 

Mr. Williams stated that he had roughly $10,000 from his treasury. 
He stated that off the top of his head he was trying to come up with a 
reasonable figure from both sides. 

Mr. Clay stated that he believes it has always been customary for 
Dinwiddie County to pay 1/3. 

Mr. Clay stated that his only concern is that we did not get it 
into the budget. He further stated that he hates to keep going into the 
fund balance but would like to see support for the volunteer fire 
deparbnent. He stated he would like to see us put $5,000 now and $5,000 
out of the next years budget. 

Mr. Williams stated that we can work out the logistics. They have 
been in contact with the bank and they have stated they will work with 
them in any way possible. 

Upon motion of Mr. Bracey, seconded by Mr. Moody, Ms. Everett, 
Mr. Haraway, Mr. Bracey, Mr. Clay, Mr. Moody voting "aye" a commitment 
of $10,000 for carson Volunteer Fire Dept. to purchase a salvage utility 
vehicle contingent on participation of $20,000 from Prince George County 
and on inspection of the vehicle was approved. 

IN RE: VIRGINIA BY-WAY DESIGNATION - ROUTE OF LEE I S REI'REAT 

Ms. Ralph reads a letter from Art Buehler of the Deparbnent of 
COnServation and Recreation: 
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last December !.ee's Retreat Tourism Consortium hosted a tour of the 
!.ee's Retreat Route which consists of Dinwiddie, Nottoway, Amelia, 
Prince Edward, CUmberland and Appomatox Counties. Personnel from the 
Deparbnent of Conservation and Recreation who attended the tour were 
iIrpressed by the beauty and sense of historical iIrportance associated with 
the route. The Deparbnent of COnservation and Recreation was subsequently 
asked to evaluate the route and detennine if it would qualify for Virginia 
B¥way designation. 

Virginia B¥ways are defined by the General Assernbl y as state roads 
" •. . having relatively high aesthetic or cultural value, leading to or 
within areas of historical, natural or recreational significance." The 
Conunonwealth Transportation Board is responsible for the official 
designation, and the Deparbnent of conservation and Recreation is required 
by the legislation to cooperate with the Deparbnent of Transportation in 
the evaluation process. 

Ms. Ralph stated that what is required from the localities involved 
is that we have a Comprehensive land Use Plan in place and support or 
endorsement from the governing bodies. The route would be from Five 
Forks on Courthouse Road to 460 and then Route 708 at Olgers store in 
SUtherland all the way to the Amelia County line. She stated that a 
particular concern for her in the meeting was "does this request or 
designation in any way restrict the zoning control in the area", which she 
was told by the officials there that it does not. The Virginia B¥ways 
Legislation was designed as a recognition act and does not place any land 
use restrictions or controls on a designated Byway. She stated that the 
only provision in the law is that preference be given to reasonably 
protect the aesthetic or cultural value of the Byway. 

Mr. Bracey asked if adoption of this resolution will effect us 
like the historical society in Petersburg which hampers their 
development of housing in the area. He asked if we are sure that we can 
still do what we want to do with our property. 

Ms. Ralph answered that at the meeting, they stated that it did not 
place any land controls on the locality. 

Mr. Burgess added that any restrictions that would come about 
from such a designation would be placed in your zoning ordinance. 
Anything that would happen would be initiated at a local level through the 
Planning Commission and the Board of Supervisors. 

Upon motion of Mr. Bracey, seconded by Mr. Clay, Ms. Everett, Mr. 
Haraway, Mr. Bracey, Mr. Clay, Mr. Moody voting "aye", the following 
resolution was adopted: 

WHEREAS, the Dinwiddie County Planning commission has prepared a 
comprehensive plan for the physical development of the land within 
Dinwiddie County and is in the process of updating that plan; and 

WHEREAS, Dinwiddie County has a comprehensive zoning ordinance 
which defines the conditions by which development and signage may take 
place within the County; and 

WHEREAS, Dinwiddie County recognizes that the historic Route of 
!.ee's Retreat encompasses sections of Rt. 627, Courthouse Road, from Five 
Forks to Rt. 460 and Rt. 708 from Rt. 460 to the Amelia County Line; and 

WHEREAS, Dinwiddie County acknowledges that the designation of the 
Route of Lee's Retreat as a Virginia Byway shall promote the aesthetic and 
cultural value of this historically significant and naturally scenic 
corridor; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of supe:rvisors of 
Dinwiddie County, Virginia requests the Virginia Deparbnent of 
Conse:rvation and Recreation and the Virginia Deparbnent of Transportation 
to designate the sections of State Routes 627, and 708 in Dinwiddie 
COunty, which are in included in the Route of Lee's Retreat, as a Virginia 
B¥way: and 

BE IT FURIHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supe:rvisors of Dinwiddie

Everett, Mr. Haraway, Mr. Bracey, Mr. Clay, Mr. Moody voting "aye" the 
following resolution was adopted: 

