The last general reassessment
of Dinwiddie County was completed in 2018, effective January 1, 2019. The “Total 2025 Reassessed Value” in the chart above
reflects the present market value of your property.

RIGHT to VIEW & COPY RECORDS

Property owners have the right to view and make copies of assessment records maintained by Wampler-Eanes Appraisal
Group, Ltd. used in arriving at the assessed values of the land and any improvements thereon, except those records contain-
ing information made confidential by VA State Code 58.1-3 & 58.1-3294. The records available and procedure for accessing
these records are set out in VA State Code 58.1-3331 & 58.1-3332.

APPEALS to the REASSESSMENT OFFICE

To review values, a Reassessment Book will be available across the hall from the Treasurer’s Office or viewed online at
https://gis.vgsi.com/dinwiddieva beginning November 20, 2024.
