
The Board of Supervisors recognizes that broadband 
is more than a “want” among Dinwiddie residents…
broadband has become a “need”, and an “expectation” of 
current residents and those considering Dinwiddie as their 
home.  

Over the years, broadband has risen to the top of the Board’s list of priorities.  As in rural localities across the country, broadband presents a 
challenge in Dinwiddie County.  Expanding broadband coverage across the County’s 507 square miles is a daunting and expensive endeavor.  

In order to make broadband a reality in Dinwiddie County, grants and public-private partnerships are essential.  In 2017, the County was 
awarded a grant through the Virginia Tobacco Region Revitalization Commission.  When the initial Internet Service Provider was unable to 
deliver, Dinwiddie partnered with RiverStreet Networks to design and deploy a fixed-based wireless solution.  While this opportunity seemed 
promising, RiverStreet also failed to deliver and the partnership was terminated in January 2022.  Given this breach of contract, the County 
did not expend any funds allocated towards this contract. 

The COVID-19 pandemic heightened the need for access to broadband. As such, unprecedented federal and state funds were made available to 
make fiber-to-the-home a reality.  Recently, Dinwiddie County partnered with RuralBand, a subsidiary of Prince George Electric Cooperative, 
and received a grant through the Virginia Telecommunications Initiative (VATI) to design and deploy a fiber-to-the-home solution.  RuralBand 
has a proven track record of successful implementation and has already expanded service to citizens in the eastern portion of Dinwiddie 
County.  The partnership with RuralBand includes support from VATI, The Cameron Foundation, Southside Electric Cooperative, and 
Dominion Energy.  Leveraging American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funding, broadband will be a reality for all underserved or unserved areas 
of Dinwiddie County by the end of 2024.  Simply put, if you currently have electricity to your home but no access to broadband service, this 
project will offer a much-needed solution. 

RuralBand is establishing a presence in Dinwiddie through a “Community Living Room” at the Eastside Community Enhancement Center.  
Citizens can visit this space to experience, first-hand, what high-speed internet can do in their home.  RuralBand will also have staff available 
to answer questions and assist with service options.  The Community Living Room is scheduled to be open by early September.  During a 
recent presentation to the Board of Supervisors, Lane Chambers, General Manager of RuralBand stated, “RuralBand is here to serve, and we 
are not going to leave anyone behind.”

It was during that time that we saw a global shift to remote activities, such 
as education, work, health care, worship, shopping, and entertainment.  It is imperative that all of our citizens 
have the opportunity to access reliable Internet.  We are fortunate to have collaborated with RuralBand, a 
company with a proven track record for bringing high-speed Internet to rural communities.  Thanks to grant 
funding and the generous support of our partners, we are making this long-time dream a reality.  Get ready; 
great things are happening in Dinwiddie County!

Have you ever considered 
becoming a Fire & EMS Volunteer? Dinwiddie 
Fire & EMS is a combination (career/volunteer) 
system that operates out of five stations, one 
automatic aid station, and the Public Safety 
Building. We have approximately two hundred 
personnel. The majority of whom are volunteers. 
Service to Fire & EMS comes in a variety of ways 
and bring benefits of which you may not be 
aware.  

Volunteering with the fire department does 
not always mean putting on heavy protective 
gear or operating specialized equipment. We 
have Volunteer Firefighters, Emergency Medical 
Technicians, those who do both Fire and EMS, 
and support members. Our support members are vital to the operation of our Volunteer Fire Stations because they take a huge weight off our operational 
members. The more, day-to-day company business that our support members handle, the more our operational members can focus on training and 
running calls. All of our members are entitled to benefits. The most popular and beneficial is free training. 

Did you know…all of our volunteers receive initial training at no cost to them? Firefighters receive free certification training in Firefighter I, Hazardous 
Materials Operations and Firefighter II (as needed).  EMS volunteers receive National Registry Emergency Medical Technician certification. All members, 
regardless of role, complete Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) and National Incident Management System (NIMS) training. These certifications and 
trainings can be helpful to our volunteers when seeking employment with Dinwiddie County or other agencies and jurisdictions. 

Many career/combination departments find it more cost-effective to hire pre-certified personnel as opposed to putting untrained individuals through a 
full training academy. Volunteers with Dinwiddie County Fire & EMS receive the majority of the necessary certifications to be competitive in this type of 
processes. In fact, many of our current employees previously served within our volunteer ranks, and many of our volunteers are employed by neighboring 
localities. 

Regardless of your specific area of interest, Dinwiddie Fire & EMS has a place for you on our team. Benefits to volunteering can have a positive impact on 
your life and career.

Dinwiddie County has launched a 
streaming service for every County public 
meeting, meaning anyone can now watch 

Board of Supervisors and Planning Commission meetings online in a new 
and improved format, from the comfort of your home or office.

The streaming software from Swagit Productions, LLC (Swagit) provides a 
comprehensive platform for citizens to watch meetings live, view archived 
meetings, and access meeting transcripts.

Meetings are indexed so viewers can navigate between different agenda 
items, and view the meetings on computers, laptops, or mobile devices.  Use 
the QR code link to access Dinwiddie County Meetings: 

Once adjourned, meetings will be archived and accessible for on-demand 
viewing. Once archived, the on-demand feature allows viewers to choose 
which meeting agenda items, or conversations, they wish to watch and then 
go directly to that video segment. A transcript is 
created by voice to text technology, allowing citizens 
to search the archives for the spoken word in a 
meeting, which is synced to the video.

This webcasting feature is compatible with multiple 
platforms including Apple, Android, and other 
popular devices. Citizens now have the ability watch 
and experience public meetings while on the go.