WHEREAS, the 1990 Clean Air Act Amendment required that the 
Envirorunental Protection Agency (EPA) review the Richmond ARea to 
ascertain if it met the requirements for ground level ozone; and 

WHEREAS, in 1991, the EPA classified the Richmond Area as 
non-attairunent for ground level ozone, primarily due to exceedances of the 
ozone standard in 1988; and 

WHEREAS, on November 12, 1992, the Virginia Deparbnent of 
Envirorunental Quality requested a redisignation of the Richmond Area to 
attairunent status based on having less than three exceedances in three 
consecutive years; and 

WHEREAS, on August 17, 1993, the EPA published a proposal to 
classify the Richmond Area as attainment based on the data submitted; and 

WHEREAS, during the smnmer of 1993, there were a total of 5 
exceedances of the ozone standard, one in Chesterfield County, one in 
Hanover County and three at the Charles City monitor, between June 24, 
1993 and July 28, 1993; and 

WHEREAS, if the Richmond Area was indeed non-attainment for ozone, 
in order to avoid sanctions, the Commonwealth of Virginia was to submit a 
control strategy implementation plan for the Richmond Area, which would 
have detailed how the area would be brought into attainment, by November 
24, 1993; and 

WHEREAS, on January 20, 1994, the EPA advised the Governor of the 
Cornrnonweatlh of a finding of "failure to make a submittal" for the 
Richmond Area since "redesignation requests do not relieve either a state 
from the CAA.'s requirements and associated deadlines or EPA from its 
responsibility to make findings pursuant to section 179 (b)"; and 

WHEREAS, the January 20, 1994 letter urged the "Commonwealth to 
proceed to adopt the programs and plans required in the Richmond moderate 
ozone nonattairunent area and to submit them to the EPA as SIP (State 
Inplementation Plan) revisions as soon as possible so that sanctions may 
be avoided"; and 

WHEREAS, the Proposed Disapproval of the Request to Redesignate the 
Richmond Ozone Nonattairunent Area to Attainment and the Associated 
Maintenance Plan appeared in the Federal Register, Volume 59, Number 20, 
on January 31, 1994; and 
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WHEREAS, at the March meeting of the Richmond Metropolitan Planning 
Organinization, members of the staff of the Virginia Department of 
Environmental Quality presented a proposed time schedule for meeting the 
requirements of the EPA; and 

WHEREAS, no visible progress has been achieved toward the meeting 
of the schedule as promulgated at the March meeting of the Richmond MR), 

which places the region at least 6 weeks behind in meeting that schedule; 
and 

WHEREAS, on March 4, 1994, the Division Administrator of the 
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) advised the state Secretary of 
Transportation that "no new transportation plans or TIPs may be found to 
confonn in the Richmond nonattainment area after March 24, 199411 , and that 
the existing transportation plan and TIP confonnity detenninations will 
lapse altogether on November 24, 1994. 

WHEREAS, the FHWA also advised in the letter of March 4, 1994, that 
"once confonnity lapses, only limited types of projects will be allowed to 
proceed" and that the "only way to avoid these implications is for 
Virginia to make the required 15 percent VOC SIP submittal for the 
Richmond nonattainment area"; and 

WHEREAS, on April 8, 1994, a letter, from the Assistant 
Administrator for Air and Radiation of the EPA, was transmitted to the 
Governor of the Cormnonwealth of Virginia, which advises the Governor of a 
U. So Court of Appeals decision that could bring sanctions onto the 
Richmond Area as early as July 15, 1994. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Dinwiddie County Board of 
SUpervisors does hereby request the Honorable Governor of the Cormnonwealth 
of Virginia to direct the Virginia Deparbnent of Enviromental Quality to 
expeditiously address the concerns of the Federal agencies in regard to 
the transmission of plans, that those agencies deem essential, in order to 
meet the deadlines in order to avoid sanctions that would jeopardize 
needed public projects and private economic development. 

BE IT FIJRI'HER RESOLVED, that the· Honorable Governor of Virginia 
direct the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality to review, in 
detail, the data from the various ozone monitoring stations for the 
Richmond area that have exceeded the ozone standard to detennine the 
origin of the pollutants that react to fo:rm ozone and the impact of wind 
on the transport of these pollutants. 

BE IT FIJRI'HER RESOLVED, that should the source of the pollutants be 
detennined, that every possible avenue be taken to have the pollutants 
decreased at the source. 

BE IT FIJRI'HER RESOLVED , that in view of the possible incursion of 
the Federal agencies into local land use decisions, that the Honorable 
Governor of the Cormnonwealth, direct the Virginia Attorney General -to use 
whatever resources are available to him to take corrective actions in this 
regard. 

BE IT FIJRI'HER RESOLVED, that the Honorable Governor of the 
Cormnonwealth also direct the Virginia Attorney General to review, consider 
and take appropriate action in regard to the Clean Air Act and the rules 
that have been promulgated by the various federal agencies. 

BE IT FIJRI'HER RESOLVED, that the Members of the Virginia Delegation 
to the U. S. Congress be advised of the impact that this Act, Amendment 
and rules are having on the Richmond Area. 

BE IT FIJRI'HER RESOLVED, that the Members of the Virginia General 
Assembly be advised of the impact that this Act, Amendment and rules are 
having on the Richmond area. 

2. Mr. Burgess stated the next item located in the package is 
an invoice from the Virginia Association of Counties that represents 
Dinwiddie County's share of the cost associated with the negotiations 
for a contract with Virginia Power for electrical service.

3. Mr. Allen. Linsey, 23925 Gaydell Dr., Petersburg, VA 23803, 
is concerned with the EMS service of the county and the lack of 24 hour 
coverage, as well as the inadequate response time at an average of 16 
minutes by Dinwiddie Volunteer Rescue Squad. He stated two months ago the 
Volunteer Fire Deparbnents applied for an EMS license with the intent that 
all areas of the county could receive an improved response time if they 
were able to provide EMS services. '!here seems to be a great resistance 
from the Rescue Squad to the Fire Departments in getting their EMS license. 

Mr. Moody stated citizens from his district are very concerned 
with this issue and would like Ford VFD to get back into the First 
Responder Program and they are concerned with the lack of coverage in his 
area. 

Mr. McKensie commented the County needs EMS coverage 24 hours a 
day as in 1989 his family called for assistance wherein Dinwiddie 
Volunteer Rescue Squad never responded and Southside Virginia Rescue Squad 
had to come from Petersburg and his sister died. He has been 
uncomfortable with that situation and hopes it never happens to anyone in 
the County again.

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This being the time, and place as advertised in the Dinwiddie 
Monitor Newspaper on July 20, 1994,' and July 27, 1994, for the Board of 
Supervisors to conduct a public hearing to consider the request submitted 
by Lloyd Boisseau, Parker oil Company, to amend the zoning ordinance of 
Dinwiddie County to allow construction of a propane bulk storage facility 
per Sections 22-5 and 22-71 of the Zoning Ordinance. The property is 
located on Tax Parcel 70-21 situated off of State Route #650, 
approximately three-tenths of a mile from the Dewitt exit of Interstate 85. 

Mr. Wayne Knox, Director of Planning, advised this was a text 
amendment change to allow propane storage tanks in M-2 and A-2 zoning 
areas. He advised Section 22-223 of the Zoning Ordinance lists "petroleum 
storage" and "petroleum refining" as permitted uses as a matter of right 
in the M-2, General Industrial, zoning district, i.e., the uses do not 
require a conditional use permit. A propane bulk storage facility can be 
considered to be a similar use to petroleum storage. Since one of the 
general principles of a zoning ordinance is to attempt to group similar 
uses into the same zoning category, it would appear a propane bulk storage 
facility is best suited for the M-2 zone, along with petroleum storage. 
However, staff feels that a propane bulk storage facility with a 
conditional use permit should be permitted also in the A-2, General 
Agric~ltural District. The requirement of a conditional use permit would 
permit the inclusion of conditions and safeguards that would provide for 
the general health, safety and welfare. This recommendation is consistent 
with Section 15.1-489 of the code of Virginia relative to purposes of 
zoning ordinances and section 15.1-488 of the Code of Virginia. 

Mr. Knox advised Section 15.1-488 states that "regulations shall 
be uniform for each class or kind of buildings and us~s throughout each 
district, but the regUlations in one district may differ from those in 
other districts." Therefore, the placement of a propane bulk storage 
facility in the A-2 zoning classification (a less intensive zoning 
category) with a conditional use permit and permitting the us~ as a matter 
of right in the M-2 zoning district (a more intensive zoning category) 
would satisfy the requirements of Section 15.1-488 of the Code of 
Virginia. The propane bulk storage facility would be listed as section 
22-71(59) in the A-2 zone and section 22-223(10) amended to read

Mr. Knox stated that although the Planning commission recommends 
both sections be changed, upon further review by the staff their 
recommendation is that' action be taken on A-2 districts and requested 
action on M-2 districts be tabled until further 'research is done and 
further consideration by the Planning commission is done.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICE FINANCE SUB-COMMITTEE 
B13E.QlIT 

The E.M.S. Finance Sub-Committee was established to 
determine the employment needs of paid emergency medical service 
personnel to supplement the volunteer E.M.s. personnel in providing 
24 hour per day coverage for Dinwiddie County. It is important to 
define when the volunteer organizations within the county are 
unable to provide B.L.S. or A.L.S. service since the Dinwiddie County 
E.M.S. Task Force was established to reinforce, not to replace, the 
valuable services provided by volunteer Emergencies Medical 
Services personnel. 

The members of this sub-comnlittee are Edward B. Titrnus, 
Chainnan, Donald Lee Haraway, and Jon R. Donnelly. It should be 
noted two of the above are not members of the Dinwiddie County 
E.M.S. Task Force as appointed by the Dinwiddie County Board of 
Supervisors. The Chairman and membership of the Task Force 
agreed due to the positions held by both Mr. Donnelly and Mr. 
Haraway, it was important their expertise be utilized on this sub­
committee. 

Attached and made a part of this report are two handouts 
given to the Dinwiddie County E.M.S. Task Force on Monday, August 
8, 1994, by Ms. Sheri Hoover, Chairman of the Task Force. One of the 
reports is a list of the membership of D.V.R.S. and the other is a 
D.V.R.S. volunteer schedule shOwing the availability on a Monday­
Friday basis. You will note there is not a schedule of weekend 
coverage; however, there is 24 hour per day coverage provided by 
volunteers for Saturday and Sunday as stated by Ms. Hoover, 
President of D.V.R.S. 

In reviewing the schedule, you will note there are times from 6 
PM - 6 AM when the volunteers have to end their shift early due to 
their work schedule. It should be noted in order to cover these hours 
it would necessitate bringing paid personnel in at an earlier hour 
than normal to cover the time period when there is no coverage 
provided by Dinwiddie County volunteers. The same situation would 
apply if volunteer personnel were unable to begin their duty 
schedules on time due to their employment. 

It would be necessary for D.V.R.S. to submit a monthly schedule 
for the following month by the 25th of the preceding month in order 
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to hav'e piUd~persolinel';;~heduled to provide E.M.S. service when 
volunteers are not available. This is important since paid personnel 
need to have a schedule in advance for the hours they are required 
to work. Once rJ1e schedule -is knOWIl~ no unit will go out of service 
without having a replac~nlent. 

Currently, both volunteers and paid personnel are scheduled 
and supervised by D.V.R.S. since they operate under the D.V.R.S. 
license. This has'caused some problems since the paid employees are 
employees of Dinwiddie County; however, scheduling and supervision 
are handled by D.V.R.S. The Dinwiddie Volunteer Rescue Squad ' 
requires tllis since tlle Squad is liable for those personnel rendering 
service through its license~ Even though this is true, it is difficult to 
have the county held liable for employment policy violations or 
grievances if it has no control over the supervision of its personnel. 

Edward B. Titmus asked iVIr. Donnelly if it was possible for 
Dinwiddie 'County to secure its own E.M.S. license for operation. He 
stated tlle county could do this and there are counties' that have their 
own licenses as well as licensed volunteer groups within those 
counties. Ms. Hoover stated it would relieve D.V.R.S. of a lot of stress 
if Dinwiddie County had its own license~ 

The sub-cOlnmittee recommends Dinwiddie County secure.its 
own license to provide E.M.S. patient care at the A.L.S. level. This 
would bring paid personnel of the County under the supervision of 
their employer, Dinwiddie County. However, any other volunteer 
group would be welcome to operate under the County's E.M.s. license 
in providing patient care. This would remove from D.V.R.S. any 
liability other than that of its own personnel. 

The sub-committee also recommends Dinwiddie County secure' 
its own ambulance and a centrally-located facility from which paid 
personnel would respond to emergency calls. That arrangement 
would enable paid personnel and volunteer squad members to work 
effectively togetller to provide Basic Life Support and Advanced Life 
Support emergency care to all residents of the County in ,a timely and 
efficient manner. 

Paid staff would be able to support and/or supplement D.V.R.S. 
when no volunteer ambulance is available because of staffing or 
because the volunteer crew already is working an emergency call. At 
those times when one or more volunteer crews are aVailable, the 
paid personnel would respond in a support capacity according to 
need, i.e. an emergency call th"at requires patient care at the 
Advanced Life Support level when no other A.L.S. crew is available. 
Coopera,tion and coordination of resources would be key elements of 
this system. ' 

Once Dinwiddie County receives its state E.M.S. license, has a 
vehicle, and secures a location from which paid personnel can 
operate, the paid employees would work under the supervision of 
their employer. Daytime E.M.S. operations of all E.M.S. segments 
would be the responsibilitY of Dinwiddie County in consultation with 
the D.V.R.S. Captain or another des-ignated officer. Night-time 
operations of alIE.M.S. segments would be the responsibility of the 
D.V.R.S. Captain, or another designated officer, in consultation with 
the County. 
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Diffe..rences of opinion would be handled at the time in a 
professional manner and, above all, in the best interest of patient 
care. Any incident or complaint would be submitted in writing with 
documentation to the County Administrator. It would then be 
reviewed at an appropriate time by an appropriate forum to be 
determined by the County Board of Supervisors. 

Initially, the county should employ two full-time paid 
employees to provide A.L.S. coverage. These employees would be on 
a required 36 hour per week schedule with an available 4 hours to 
cover when volunteers leave early or come late due to their work 
schedules. Overtime would only be utilized when a situation arises 
necessitating it for the county to have E.M.S. coverage. These 
employees would receive the same benefits of other county 
employees. 

the hourly rates of pay would be based upon the individuals' 
training and E.M.S. certification which are current and in force as 
required for their Commonwealth of Va. E.M.S. certification. The 
hourly rates recommended are as follows for both full-time and 
part-tinle employees:

All hours not covered by full-time employees will be covered 
by part-time employees working at the same hourly rates with no 
benefits.

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Mrs. Everett asked if Mr. Titmus had any further comm~nts 

regarding the report. He said the Task Force questioned whether they 
should continue meeting on a weekly basis. The Task Force decided that if 
there were any parts of the recommendation that the Board of Supervisors 
did not agree with, they would meet and take that part back for 
reconsideration. He stated the committee was criticized for not 
presenting exact cost figures. However, when he received the instructions 
from the Board of Supervisors on July 12, there was nothing in the letter 
which instructed the Task Force to establish cost. They were to make 
recommendations on what they thought would be the best emergency medical 
service provided to the residents of Dinwiddie County. 

Mr. Haraway stated cost is important; however, the service to the 
citizens is more important., He anticipates cost estimates of labor and 

,benefits to be a maxl,mum of $100,000; purchase of an ambulance to be 
$120,000; rental of a facility, at $1,000 per month; contingencies to be 
$18,000. For planning purposes, the most he feels it would cost the 
county would be $250,000 annually. Mr. Titmus stated the county has been 
incurring the expenses of paid personnel and feels the only additional 
cost to the county would be benefits, the cost of a vehicle and a place to 
work from. 

Upon motion of Mr; 'Bracey, seconded by Mr. Haraway, Mr. Moody, 
Mr. Clay, Mr. Bracey, Mr .

IN RE: DISCUSSION WITH AREA LEGISLATORS SENATE BILL 2008 -- 3% 
BENEFIT INCREASE FOR CURRENT AND FUTURE RETIREES 

Senator Stephen H. Martin, appeared before the Board and stated 
that years ago state employees were not taxed on their retirement pensions 
because they felt that they could not'contribute as much to their pensions 
as they should so the employees were not taxed to compensate for this. 
Then there had to be some changes made because Federal employees wanted 
the same benefit of not being taxed as the state employees. So now both 
Federal and State employees are taxed on their retirement pensions. To 
compensate for being taxed, all retired constitutional officers and their 
employees and all professional school board retirees will get the 3% 
increase paid by the state. Retirees of the County, the Social Services, 
and non professional school board employees will not receive the increase 
unless the Board approves it and funds it. 

Delegate Riley E. Ingram, came before the Board and stated that 
the reason that the General Assembly did not mandate that State and County 
employees both would get the increase is because the County would have to 
provide it for their employees. 

Mrs. Everett wanted to know if the State would reimburse the 
County if they decided to give it to their employees. Senator Martin 
stated that the county would be responsible for the increase for their 
employees. 

Delegate Jay W. DeBoer, stated that Constitutional Officers are a 
blend of state and County so the state will pick up their half of the 
increase and the locality must pick up the other. 

Mr. Clay stated that the General Assembly may not have actually 
mandated the Board to pass the increase for county employees but feels 
like what other choice do they have. He stated that they would be bad 
guys if they didn I t vote for the increase; so they" haven I,t been mandated, 
but what choice do they have. 

Mr. Haraway stated that he did not understand why the General 
Assembly thought' that this increase was necessary. He stated that the 
Virginia Retirement Plan is a "Cadillac Retirement Plan". Other 
businesses could not afford to pay anywhere near the 20% that Virginia 
pays toward their employees retirement plans and pay for social security.

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Mrs. Everett .than:k:ed Mrs. Jones for taking the time to came 
before the Board arxl discuss her concerrtS and she would pass her concerrtS 
onto Ronald Reekes, Virginia Deparbnent of Transportation, Resident 
Engineer. Mrs. Everett stated that she thought that Mr. Reekes was aware 
of her concerrtS but she would certainly remind hiin.· 

2. Winston Stables, 4302 SUnset Drive, Petersburg, VA. He 
stated that he was most grateful for the "NO 'lHRIJ '!RUCKS" sign that was 
put on sunset Drive and Franklin street; he could already see how it has 
helped. Mr. Stables advised the Board that durrg;> trucks pass by his house 
every few minutes. '!he biggest majority of the trucks are 10 wheelers but 
there are some 18 wheelers. '!Wo weeks ago there was an accident in Mr. 
Stables yard, which irwolved a truck and a car. He stated that Mrs. 
Everett was nice enough to make sure that they were O.K. No one was hurt 
seriously but the 10 wheeler hit a very lm:ge tree in his yard whiCh will 
now have to be taken up. Mr. Stables had a letter from Mr. Eugene 
Phillips who could not be present. '!he letter talks about an accident 
that Mr. Phillips was irwolved in with a dump truck. He was struck and 
forced into a house and wanted the Board to be aware that he was also very 
concexned. 

Mr. Stables also wanted to advise the Board that about twenty 
years ago he and other citizens in the area had the same concerrtS. It was 
not as big of a problem then as it is now. '!here}'las a meeting held 
between the citizens, Mrs. Eva scott from the General Assembly and three 
officials from lDnestar, which is now Tannac. '!hey talked at length and 
the men from lDnestar advised the citizens that they had no control over 
private owned trucks but they did have control over their own and they 
would be glad to reroute them to 460. Mr. Stables stated that lDnestar 
did just what they said they would do and lDnestar told the citizens to 
notify them if they saw any of their trucks using Route 226. He feels 
that the neighbo:rbood is a mixture of all age groups, school age children 
that ride the bus and elderly people. If it continues on any longer 
someone is going to be seriously hurt. He recommended that the trucks be 
rerouted or the speed limit be lowered. 

3. Trooper stan Chappell, 23601 Cox Road, Petersburg, VA 23803, 
appeared before the Board. He stated that he has been a resident there 
for over 16 years and he is there to advise the Board of the citizens that 
live on Cox Road that were unable to be at the Board Meeting. On November 
4, 1994 a dump truck coming out of Tannac going towards the city had a 
wheel came off the truck in front of Gentry Well Works which struck a 
porch on a house. '!Wo small children live in the house and if it was 
another time of the day the children could of been in the yard playing and 
there could of been some serious problems. '!he risk could be eliminated 
if the traffic could be rerouted. Route 460 is a four lane divided 
highway and they should be using it. '!here has been a lot of problems 
with enforcement; he stated that he could stay busy right in his area but 
one man could not do it all. He stated that he had some concern with the 
speed limit but it would be best if the trucks could be rerouted. If it 
is not' an option to reroute the trucks then the least that could be done 
is to lower the speed limit. 

4. First Sergeant Bob McCulloch, 8312 Halifax Road, Petersburg, 
VA. He is the First Sergeant in chm:ge of Division 1; Area 7 that 
encompasses the City of Petersburg, and the Counties of Dinwiddie and 
Nottoway. He addressed the same concerrtS of Trooper stan Chappell and 
also stated that the road is not designed for tractor trailer or lm:ge 
truck traffic. If the speed limit is lowered he advised that he could not 
dedicate troopers for the speed limit purpose. He has twenty troopers to 
cover the city of Petersburg and the Counties of Dinwiddie and Nottoway. 
Some of the troopers are on special assignment and he has fourteen 
troopers that he can rely on to cover two counties and one city for 24 
hours a day coverage. He stated that he was not saying any of these 
things in a facetious manner. '!he answer is posting "NO 'lHRU '!RUCKS" 
signs. He stated that lowering the speed limit may be a solution but he 
could not dedicate' troopers for that purpose. With cellular telephones 
and various other sources of communication, just as soon as one trooper is 
in the area everyone knows it and slows down and just as soon as the 
trooper moves on the speed goes backup. '!he ultimate answer is posting 
signs "NO THRU '!RUCKS". '!here is no reason for the trucks being on Route 
226. 'Ihey could just as easily access Route 460 which is a four lane

She wanted to speak directly about Rohoic Elementary 
School because she felt that she was aware of their needs. Ba.ck in June 
she spoke with Wayne Knox, Director of Planning. She was really surprised 
to find that there is a lot of building going on in Rohoic I s school 
district which is not a very big area. '!here are plans for almost 300 
hundred homes being built in the Rohoic school district. She stated that 
this CIP Program is very much in need. Not only does Rohoic want it but 
other schools want it too. 

7. vicky Watson, 2828 Sutherland Road, SUtherland, VA 23885. 
She was also there to speak about the proposed School CIP Program. She 
was there representing Midway Pm. She stated that the Board of 
SUpervisors and the School Board have all the parents support on this 
Program. '!he Program offers much of the needed improvements to the 
schools. 'Ihe Program will not only make our schools look better but it 
will improve safety issues, such as the loading and unloading of the 
children from the school buses. By improving the technology in our school 
system it will give the children a better chance to find good jobs once 
they get out of school.

Reverend Peter Jeffrey, Pastor of First Baptist Church in West 
Petersburg came before the Board and wanted to disclose that he was not a 
resident of West Petersburg or Dinwiddie County and asked permission to be 
the spokesperson for this particular issue. 

Mrs. Everett advised him that that would be fine. 

Reverend Jeffery stated that WP'i1A wanted permission to apply for 
a grant and the Board's approval to receive the funding should they be 
selected. It is a Federal Grant which funds under Title V, kn<:Mn as JJDP 
funds. It is available through a competitive grant process to support 
delinquency prevention efforts in local communities. 'lhese grant funds, 
not to exceed $50,000, must be awarded to local units of government but 
can be targeted to particular conmrunities. 'lhe Office on Youth has been 
asked to serve as the local government agency that would oversee the 
administration of the grant with the School Board serving in the capacity 
of fiscal agent. WPVA would serve as the employing office for the 
coordinators who would be responsible for program c::onponent 
iIrplementation. 'lhe application deadline to apply for the grant is this 
Friday, November 18, 1994. 

Sharon Yates, Chairperson of the Youth Commission in Dinwiddie 
County, came before the Board and stated that her organization would serve 
as the Prevention Policy Board if the grant was approved. 

Mr. Bracey asked if WPVA would be financially responsible. 
Reverend Jeffrey stated that ultima.tely the County would be responsible. 
If WP'i1A accomplishes what it has said that it will accomplish then the 
Board and the County will not incur any liability what so ever. 'lhe only 
tllne that the Board or the County would be liable is if WPVA falls short 
of what they promised to do. 

Mr. Bracey wanted reassurance that Reverend Jeffrey and his 
organization would not come back in a year saying that they had fallen· 
short and they needed the County's help. 

Ray Watson, Assistant to the Superintendent for Finance and 
Teclmology, came before the Board. He stated that he shared the Board's 
concerns and also stated that he was concerned about the liability of 
unemployment compensation for the people that WP'i1A proposes will be hired 
part-tllne. Mr. watson stated that he was confident that WP'i1A could handle 
their part. He stated that he supported it because it was very hard to 
tell a stUdent that they are facing expulsion and this program could help 
with troubled young adults. He will be auditing them very carefully. 

Reverend Jeffrey wanted to comment on Mr. Watson's concern about 
unemployment compensation.

The agreement relieved Norfolk Southern Corporation of any 
liability in case someone was hurt crossing over their track to get to 
their home. The agreement also stated that the residents would pay a 
maintenance fee to the railroad to help maintain the crossing. 

Norfolk Southern Corporation gave the citizens until Friday, 
November 18, 1994 in order to sign the agreement. If they would not sign 
it then the railroad would close off the railroad track that leads into 
their residences. 

Mr. Knox has had extensive colWersations with the residents, 
Norfolk Southern Corporation, their attorney' and the county attorney and 
the railroad is within their rights. '!he railroad has taken it all the 
way to the State Supreme Court and they won. '!he residents along the road 
told Mr. Knox that they are not opposed to signing an agreement but. they 
want more infonnation from the railroad first. 

Mrs. Everett suggested that maybe someone from Norfolk Southern 
came and speak to the Board.

He stated that he 
supports the proposed CIP Program fully and hopes that the Board will 
allocate the dollars needed so that the County schools can be renovated.

2. Explore additional benning, tree planting, man-:-made 

partitions, particularly on the north side, as a means of noise deflection. 
3. SUbmit a sound study perfo;rmed on or by' November 20, 1994 

performed by an independent certified. specialist, mutually agreed: upon by 
the applicant arrl the Planning Department, with the focus on minimizing 
the impact of noise. 'Ibis study shall be submitted to the Planning 
Department. 

4. Continue to work with· residents group to minimize the impact 
of noise arrl traffic on the surrounding areas. 
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5. The Planning camrnission will perform review of status and 
impact of events and studies at end of racing season (November 1994). 

6. The County in conjunction with the applicant will develop a 
lOOnitoring system of racing start and finish times.

Please note that the difference between their present hours of 
operation and proposed hours of operation is the addition of a "rain 
date" in the event of inclement weather during a special event. 

Staff feels the applicant has complied with the performance 
criteria listed previously. landscaping has been completed per the site 
plan with additional landscaping being planned in the near future. The 
applicant has explored additional sound abatement measures by contracting 
with Lewis S. Goodfriend and Associates, an independent certified sound 
specialist. This company was nRltually agreed upon by staff and the 
applicant after reviewing, the company's qualifications and the 
specialist's ability to perfonn a sound study suitable to the County's 
needs. In addition, staff required the sound engineer to follow 
nationally accepted guidelines for measurements and content in the study. 
'!he applicant has been in contact with several residents who have on 
cx::casion expressed concerns about the impact of noise and traffic on 
surrounding areas. Staff has lOOnitored the facility on many occasions to 
verify start and finish times. This has been supplemented by a computer 
printout produced by the applicant delineating racing times for each class 
of vehicle. These times have also been randomly monitored for accuracy. 
'lb date, Staff has not detected any violation of operating outside of 
their approved hours. 

In the sound study, the engineer concludes that the addition of 
extra benning along the northern edge of the facility to block a "hole" in 
the existing berm will provide for additional sound abatement, 
'particularly in the Jack Drive-Butte:rwood Road area. Staff & the Planning 
Cormnission concur with this opinion and would desire to include the extra 
benning as one of the conditions of approval of C-94-9. 

'!he Planning Co.rmnission at its November 9, 1994 regular meeting 
approved C-94-9 by a vote of 7:0 with the reconunendations as listed below.

Mr. Haraway stated that he was not aware racing could commence at 
10:00 a.m. on Sundays for Special Events. '!here could be church services 
going on while they were racing and he did not like the thought of that. 

Mr. John Dodson, General Partner, Virginia Motorsports Park, came 
before the board and stated that he wanted Mr. lewis S. Goc:x:'lfriend, to 
come and speak about the sound study that he conducted but he wanted the 
Board to know how qualified Mr. Goodfriend and his finn were. He feels 
that the Motorsports Park has held up their part of the bargain by having 
the sound study done by an independent certified sound specialist. He 
also stated that it was very important that the Board consider giving them 
the rain date. 

Mr. lewis S. Goodfriend, Consulting Engineer in Acoustics, stated 
that he conducted the noise study at the Motorsports Park and went over 
his findings with the Board.

'!his being the time and place as advertised in the Dinwiddie 
Monitor Newspaper on November 23, 1994 and November 30, 1994, for the 
Board of SUpervisors to conduct a public hearing to consider the request 
of James E. Belshan to make amendments to Chapter 21, Section 98 of the 
Dinwiddie County Code. ' 

Mr. Wayne P. Knox, Director of Planning, advised the Board that 
this section pertains to the location and placement of private sewage 
disposal facilities (septic fields) near natural drainageways and the area 
surrounding lake Chesdin. '!he current setback requirement is 150 feet. 
'!his amendment, if adopted, would reduce the 150 foot setback for private 
sewage disposal facilities to 100 feet from every lake, pond, canal, 
river, stream or natural drainageway outside a 2,000 foot radius around 
lake Chesdin. '!he 150 foot setback would remain for the area inside a 
2,000 foot radius around lake Chesdin. 

Mr. Richard Hartman, General Manager of the Appomattox River 
Water Authority and Mr. Tim Jones, Area SUpervisor for the Virginia 
Department of Health, concur with Mr. Belshan that the proposed setback 
reduction will not affect the area around lake Chesdin or compromise the 
envirornnental integrity of any other water courses. Staff feels that this 
reduction will permit more flexibility in the placement of septic fields, 
thus allowing more advantageous placement of new dwellings and additions 
to existing dwellings. 

Per your earlier request, the Planning Connnission has reviewed 
and by consensus has no objections to the amendment so long as staff 
received favorable responses from the ~ and the Health Department.

In the plan there are several locations that are in Dinwiddie 
County and Mrs. Everett feels that the Board should be thinking about how 
they can help this plan. 

IN RE: DIRECIOR OF SOCIAL SERVICFS - REroRl' 

Mrs. Peggy McElveen, Director of Social services, came before the 
Board and wanted to discuss some of the issues that were addressed in the 
Governor's proposed budget. 

1. Mrs • McElveen stated that most of the funding for the salary 
revisions that has been talked about for two years has been taken away. 

2. She also stated that there will be consolidation of IDl1CJ Tenn 
care and she is still not quite sure how it will ilnpact them at this 
time. She did knOVl that IDeal Boards will be given the authority to 
decide hOVl services will be delivered :in their localities. 

3. She stated that the Governor is proposing a Welfare Reform 
program. He is proposing a program that consists of finding people jobs 
if they are unable to, such as community service. Mrs • McElveen stressed 
that a plan is needed before people are put to work. She feels that there 
is going to be significant shifting of responsibility from state to 
IDealities. 

She hoped that she would have more infonnation after the General 
Assembly voted on the Budget with these particular programs. 
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Mrs • McElveen stated that the Christmas Sharing Program did very 
well and she wanted to recognize WalMart Distribution Center for their 
generous contributions. 

IN RE: SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOIS - RER:>Rl' 

Dr. '!homas H. Gaul, School SUperintendent, was present and had a 
few issues that he wanted to bring before the Board. 

1. '!here has been an outbreak of an infectious vinls in the 
County and as a result there has been low attendance at the High School 
and various other schools. 

2. Dr. Gaul stated that he wanted to address a corranent that came 
from a citizen at the last Board meeting in reference to the down sizing 
of the School Boards Central office. He stated that his office is not 
disguising a reduction of the work force for the School system. He asked 
his staff to do a study and see what kind of reduction they have actually 
done and their conclusion was that it has been reduced by 26.84% from when 
he first took over. '!his reduction doesn't mean people have been moved 
somewhere else there have been jobs elllninated. '!here were only two 
positions that were relocated. 

3. He presented to the Board a request for carry over mop.ies. 
He stated that he is still waiting for a final audit. 

Mr. Bracey wanted to know the status of the tennis courts and the 
track that were discussed a few ioc>nths back. Dr. Gaul stated that they 
bid out the track and they did not get a response so they are rebiding 
it. The tennis courts have been bided out and they have gotten someone to 
do the work. He also stated that they have worked with an engineer and a 
surveyor and they think they are going to put the track around the 
football field. Mr. Bracey stated that he thought that the track was 
going to remain where it is and they were going to just renovate it. Dr. 
Gaul stated that it would cost more to. leave it where it is than it would 
be to move it to where there are already the facilities to acconunodate 
spectators and there are already lights there.
